A Ghostly Epidemic.

this (juestion. Are all Kfaost storifll
siisviitillo of an explanalion which
will (lives! them of their apparently
supernatural character! Is there n
truth in anv of the reisjrtisl appear
aiiccs of (leparttsl spirits' U the
whole ghost literature of the world
the result of either delusion or impos
tun"'.' Ihere are lew iwople, w
iancy.wlio do not secretly s?lievotlmt
at lea- -t s,,ine of these innumerable
legends of ehostly apparitions are
littentlly and strictly true.

The strange story of the Kalem
Witchcraft lielusion, as it is generally
called, has never been satisfactorily
explained. While a greater jiart of
the supernatural inatulesta
tions which clntraeterized that shame
ful page of New Kngland history wen
unouestionably lue either to malig
nant fraud or crazy delusion, still
there remain certain well-attest- in
eidents which are yet totally inexpli
cable in any other thoory than tlia
they were nutlly the freaks of super
natural beings.

It has often been objs-t- l by the
disbelievers in supernaturalisin that
the Salem nianilestations were con
fined to a small locality in New Kng
land, and have never been repcabil
If they were really supernatural, it Is
argued, they would occur in other lo
calities and at frequent interval- -
But this objection has no weight
whatever, if we supjse that ghostly
visitations are of an epidemic nature;
that they occur only at rare intervals
and in isolated localities. Ihe in
stances of demoniacal possession men
tioned in the New Testament, and to
which every believer in UnrisUauttv
does not hesitate to give credence,
however much he may disbelieve in
the ghost stories of secular literature
were confined to a small area of I

,

tine, and are universally tuouht to
have lasted only during the litetimi
of Christ. Here is an admitted in
stance of a ghostly epidemic. The
spirits suddenly appeared on earth,
plaved their malignant and useless
pranks, and vanished again into the
unknown. Why may we not believe
that Haiein was visited by a horde of
evil spirits, just as Judea was eighteen
hundred vears ago.
JlWhv ghosts should be addicted to
making these sudden raids into the
territory 01 ifKluving, it is oi course
useless to inouke, if we once admit
the truth of the Supposition that they
do so conduct themselves. Perhaps
there may be insurrections in the
abyss where they are con fined, and an
audacious liand may break from their
shadowy prison-hous- e, and escape for
a time to the scenes of their earthly
life. Perhaps these escajted spirits
may be pursued and recaptured by the
gho.-tl-y authorities, and shut up again
more securely than ever. This theory
would furnish a rational explanation
ot the suddex-irruption- s of ghostly

whic have, at various timt--.,

aunoytsl tJ'urituns of New Kngland
and the peasants ot Kurope. It would
also give us reason to apprehend new
visitations from the spiritual world, at
any time and in any place.

There is no little reason to suppose
that we are about to have a new epi-
demic of ghosts. Within a few weeks
several well authenticated stories of
ghostly apparitions ave been made
public. Therevris"ie strange story of
ihe Hoston gfrl w ho danced with the
devil,' and afterward committed sui-
cide. She had been forbidden to at-

tend the hall by her mother, but ob-

stinately asserted that she would go
if she went with the devil himself.
Koon after she went into the sheet,
where she met one whom she believed
to Is- a young mau who lodged at her
mother'- - house. He urged her to ac-

company him to the bail, ami she
consented, tin her return when near
the house he handed her a
M?nknife and Her

mother met her at the door and
asked her where she had been. Hhe
replied that she had been to the ball
with the young lodger. The mother
asserted that the young mau had
in the house all the evening, and in
proof of her assertion led her daugh
ter to the door ot his room, and con-
vinced her that he was in bed and
a.sltvu. The girl rememlKred her
rash speech, and believing that she
had really been in company with a
tieud, went to her room and cut her
throat with the knife the demon bad
given her. This tragedy, as wild and
rightful as any Gentian legend of the

Walpurgis night, took place in Hoston
a few Beta -- iuce.aud there is no mo
reason to doubt the truth of the story
than there is to disbelieve the com
monplace items of news which werej
lubhhti at ii- - side in tbe columns of
tlie Hoston journals.

oumgetl oy the silly impositions of
tlie spiritual mediums, have
at last determined to vindicate their
characters by paying us a briet visit?
Of course the scoflVrs will mock at the
idea of surprise parties of ghosts, but
their mockery will not weigh again--
positive evidence. And eertaiuly the
evidence which lias lately been sub-
mitted to us gMM to show that a new
epidemic of ghosts, a new iuvasiou of
spiritual legions, may be close at
hand.
