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THE MANDAMUS CASE

The Mandamus on the Canary Court Made

Peremptory The lajonetion oa Mr.

John Brewa Made Perpetual.

Important Legal Decision by Judge Ander
aoa, of the Law Court.

State of Tennessee, ex rel., George M.
Greely vs. T. C. Blakelv and Justices ol
the County Court of Shelby oounty.
This is aa application for a writ of man-

damus to compel the Justices of Shelby
oonnty to induct the relator, George M.
Greely, Into the office of Register of Shel-
by county.

At the meeting of theuarterly Court of
the county, on the 4th or April, 1S70, the
relator appeared before the court, and, in
open court, produced a certificate of elec-
tion, in these words:

KK Hi II ATI Ol aXSCTIOH.
" At a general election held in Shelby

county, State of Tennessee, on the 26th
day of March, A.D. 187D, George M. Grsely
was duly elected to the office of Register
of Shelby county, State ol Tennessee.

" Witness my hand at Memphis, Shelby
oounty, State of Tennessee, this 28th day
of March, A. D. 1870.

(Signed) " S. H. SHOCK,
"Oom'r of Reg'n for Shelby county."

He thereupon announced to the court
that he was ready to give his bond and
take his oath of office, and asked to be
inducted into the office.

The Justices re fneed the application and
this was instituted to compel
them to indnct the relator into the office.

Our Code, section 447, in relation to
Oounty Register, provides that "upon
producing the certificate of his election to
the Couuty Coart of his county, at the
next session after the date and delivery
of the same, he shall be entitled to enter
upon the discharge of the duties of his
office, first giving bond," etc.

This imposes upon the County Court
the duty of the applicant into
the office upon his producing the certifi-
cate of election given by the proper
officer.

This duty imposed upon them is
purely ministerial in its character, and
has nothing of the judicial element about
it. And whilst discharging this ministeri
al function. t be only thing that they could
look to is the certificate of election. It
the applicant has that given by the prop-
er officer, then it is their clear duty to pro-
ceed and induct him upon his giving prop-
er bonds, etc., and their refusal to do so
entitles the applicant to a mandamus to
compel them to do so.

Alter the return has been made to the
mandamus and it comes up for trial, can
this Court look beyond the certificate of
election? In words, can the re-

spondents in their answer waive the ques-
tion of election or no election? I think
clearly not. The law has long been set-
tled to the contrary.

In Chitty's note 7, to 3d Blackstone's
Commentaries, side page 265, it is said:
"The admission under a mvndamus gives
no right, but only a legal possession to
ensble the party to assert his
right, if he has any. Hence non
tut tltctut (he was "not elected; baa

been holden not to be a good return to a
mandamus to swear in a church warden,
Strange 884-6- , because it is directed only

to a ministerial offleer, who is to do his
duty, and no inconvenience can follow;
for if the party has the right he ought to
be admitted ; if he has not the admission
trill do Aim no good. Whenever the office
is but mutiaferta he U to execute his part,
let the consequent" be what it will.
Strange 895."
This authority is clear and emphatic.

It shows that on the hearing of this man-
damus the question of election or no elec-
tion cannot be raised or inquired into.
I am compelled to the mandamus
peremptory.

Strictly this is all that I need say, but
so important is the matter and so start
ling are the oircuuistanoes that uaye been
developed in the progress of this trial,
that I deem it my duty to make the fol-
lowing additional remarks:

It is not surprising that when the re
lator made his application to our County
Court, composed as it ot a ooay of citi-
zens selected by their neighbors to man-
age the affairs of the county on account
or their plain, blunt honest y of character,
and sound common sense, that they
should have been startled by the circum-
stances of the case, and have immediately
attempted to frustrate what they could
but regard as a trick and a fraud upon
the people who had sent them there to
watch over their rights.

But they mistook the remedy. Whilst
the relator applied to them In their min-
isterial capacity, they should have obeyed
the injunction of the law. They should
have inducted him into the office, and
"no follow," for
there would hare been found numbers of
citizens who would have readily stepped
forward to bare contested the election
and tried tbo right of this party to the
office, snd as soon as that should have been
done, the character and functions of the
court would have instantly changed, and
instead of simply having to perform a
ministerial act, they would then, by vir-tu- e

of the contest, under the provisions of
the Code, been converted into a solemn
tribunal, clothed with the exclusive power
to try the validity of this election.

And now, after they shall have obeyed
the mandate of this court, and inducted
this party into office, "If he has not the
right the admission will do him no good."
for hut election will oertainly be contest-
ed ; and when it is, the County Court will
be the sole judges of the validity of this
extraordinary claim of election, and, I
have no doubt, will be fully competent to
protect the citizeus of our county from
what at least seems to hsve been an at-
tempt bv trickery to deprive them of the
free and open choice of their Register. I
would gladly have availed myself of the
power, had the law given it to me,
to have finally settled this matter,
and saved tbo parties and the
county all further expenae. But I sit here
to administer law, not to make it, and
when a case is brought before me I can
only go in it so far as the law confers the
jurisdiction upou my court and no further.

Let the mandamus be naado peremp
tory. J, A. ANDERSON, Ju lge, etc.

With reference to the other branch of
the case, the injunction against Mr. John
rirowu, counsel tor the respective parties
uol ueiug auie 10 agree as so inouisposi-tio- n

of the case. Judge Anderson decided
that the election of Mr. Brown to the otfice
of Register of Shelby county was not ac
cording to law, and therefore the Injunc
tion should be made perpetual on Mr
Brown. County Attorney Wilsou notified
I he ( oiirt that they prayed an appeal lrom
the decision to the next term ol the Su-
preme Court.
