Wanhinuton, Wednesday,
(senator Kowler stated this morning

that there was imminent danger of
the immediate application of the hor-

rible process of reconstruction to Ten-
nessee. Stokes and Fletcher and their
myrmidons, gathered from every por-
tion of Tennesse, are active, persist-
ent, ubiquitous". Stokes sat in the
Senate Chamber to-da- y while Howe,
of Wisconsin, pronounced a studied
oration addressed to the basest pas-

sions of the basest swell mob ever
gathered in an imperial capital.
Stokes' hooked features were wreathed
with hideous smiles, and his sleek
cranium glistened like "that of Tiier-site- s.

Rays ot light illumined the
shrunken, sharpened, mummy-lik- e

features of Maynard, who sniiled on
Sumner, who smiled again, while
Howe read the uerro vagrant code
enacted in 18tt5-- o, wuen Sharkey was
tiovernor, by the Mississippi Legisla-- -

ture. While Howe, who is more
cruel to the King's English,
which he tortures mercilessly,
than ever was a slave driver
to an African, painted Southern char-
acter as black as thesubjects of alleged
Southerns-barbarit- y, another more
savage assault upon Louisianians was
made in the House by the representa-
tive of Cincinnati. This Cincinnati
gentleman (I could not learn his
name) grew pale with rage. Arrayed
in ghostly robes of the Ku-Klu- x Klan,
he bestrode as his IVgasus the pale
horse of Revelations, and rode lore-mo- st

in this mighty steeple chase of
Radicalism over the South, all stained
with negTO blood and studded with
negro skulls.

TUB EFFECT.
It made one's blood freeee while

forced to listen in slleuc-- to these un-

blushing falsehoods. Think of it, that
multitudes hear and read these un-

founded statements and perversions
of facts and character, and must give
credence. I saw a pretty girl shuuder
and grow pale while Howe recited in-

cidents of some stupendous crime, as
black iu all hideous deformities as
that m-entl- peretrated in In-

diana, as that which startled the
country when the village of Seymour
became another Golgotha or as that
wi'ich maVes New York city, at this
hour, the scene of a trial involving
every crime that shocks the sensibil-
ities of decency or violates the decrees
of God.

THE ASSWEK.

The code of Mississippi which so
delighted Stokes and made the ghast-
ly Maynard rub his yellow hands in
an testacy of supreme beatitude was
enacted immediately after Mississippi
was overrun in every direction by a
mightv multitude of ignorant, idle,
helpless negroes, suddenly liberated
by the lightning stroke that rent
verv bondsman chain assunder.

Maiunmted without anticipating
freedom, filled with a vague unde-
fined idea! that freedom affected the
phmiral, raiL'r than the moral man,
each negro abandoned his plantation
home aud Mississippi was infested
everywhere with vagrants. They
could onlv live by petty thefts. No
white man of the South deemed lar
ceny, committed by a negro, a crime.
The idea of sending a negro to a pen-

itentiary for such oflfenses, for two
years a'fter the war, never aeriously
entered a Southerner's head. Other-
wise a penitentiary whose walls en-

compassed the State would liave been
required by the necessities of the
hour. Rrownlow was forced, even in
Tennessee, where negroes are re-

latively few, to take out a patent for a
pardoning machine and run it by steam
in his mightv African menagerie at
Nashville.

EXPLOSION.

Two Men Killed, Nine Persons Badly
Scalded or Wounded, and Four

Slightly.

Full Particulars of the Dreadful Affair-Na- mes

of Killed and Wounded.

Cincinnati, April 18. At mid-
night last night, the tow boat Raven,
having barges in tow, with iron ore,
exploded near Stewart's landing.from
which a start had just been made. The
boat had Just laid up two days for re-
pairs, to mend a leaky boiler, and had
started on again, but with full steam
aud the customary pressure, 140 lbs.
in the boiler the engineer dicsovered
indications of weakness, and tried
to land again. In accomplishing
this purpose the captain was bent.and
the boat had neared the shore, wheti
one of the gang four boilers hurled the
deck, and everything above its bed,
into lhe higher air. The boat was
built in 186 1, and was in the Govern-
ment service in ledo. She was pur-
chased about eighteen months ago y
the Pomeroy Salt Transportation Com-
pany, and was valued at 998660. The
boilers were six years old.

Ol a crew of twenty-fou- r, the pilot,
Asa Woodward, assistaut George De-wo- lf,

nephew of the captain, were
lost. Ot the wounded are named
Captain Dewolf, head and arm; Madi-
son Circle, severely scalded; Reuben
Sausser, fireman, eyes injured and
arms and shoulders badly scalded;
Elias L. Bowen, deck-han- badly
bruised and sVjhled; John Christy,
fireman, slight rjLL bruised; Sam. Fin-le- y

and LaWMartP Brown, deck-hand- s,

slightly scalded; Levi Sausser, stew-
ard, slightly cut on left side of the
face; Robert Decker, steward, badly
hurt. V ' of the wounded are at
the Good Samaritan Hospital. Allen
Ellshire, carpenter and watchman,
was scalded but not seriously; Joseph
Martin, engineer slightly scalded;
Josiah Saferead, Robert Hicks. Win.
Love and Thomas White, deck-hand- s,

were all slightly injured.
Th tires were extinguished by the

explosion, al more dreadful conse-
quences thp by saved. The explo-
sion was rarely known even upon
the thick iy peopled banks. On either
side a dull noise va heard, but no
light or other unusual alarm being
raised, but few were drawn to the
sot until the assistance necessary had
been almost fully rendered by one or
two longshoremen and the ferryboat.
