CONTESTED ELECTION CASE

Marcus J. Wright vs. ft. P. Curry, and vie

of Col. Gantt
for the Former.

The injunction cases of Curry vs.
Wright and Wright vs. Curry, came up
yesterday on argument before Judge
Swayne, of the Circuit Court. After the
papers had been read, consisting of tbe
bills, pleadings, etc, Col. George (.mitt,
counsel of Oen. Wright, opened the case
in his usual felicitous and eloquent style.
CoL Uantt closed bis argument last even-
ing after addressing the Court for over
three hours. Col. Oantt stated that
Wright was a candidate for the
office of Sheriff of Shelby county,
that toe duty of holding all popular elec-
tions devolves upon tbe Sheriff, except
when be is a candidate then the duty de-
volves upon the Coroner. (Cited section
tfj of the Code of Tennessee). This im-
portant duty, in the late election was im-
posed upon a new officer, Mr. S. H.
Shook, Commissioner of Registration (an
office created by act of vhe Legislature,
1867-- who held the election, and who
kept separate lists of all persons voting
at said election. It is the duty of the
Judges of Election to certify to the cor-
rectness of their pell-boo- Copies of
these returns were filed with the County
Clerk within ten days after the election,
and the persons receiving the highest
number of votes were entitled to a cer-
tificate of election. i Oiled Code of Ten-
nessee, section, 874.)

A number of legal points were" made by
the eloquent advocate by way of illustrat-
ing his position. The contests in regard
to tbe office of Sheriff must oome before
the Circuit Court (Section 8b7). and the
Sheriff must quality before the County
Court, give bond and take the oath of
office. Col. Osntt went on at length, to
show that the return and amended return
made by the Commissioner of Registra-
tion, showed conclusively that Oen. Mar-
cus J. Wright was elected Sheriff of Shel-
by county, in the manner prescribed by
law. Thus a certificate waa issued by the
Commissioner of Registration, and upon
it the County Court inducted Gen. Wright
into office, accepted his bonds, and ad-

ministered to him the oath of of-
fice. The term of service of Colonel
Curry expired March 16, l70. No sooner
was Wright inducted into office
than Curry tiled an Injunction bill, and
an injunction was issued enjoining both
Gen. Wright snd the Coroner of Shelby
County, by virtue of section I of the Code
of Tennessee which treats of proceed-
ings in the name of the State), Col. Curry
ac"K in the name of the State as in
former, and to prevent the alleged usurp
ation of office cited code, section 90U I.

Cob Gantt closed his learned and exhaust-
ive argument by gumming up the pointa
elaborated upon during the discussion,
and contended that Gen. Wright was not
the usurper in office but that Col. Curry
was, and that Gen. Wright was the le-

gally elected Sheriff of the county.
At the conclusion of Colonel Gantt 's ar-

gument. Judge Swayne informed counsel
that tbe further argument in the case
must be postponed until Thursday morn-
ing next, as the Court bad to return to
Sotnerville to sign the minutes of the
Fayette County Circuit Court the April
term of said Court having closed. On
Friday morning next we will give a syn-
opsis of the proceedings in this interest-
ing ease.

MISSISSIPPI RIVER RAILROAD.

Whit thry hive to Say About it at the
Other End if the Route.

As everything about this road, or af-
fecting it, is of interest to our readers, we
copy the following in regard to it from
tbe Dyers burg Gazette of the ltfth Inst.:

The prospects of the Mississippi River
railroad were never more flattering thau
now. Last week, while in Memphis,
Colonel A. S. Mitchell, tiie able and per-
severing President of this great and im-
portant enterprise, told us that the work
was being progressed with groat rapidity,
and that in a few days the Southern Rail-
road Association would become perma-
nently connected with our road and at
once let out contracts from one end of
tbe line to the other. The Southern
Railroad Association, a corporation of
immense wealth, will be merely stock-
holders in and contractors for the build-
ing of the Mississippi River Railroad,
while Colonel Mitchell will retain the
Presidency which he has tilled with such
signal success and ability. Colonel Mitch-
ell also told us that the road would oome
to Dyersburgif our people would make
their 975,000 or 90,000 proposition good.

Since our return home we have talked
to members of the Board of Mayor and
Aldermen of our town, and find that tha
Mayor has been instructed to make a for-
mal tender of tbe 92S.OOO corporation tax
to the Mississippi River railroad, and this
morning's mail will take tbe official noti-
fication from Mayor DeBerry to President
Mitchell. When the M. R. railroad off-
icially accepts our 9o),000 proposition, our
people will promptly raise the remaining
950.UOO by individual subscriptions.

WEIGHING INCLUDED IN INSPECTION,

Eilitors Appeal: I do not like to be
troublesome alter so much courtesy, but
a wish to see the right side uppermost in-
fluences me to take exceptions, in the
most respectful manner, to your brief
editorial article explaining the object of
tbe proposed ordinance appointing a citv
weigher on the landing. The explanation
rather myslities tbe matter, which was
not as logically and consistently described
as it might have been.

I gave the petition which was to form
the basis of the ordinance, and referred to
It as briedy as possible, merely remark-
ing that other points might be elucidated,
but enough had been examined for tht
purpose. The petition asked to have the
weighing done on the landing, imperative.
and the charges were to be collected from
the seller, or, in other words, from the
grain, etc., sold. It was to this I took ex-
ceptions, as being contrary to the decision
of the courts. The prospect of it "infer-lerin- g

with the perquisites of the City
Inspector" was regarded as a small mat-
ter, but not so the opinion of the Supreme
Court in the case of Bowles and Smither,
who resisted the charges of H. Pitxgerald
as City Inspector, which decided against
involuntary inspection and the enforce- -
ment of charges from the sellers, to which
allusion was made some time ago.

You say: " What tho Inspector is not
now weighing he cannot lie deprived of
truism", and the decision of the court. If

any ther;- - is, refers to inspection and not
to we.igl.tng." The Code of Tennessee do- -
termines that question. In enumerating
the "duties of Inspectors," page .1ts4, sec-lio- n

lo, it distinctly says: "To annex to
each bale of merchantable beicp, when
pressed, a label stamped with the iualiiy
and ueight of the bale, and the owner's
name." Elsewhere it says whoever de-
mands tho inspection shall pay a charge
of 25 cents.

To me it is very clear that "imperative"
inspection or weighing, or both cannot
be enforced consistently with law, espe-
cially when ths party not wanting t is
saddled with the expense. The City In-
spector now weighs all articles brought
to the city scales to be tested, and he
would be willing la plsoe a standard bal-
ance on the Landing, if assured that the
expense at keeping a man there to meet
the requirement, would be defrayed. It
maybe said thai those praying for the
ordinance wish to appoint iheir own man,
but the sealed certificate of the City In-
spector should be sufficient, for he has un-
der his inspection the adjustment of the
weights and measures of Memphis.
