It appesirs from the record that :|.|
full formal decree, pro confesso,
was regularly entered in the eause, |
and the recond further shows that the
cause was heard upon the bill and or-
der pro confesss taken herein.

There is nothing in this objection. |
The next objection is that there was

We answer: Those statutes have
no application to a case like the pres-
ent, and in case an order pro confesso
is tken—the bLill is taken fr econ-
fessed —because of the detauit of the
defendant, the cause stands for hear- |
ing immediatelv thereafler.

The vpext objection is that no stay
of judgment was allowed as required
| by sec. 25, chap, 1, of the act of 1794,

and by see. 35:8 of the Code,
|  See. 3527, of the Code, under the
head of “ Mode of Procesding in At-
tachment Cases,” provides—

“ Where the defeadant does not ap-
pear, the court may, and a justice
shall, stay final judgment, or decrees,
not exceeding twelve, nor less than
six wonths, from the times of the re-
turn.”

THE SOUTHERN BAPTISTS.

Brief Skelch of their History mnd Pros-
pecis-~-Their Convenlion in
Louisville, Ky.

Full Report of the Procaedings of the First
and Second Days.

Fream the Louisville Courier-Jounrnal of

The Southern Baptist Convention,
which meets in the Walnut Street
Church lo-day, is a most important
body, whether we consider its compo-
sition or the Interests which it repre-
sents. The Baptist denomination is a
power in the land. From earefully
compliled tables, we fearn that the sta”
tisties of the Baptists in the United
States are as follows: 729 assoclations,
15,143 churches, andg#™7 ordained
ministers., They have lwenty-seven
male colleges, fourteen theological
seminaries, and & very large number
of female institutes, They huve forty-
five denominational papers and mag-
azines, which resch all sections and
classes,

The Southern Baptist Uonvention
represents a constituency of aboaot
seven hundred thousand white mem-
bers, in churches scattered over an
area extending from Maryvland to
Texas and from Virginia to Missouri.
Southern Baptists bave under their
control fourteen male ecolleges and a
general theologiesl seminary which
has upward of sixty students. Most
of the endowments of these were lost
by the wur, but they have been re-en-
dowed by a celfsacrificing liberality
worthy of all praise.

Up to 1838 the Baptistz of the North
and South worked harmoniously to-
gother in the same general organizs-

| tions, and no strife was permitted to

enfer. But at the meeting for this
year, held in the city of New York,
sectional feeling was engenderad,
which was still more manifist three
vears later at the meeting in Balti-
more, and which grew so bitter
#t the weeting in Philadelphia, in
IS4, that it was apparent to
all that the day of separation
was at hand. In the autumn of this
year the Foreign Miszion Board (lo-
cated at Boston, but established and
sustained by the contributions of the
Baptists of the whole eountry), in re-
spopse to a direct question from the
Baptist State Convention of Alabama,
declared that: *If any one should
offer himself as a missionary, having
slaves, and insist on retaining them
s his property whilst in the service

| of the board, they should not sppoint

him.” This declaration, of course,
rendered the withdrawal of the South-
ern churches from the general orgun-
ization Impermtive.

Accordingly there assembled, in
Angusta, Georgin, in May, 1545, a

They had just raised a liberal endow
ment and pul into suceessiul opera-
tion the “Southern Baptist Theologi-
cal Seminary,” located at Greenville,
B.C., In a word, they were nobly
doing their part towanl promoting
the Interests of that conservative
Chiristianity for which all deaomina-
tions sl the South were so caroostly
working. The blighting effects of the
war were felt by none m severely
than by the enterprises of
the Southern Baptist Convention.

| Cut off during the war from commun-

nicalion with their missionuries, the
Foreign Mission Board found itself
with a heavy debt and an emply
treasury, and gll of the otber boards
were in & like situation. Thus the
convention hus had great obstacles to
contend with. Yet it has stroggled
on through thess, The churches are
rullging, and the boards of the eon-
vention will report their work in a
much better condition at present than
at any time since the war. A pleasing
fenture in the present meeting will be
the presence of a number of Northern
brethren, who come as corresponding
delegates, and will be most fraternally
received. At the meeting in Balti-
more in 1565 a delegation from the
Northern societies bore a fraternal
message to the Southern Convention,
which met with a most fraternal re-
sponse, und =ince then the relations
between the two sections have been
very plessant,

The Convention, then, whether we
consider its numbers, the important
interests which it represents, or the
abilide which composes t, will attract
gen®ul interest and attention.
