SIMON CAMERON.

Whit He Pretends to Reawmber and What

Others Remember of Him.

and virtuous patriot, Simon Cam-

eron, who haa done so much to elevate
the political morals of the country, has
what may be a prodigious memory.
That is to aay, he remembers everything
that is convenient, and forgets everything
thai is embarrassing. The public appre-
ciation of Simon and the knowledge of
thisie who have been nearest in bis inti-
macy have another word than memory
for this remarkable quality they rather
ascribe it to an inventive genius, which
has stood him many a good turn.

Now, .Simon thought that the time bad
come for demonstrating that a prophet
might have honor in his own country. So
when Revels appeared on the scene, and
Mumner had discharged his usual quan-
tity of humanity," Cameron thought

revolutionary leaders, though necessarily
sympathizing with their alleged griev-
ances.

But, according to the assertion of tbe
Radical press, secession had been long
planned, and culminated during the win-
ter preceding Mr. Lincoln's inauguration,
with Jefferson Davis as tbe master amrii.
Now, if this be true at all, in what alti-
tude does it place the virtuous, patriotic,
sud disinterested Simon C'amerou, who,
scording to the last phase of his wondei-lu- l

memory, was "breakfasting" wiiu
'Jeff. Davis" only "fs'O wceA-i- before

the rebellion began? This time he shifts
the responsibility on Mrs. Davis, who, of
course, cannot speak. But everybedy
knows that she was much more advanced
on the issue than her husband was, and
that no such relations ever existed as
Simon suddenly remembers. There were
terms of kindness, as Mr. Davis says, in
the Senate, because Cameron always pro-
fessed great admiration for him. and was
proluse in his expressions of regard down
to the last. The plain truth is, Simon has
drawn upon bis imagination for hia facts,
which, though not very vivid, he con-

trives to make useful at times.
By the way, Cameron has never ex-

plained how it came to pass that be, as
riecretarv of War, accepted the resigna-
tion of i.ee. Johnston, Beauregard, and
tbe whole catalogue of distinguished
"traitors" who made war against the "na-
tional life" tor four years, aud imposed
upon the country a burthen of some
four thousand 'millions, of which,
however, Cameron and bis faniilt and his
friends have no reason to complain. He
was tbe prophet who foresaw ail about
the rebellion, who predicted ibe coining
of Bevels, and who imported Belgian
gun through the Sanlord,
more daiigerous to the Union men than
to rebels.

"nip" the revolution in ils'bud? If there
he one man in this broad L'njon more re-

sponsible for tbe beginning, progress, aud
continuance of the rebellion, for the lives
lost, the blood shed, and tbs treasure
squandered, it is Simon Camerou, of
Pennsylvania. I he first Secretary of W r
to Mr. Lincoln. He let the chiefs a,
knowing their purpose, and tberef he
might iu an ordinary criminal proceeding
be indicted as an acmssory before the fact.
Without these chiefs there would have
been no real rebellion on any extended
scale. The South owes iu leaders to Mr.
