THE METHODISTS.
Bishop Andrew.' Lecture-tit- . Hit Conservi

PreD ration far the Great Tttkt if the
CeaveatiM.

Id the absenoe of Biabop Wight man,
Biabop Payne called the Conference to
order. Prayers ware offered by Dr. Wm.
J. Parks, of the Georgia Conference.

Biabop Andrew then took the chair, and
the minutes were read by Dr. Hummers.

BISHOP ASDRBWM.

Bishop Andrews, in a conversational
tone, delivered a brief address, in which
be urged tbe necessity for ooneeryatisin
in the conduct of th Convention. He ad-

verted to tbe acceaaion of laymen to the
body, and thought that the Conference
was tbe gainer by this reform. He
seemed apprehensive, however, of
danger that might arise from a ten-

dency to change. Perhaps tbe age
In which we live ia revolutionary,
and which our political government
absorbs unheard of powers and gathers
forces unknown before. The spirit of
Methodism may be too atrongly directed
in tbe opposite direction; ancb it seems
are apprebensiona entertained by the ven-
erable Biabop. He spoke of bia advanc-
ing rears, of his physical weakness, of
the ifinHimlties he encountered iu reach
ing Memphis, of his indebtedness to a?
kiud friend who had attended him hither,
of his wife who had urged him to come
that be might once more meet thoae whom
he had known and loved and labored with
through ao many successive yean. He
said that bia moat earnest desire waa that
the Conference should act with modera-
tion in all lta measure, and insisted that
it would be well to enter upon no radical
changes; he said, to use a vulgar illustra-
tion, we should run the machine alowly,
as it ia for four years, and then, if it
performed not the service required, knock
off its wheels and aet it up again. Sad-
den, violent, radiol changes were dan-
gerous. The organization, as it exists,
has wrought wonderful moral triumphs,
and unless assured that a proposed change
waa a certain relsrtn. it were wiee to rest
where we are. Such, substantially, waa
tbe Biahop's advice to his intently listen-
ing childraai.

He adverted to the abuae to wbich he
bas been subjected for a aeries of years,
before, during and since the war, by
Northenr Methodist papers. He desig-
nated a Cincinnati Methodist paper that
had been especially denunciatory, and
yet, said the Bishop, 1 knew well and
esteemed the conductor of that journal.
I asked him, said the aged man, to with-
hold his paper, and I have never heard
more of bia assaults." A better feeling
perbsps, ia growing into existence. In
any event Bishop Andrews evinced no
sp;'rit of vindictiveness, and uttered no
unkind word affecting Northern Method-
ists. He then appealed to the affection
entertained for the Methodist church by
those who had been its members from
childhood. " I hsve never known one,'
said he, " to leave it because there waa
not enough religion in it, but because
there was social or political advantage to
gain by the change." The Bishop then
spoke of a disposition among ministers
and others of the church to glorify
one another in the newspapers of the
church. His animadversions were good
humored and effective, and the point waa
appreciated when he referred to the fa-

cility with which the prefix "Prof," was
applied to the names of " humble follow-
ers of Christ." Bishop Andrews, refer-
ring again to his physical weakness,
which ia not at all apparent in his face,
resumed his seat in the pulpit, and Bishop
Marvin, an excellent presiding officer,
took the chair.

Bl'SINKss OF THE DAT.

Leaves of absence were granted several
eirates.

A curious memorial from Richmon
was presented by Or. Lee, praying for the
abolition of the office of Presiding Elder,
and tbe admission of tbe laity to the
Council of Bishops. The reporter thinks
it was only signed by one person.

Local preacher presented s memo-
rial discussing the condition of local
preachers, and another waa read aud re-

ferred to the Committee on Reviaals, sug
gesting an inquiry into the propriety of
restrictiuir the veto power of ISishops.
Several of these papers were hardly of
that character aDDroved by Bishop An- -

drewa. as was inferred from the tenor of
his address.

Resolutions referring to the organiza-
tion of Sunday schools, and a petition
irom Mobile, oresenled by Ur. Hamilton
referring to the condition of certain church
bropertv in that city belonging to colored
churches, waa given to the proper com-

mittee.
lr. Kuner'a resolutions having refer-

ence to the publication of a German hymn
tsiok and a erman .weinomsi paper in
Louisiana, were properly referred.

Iir Abbev uro Dosed that a committee
he aonointed to publish a book on cburch
architecture. Ieai men can hear iu all
churches hereafter constructed under the
supervision of members ol thistonter-ence- .

The science of aocouatica will con-

stitute part of the curriculum in each in-

stitution of learning, directed by this
listening convocation of churchmen.

Dr. Anbey's resolution contemplating
the establish uieut ol Methodist Missions
in Mexico, waa amended and approved.

The subdivision of the Memphis Con-

ference was proposed, and will be acted
on.

Rev. F. K P.tts proposed the appoint-
ment, by the Committee on Episcopacy,
of some one to write the biography of
Bishop Soule.

San Francisco asked for a branch
of the Book Depoaitory, and a pe
tition suifirestiug the preparation of
a proper catechiam for children was re-

ferred. Tbe Committee on Revisals was
asked by a petition, read and referred, to
relorui the church discipline, so that tbe
continuance of suspension of a church
member be dependant on his conduct and
repentance. It was suggested tbst the
proceedings of the day were irregular,
when he presiding bishop decided that
a resolution pending at the moment of ad-

journment is not in order, or may be pre-
termitted till called up. This was assent-
ed to. Or. Lee, of Virginia, proposed to
lake up the busineas of the Convention
where it waa left on Saturday. Or.
Green, of Nashville, said he had been
making a practical investigation of tbe
facts, and found that it waa possible to
bear under the gallery, but not ia the cen-

ter or on either side of tbe cburch. Dr.
Marshall said, "it ia notorious that thia
house is the sepulchre of the human
voice."

The pending question of laat Saturday,
offered by Or. Lee, waa then taken up.
It provides that no resolution affecting
cburch discipline be considered after
Thursday, and that tbe Committee on
Revisals report as speedily as possible on
all questions submitted for its cons dera-
tion such reports to be printed in tbe
Advocate. Tbe proposition waa made to
prevent unanticipated and unconsidered
changes being made in church discipline.

"CAS'T H K Alt."
Trueton Polk, of Mis-

souri, moved that when the Conference
adjourn it shall meet in the
second street Methodist Church. Unani-
mously agreed to. The thanks of the
body were tendered the Cumberland
Preebyteriana for tbe uae of the building,
which half tbe delegates deem a sort of
ecbo'ng "cave of the winds." It was
then proposed to meet at 8 and adjourn at
12 o'clock, but this and other like propo-
sitions were defeated.

Various propoaitiona were made to
amend Dr. Lee s resolution as to the time
of final adjournment, but all failed and It
waa adopted, and ss an evidence of the
thorough conservatism of the body It was
agreed that no measure changing the dis-
cipline should be adopted asve by a three-fourth- s

majority. Saturday, the'ltth, was
fixed aa the day beyond which no new
proposition affecting church discipline
would be considered.

After the dull, tedious months of win-

ter, and tbe cold, raw, dripping days of
spring, tbe outburst into virid beauty and
true vernal bloom which Nature makes
at tbe end of April and beginning of May
la ao and excites in the
human breast feelings ao joyous and ex-

uberant, that it is not to be wondered at
that mankind in all ages should have cel-

ebrated the season by some extraordinary
exhibition of these feelings. " A mad
happiness " saya an old English writer,
" doth at thin season go abroad over the
Earth, that Nature all oolde and dead
liveth and amileth againe." Oar mediie-va- l

forefathers, both Saxon and Briton,
seemed to have cherished thia feeling in
an extraordinary degree; and when the
happy May time came, bringing with its
warm sunshine the beauty and fragrance
of flowers, the tonga of the birds amid tbe
trees freshly clothed in verdure, and the
babbling of the brooks long frozen, they
celebrated it with a mad rush to tbe fields
to revel in the feaat which Nature pre-
sented there. With the ancients as v ith
the moderns, the first emotion seemed to
be to seize some portion of that vast pro-
fusion of blossoms and flowers spread
around them, and set it up in some deco-
rative manner, and let the pleasure it ex-

cited find vent in musie, and song and
dance.

Until within a few years, compara-
tively, this custom waa almost universal.
It prevailed throughout England up to
the time of the visit of Washington
Irving to that country, and in France up
to within the last twenty years. Now,
alas! it is almost unknown in either
country. Both are becoming too utili-

tarian too Americanized. The poetry of
nature, and the sacra aura fames the in- -i

lawint search after the almighty dollar
do not go together. And to-d- the only
people with whom it lingers with a sem-
blance of its pristine purity and beauty
are the Germane. Even they do not now
rear on high the May-pol- e and deck it
with garlands, except in some of the more
remote, mountainous districts of South
Germany, yet unbroken by railways (aa
at Berchteagarten, in the Bavarian Tyrol,
where within the last ten years the writer
witnessed this scene). But enough of it
is preserved by them to make it a distin-
guishing feature of their nationality
among us more practical, money-seekin- g

Americans ss the yearly recurrence of
such delightful festivals and reunions as
that at James' Park yesterday,

abundantly proves. The whole German
population of Memphis, at one hour or
another during the day, was at James'
Park, and took part in the festivities of
May.

According to the programme, published
by us on Sunday and yesterday, the va
rious associations, after assembling at
their own meeting places, rendezvoused
at the south side of Market Square, where
about 1U o'clock a line was lormed in the
following order:

I. Band Hamlwerker's.
2. An open carriage, drawn by four

horses, bearing the orator of tbe day, Jos.
Gronauer, Est., and the Kxecutive Com-
mittee.

3. Boys from the school at Raleigh,
dressed in brown linen, and armed with
rinea.

4. The Turnverein, dressed in brown
linen, and bearing their banner and the
United States flag.

5. German Benevolent Association.
6. Bruuer Bund with new and old flag
and American flag.
7. Bakers' Society, preceded by a ban-

ner, borne in tront of two bakers bearing
an enormoua beer pretzel. They were
dressed in white shirts, black pants, white
aprons, white square caps, black, gold and
red (German national colors; rosettes.

W.1UONS.

8. Plain wagon, trimmed with ever-
greens and filled with little girls, dressed
in white, with German national rosettes.

9. Wagon of tbe German Benevolent
Association. This was a triumph of ar-

tistic design and arrangement. The body
of the wagon waa made to support a cir-

cular pedestal, fifteen feet in diameter,
wbich was draped with the German na-

tional colors, in three bands each eigh-
teen inches deep. On this pedestal was a
huge basket of the same diameter at the
lop, and about six feet high built in the
semblance of a huge card-receiv- or
bread basket. This was gaily intertwined
with evergreens and flowers, and from its
center was reared a May pole, some
twelve or fifteen feet high, held firm in
its place by a well arranged system of
cordage aud stays. It was surmounted
witb the usual emblems of May a rosy
wreath and evergreens. In or on the
basket were two rows of benches, on
which were seated some twenty or thirty
little girls. The UitU ensemble waa very
fine, and we really think it the hanu-aome- st

thing of tbe sort that we have
ever seen.

10. Wagon of the Bruder Bund. This
waa drawn by six brown horses, sud was
very hsndsomeiy gotten up. The body
was plain white, adorned with evergreens
and garlands. On this platforui were
two tiers ol little girls iresseu in wuite,
and covered with flowers. The whole was
surmounted with s bower of evergeens,
in which sal Miss Josephine Werner,
adorned as May iueen.

11. Wagon or the t urners, i his was
very plain but handsome. Tbe decora
tions were festoons of evergreens. It was
also filled witb little girls.

12. The bakers wagon. This was tne
sensation of the procession and of tbe
day. Imagine a brick baking oven, eight
feet long by six wide, with chimney and
all other appurtenances complete, placed
on wheels, aud you have it. In front
hang a huge gilt pretzel, twined with
(lowers and everirreens. In the body of
the wagon, at the doors of tbe oven, stood
the bakers (In tbe costume described
above) at work. At every few yards on
the way traya of pretzels were drawn out,
and the buns scattered amid the multi
tudes which crowded around it.

13. Tbe Casino Club, in nine open car
riages, handsomely wreatneu wim gar-
lands of oak leaves, and festoons of
arbor vilae.

TUB LINK OF MARCH

was down Main street to Beale, out Beale
to Hernando, down Hernando to Vance,
and out Vance to the Park. The proces
sion through the city was like a triumph-
ant march, and thousands on thousands
thronged the sidewalks to see the "show"
go by. All admired tbe arrangement of
the column, and went into raptures over
tbe decorations of the wagons. That of
tbe Benevolent Society received the full
meed of praise, and it was well wormy oi
it. On arriving at

THE PAKE
the oolumn broke, and immediately the
crowd spread themselves under tbe um-

brageous trees to rest and oool off. Fritz
Siebert (numbers " Nine aud Ten," made
famous by bia poetry in the Appeal yes-
terday niorning) and Henry Luhrman'a
stands were forthwith visited, and tbe
dust was washed out of many a throat
"nach altem Uebrauch," with foaming
glasses of tbe very bast beer namely,
Cherokee. A panting spell, and more
beer, taken by way of trial from the other
stands, completely restored the lost vi-

vacity, aad in a very short tiinefdanoiag
was begun. This waa continued with

up to half-pa- one p.m. Among tbe
we must mentkiu tbe photograph-

ing of the wagon of tbe Benevolent Asso-
ciation. Tbe first negative was not good,
but the second was very fine. Another
oneol tbe first side waa taken about five
o'clock and was successful. One or two
more of tbe wagoua were photographed,
and good pictures made. Tbe other "in-
cidentals are hardly worth mentioning
at least jp to this time. At twenty-liv- e

minutes of two o'clock, tbe band and a
char ootnposed of selected singers from
tbe various aooiatiss, assembled round tbe
stand and sang

Time was
observed exactly and tbe expression and
accentuation were all that could be de-
sired.

In perform-
ing In tbe Park tbe orchestra and tbe
chorus labored under tbe disadvantage of
an open apace, where it waa impossible to
hold tbe voice within a given compass and
force it strength and volume to every ear.

Hardly had the echoes of the song "Oer
Mai ittt gekommen" died away, when Col.
Buttlnghaua, Grand Marshal, Introduced
the orator of tbe day, Mr. Joa. Gronauer,
who delivered an address, in tbe German
language, of which the following la a ver
tiatfrn report and translation.

ADDRESS.

Welcome friends, welcome countrymen,
men snd women, youths and maidens,
boys snd girls welcome to this ruatic re-
treat. Tbe'sun again smiles from the bine
ether upon turf, and flower, and tree
Through tbe varm air the birds are flut
tering, warbling tbe while their merry
notes. Spring is here, snd may it be to
us all a deiigbtfal vernal time, which shall
quicken and freshen us to new life and
vigor, and send deep into our innermost
hearts tbe exuberant joy of exlatenre.

Let y be dedicated to joy and
pleasure, and as tbe trees throw off their
winter garb and put on a new one of
green buds, let ns lay aside care and
trouble, and take to ourselves new
strength and life. It is an old and a beau-
tiful custom of our German people that
they always spend one day, at least, of
tbe joyous month of May In tbe open
air, on the green sward. It Is a second
nature a demand an irresistible com-
mand! In our dear old Fatherland the
Festival of May is celebrated by old and
young, on every meadow, on every bill,
and in every vale; and It ia in
sweet remembrance of our old home
that we here in our new one as-
semble on this occasion. To whom
are not dear and precious the May festival
of their home and cbilhood T Remember
ye not, when, as little children at tbe side
of our parents, we gambolled through the
day? For this reason, if for no other, we
would give our children thia pleasurable
remembrance, and impress into tbeir
hearts, by tbe splendor of our festival to-

day, the germ of tbe good and beautiful.
Long after we naye lert mis munuane
sphere of existence, they, aa we now do,
will celebrate the month of May, and
going out into the wilds of nature remem-
ber, witb love and reverence, tbeir ances-
tors and parents.

What a progress has been made in Ger-
man sociaoleuesH and conviviality, made
in a very few years here in Memphis, ia
shown by this gathering of A
very tew years ago, I remember, the en-

tire celebration of May-Da- y constated of a
of a few German "societies. But,

Eic-ni-
c

the labors and never-restin- g zeal of a
few patriotic Germans, tbe Mai Fest grew
to its present significance. These gentle-
men haveUgs satisfaction of seeing their
labors crotened with most important re-

sults and the most complete success.
The Festival that we celebrate to-d- is

a people's festival, in which all classes
and conditions of people take part, and is
the most beautiful tbat is yearly cele-
brated in Memphis. To such a festival a
deeper significance may be attached than
appears at the first glance. We should
not throw ourselves entirely into tbe
arms of tbe intoxicating and palate-ticklin- g

pleasures which they offer us on
every side, but we should not lose sight of
the noblest aims in view. Such festivals
must lay the corner-ston- e to an universal
harmony societatic, religious and politi-
cal harmony !

Aa we have to-d- united ourselves, so
to speak, aa one family, to enjoy our-
selves in the open air, each one of us
should learn this lesson from the teach-
ings of our reunion to hold himself
ready at all times to contribute to the
commonweal. Brawlsand quarrels should
give way to forgiveness and friendship.
Each must hold himself ready to help the
other as far as his strength and means
will allow. We have all a common Fath-
erland, our language, customs, sud habits
are the same. Why, then, is it impossible
that we should be harmoniously united
for the purpose of attaining results which
must be to the advantage of every single
one ot us?

Alas! tbat we preach so often to ears
that are deaf! Everyone admits that
these principles are true and good and
noble, and should be carried out; but
there is no talk among you of spreading
tbe ,deas, or of working them out practi-
cally. Too much mistrust and little petty
jealousies exist among us. "German
truth and honesty," "A man a word,"
seem to have lost their ancient good old
sound.

I say again that we must recover cour-
age arid bear ourselves after tbe manner
oi our fathers! Our late political victory
has shown us the advantages that accrue
to us from a common combined move-
ment toward oue end and aim.

Only a few years ago the Germans were
not counted in the least, as weighing in
political contesta, because the politician
knew that there waa no organization, no
unity of purpose among them. Through
the labors of a few persons an end has
been put to this The
Germans, as a class, a people, are now a
figure on tbe political chess board. Their
political winter sleep is over, and their
political dawn is breaking.

But even here, I must remark, tbat a
reaction is noticeable. German citizens,
who only a few weeks ago laboriously
and earnestly wrotgaht for the general
weal of our Gernlk population, now
stick their hands idaf in tbeir bosoms,
snd let little trifles hinder them fiom
prosecuting their noble work. Tbe prin-
ciple tbat unity makes strength, is li tiding
no sympamy. r.acn ior uimseii anu uou
for us all, seems to be the motto.

I appeal to you, Germans! my country-
men ! uy your love of freedom, man your-
selves afresh! Hold together! Reach
your hands together as a band, and
tbe future will give a glowing ex-
ample that through harinonioua co-
operation the greatest results for the
welfare of all can be obtained. It ia the
duty of every one to take part in tbe
mass meetings of the people. Every
German citizen must regard himself as a
link in tbe cbain, and the will of the ma-

jority must be the law tor each aud every
one.

To you now, and to your well known
patriotism I appeal, ye German matrons
snd maidens! Rust not until your

and brothers have given their
promise that they will work to this end,
that they shall enjoy tbe same rights and
privileges as the citizens of other nation-
alities. Ceaso not until you have brought
about this end. You can doit! The his-
tory of centuries shows that women have
at all times possessed greater power over
men than the most choice and carefully
selected arguments ofthe greatest orators.

Well, I know tbat ia is not tbe place
for a political harangue, but every hearer
of mine muat know and acknowledge that
our continued domestic and commercial
prosperity depeuds altogetberon our polit-
ical situation; for this reason, it must be
fixed aa firm aa the corner stone of a
building which is to laat through ages.

As to tbe leading results which may be
obtained by an efficacious or competent
German association, I cite tbe following:

Firstly, tbe repeal of tbe burdensome
Sunday laws.

Secondly, tbe introduction of tbe Ger-
man language in tbe public schools; and

Thirdly, the holding of office by quali-
fied German citizena.

German fellow-citizen- s, let us y

determine not to rest again until we stand
upon equal political footing witb our
other fellow-citizen- s. Let us be equally
determined to keep our mother tongue
pure and undefiled. There is, I am sorry
to say, too little value set upon this jewel.
Only by carefully protecting, and propa-
gation of it, can we hope to perpetuate
our good old customa. The dear recol-lectio-

which cluster around our be-

loved mother tongue should not be al-

lowed to fall into decay. Truly, we have
naught to be ashamed of in the German
language. I will not speak now of the
services of tbe great Humboldt, of Lei-bi- g,

of Schiller and Goethe, but atill
only call a brief attention to the works of
German burgers In the Cuited States.
Mow many of tbe bow States which have

risen into existence in the last twenty
years would now be what tbey are with-
out tbe Germans? Look at the West!
Think how it was twenty years ago and
bow it la now !

It is absolutely necessary that we con-

stitute ourselves into an united political
body. In the North, In tbe East and in
tbe West this fact bas been recognized. It
is no longer a question, for there every
German binds himself to his country men ;

and the magnificent manner in winch ev-
ery year the German national festivities
are there celebrated, sbow tbat tbe Ger-
mans there float tbe Eagle banner ot tbe
race from which tbey apnng and to which
they evermore belong, high iu the air.
But in tbe South now there are too many
Germans here who battle against tbeir
countrymen for this state of things to ex-
ist immediately. Tbe road must first lie
broken in lia direction.

In opposition to such are tboae
who, In spite of difficulties and
unpleasantness, boldly continue on tbe
way tbat will bring ua Gerinana to
tbe' wished for goal, are to be considered
the committee of tbe Mai Fest, tbe Tur-
ner, we Gesang Verein, the EJxeoqtive
Committee of tbe German rnovement,
tbe editors of the German press, and all
persons and societies who speak German,
aud who labor to speed or preserve the
German element.

We are Germans and wisb to remain
such ..tppiau.se . Lftt a love of our mother
tongue be instilled into our children- - for
only thus can we know that tbey honor
us. Ho who despises our mother tongue
despises us. If we have such principles
at heart., we may expect a festival like
this to produce a good aud lasting
impression

And now to give tbe hours tbeir due,
let us pass tbe day in dance and song, the
enjoyment of tbe good things of earth,
and the free tapresaion of our opinions
one to another. Keloid friends join hands.
Let new friend ips be formed, that thia
May - fest be a -- letter day in everyone's
calendar, anu all be ever pleasant to
look back upo

GEN FORREST'S ROAD.

The Practical Queatiou of the Hour Apa-

thy of Memphis.

The completion of the Selma mad be--i
ines a prime necessity to tbe people of

inls city. Not only Is it proposed by tbe
Illinois Central Company to perfect the
link between Holly Springs and Cairo, on
condition that tbe Selma line may become
part and parcel of tbat magnificent high-
way, butthe evils to which Memphis is now
subjected by tbe Mobile and Ohio road will
be aggravated to an extent utterly ruin-
ous. The .senna road diverted to Cairo,
becomes, in its detrimental Influence
upon the fortunes of thia city, another
lateral line passing by our very doorways.
Then the wealth of contiguous counties
aud States will be borne away from thia
city by the Mississippi Central, the Mo-
bile and Ohio, and, moat calauiitoua of all,
because of its proximity to Mempbia, be-
comes the Selma, Cairo and Chicago road.
Even if there were no possibility of tbe
consummation of thia scheme, Memphis
cannot remain idle. Citiea in thia age,
like individuals, cannot stand still. There
is a ceaseless struggle for commercial
supremacy, and there are ceaseless efforts
made by ri val marts to grasp the trade of
one another. Tbe country ia enriched by
this process, but wo to tbe city that folds
its hands and trusts to elements of for-
tune evolved by natural resources
and natural channels of wealth.
Railways and telegraphs have
supplanted rivers. Railway sys-
tems, as sources of commercial wealth,
outrival all agencies of progress. They
upbuild or destroy, create and aggrandize
centers of trade. Mempbia ia not ex-
empt from tbe operation of these commer-
cial laws, and yet Memphis defies the ne-
cessity which recognized exactions of
modern trade impose. For ten years
thia city haa slept on laurels won in a
former decade; for ten years there has
been no increment of wealth and popula-
tion, and another ten yean of inert oonfi-denc- e

in natural resources will have their
history written by him who records the
sad story of tbe decline and beggary of a
city wbich was faithless to itself, to its
destiny, and to the lod of Nature, who
inveated it witb every incident of match-
less wealth and prosperity.

To the diacuaaion of these questions
merchants and others will address them-
selves this afternoon at tbe hall of the
Chamber of Commerce.
