No body
of men that went forth from the South
was more honored than this, which
never faltered in obedience to the ex-

actions of Farrell, deemed the bravest
of the brave. His monument should
be worthy of his fame and deeds, and
of the gallant men who, worthy of
their commander, sleep beside him
A marble shaft should lift its summit
far above the field on which Farrell
fell, to tell posterity of his virtues,
and mankind that his survivors rec
ognized his exalted worth.

The purpose of those who erect
monuments in attestation of the
worth of the dead is to perpetuate
their fame and make th&ir deeds im-

mortal. It is hardly desirable and
quite impossible to designate by last-

ing and worthy memorials each rest-

ing place of each brave soldier who
fell when Farrell went down. Mar-
ble slabs soon decay. Inscriptions on
their surfaces have become illegible
in old graveyards in the older cities
of the North. Infinitely better would
be the election on the battlefield of
Franklin, where hopeless heroism de-

fied destiny and rushed into the jaws
of certain death, of a mausoleum on
whose bright surface might be re-

corded the name of each hero who fell
on that fatal field. And above them
all let that of Farrell be inscribed in
characters bold and deep and strong
that may never be obliterated. Such
a moaument should also attest the
worth of many as brave as Farrell, who
made the Twenty-nint- h regiment of
Mississippians as illustrious as that
which Farrell led on the gory field of
Franklin.

Large Clala Big Suit- - ftsavy Band-Gentr-

Campbell &. Ce vs. El

Paso Pacific.

From the N. O. Picayune, Tuesday.
Suit has been Instituted in tbe Fifth

District Court. Judge Leaumont, against
the Memphis, Kl Paso and Pacific Rail-
road Company, domiciled in the State of
Texas, by Messrs. Campbell, Gentry A
Co., a commercial firm doing business in
the said State, claiming $489,084, In addi-
tion to a sum already claimed iu a suit in
this court.

Tbe claim ia for work contracted for on
tbe 28th of August, 186U, in the way of
grading, mason work, and such other
work required upon said road, commenc-
ing at or near the city of Jefferson, Texas,
and extending to Paris, Lamar county,
Texas, a distance of 140 miles (excepting
five miles contracted for by Messrs.
Boyer, Beck A Jones j, the work to be fin-
ished as per certifications. Subsequently,
they allege, on the 10th ot December,
1869, they mutually agreed that the pen-
alties for ot contract on
the part of the defendants should not be
exacted in consequence of their inability
to procure labor, materials, etc.

They allege that they commenced tho
work and went forward with it as rapidly
as possible and to the satisfaction of the
company, and that in order to do so they
employed a large number of bands, at one
time exceeding 900, and purchased for
them lsrge quantities of provisions, tools
and implements snd supplies to enable
thorn to complete the 140 miles as above
described: also steam pile driving ma-
chines and sll modem improvements
necessary for the rapid completion of the
road ; also 1600 mules, 100 head of horses
and oxen, and built extenaive quarters
for hands and stock, etc. They further
represent tnit aeienuauts, without any
good cause or valid reason, vitiated their
contract with petitioners by first neglect
ing to make the payments due in the
msnner stipulated, and then totally neg-
lected to comply with ail their "agree-
ments, and finally, without any good
cause whatever, directed and ordered
petitioners to discontinue to work under
aid agreement.
They aver that their work was well

done, and that tbe defendants never com
plained of the same, but on tbe contrary
have frequently admitted that petitioners
in every respect had rigidly perlormeii
their duty, and that iu consequence of
the saut acts oi defendants, they have been
damaged in the amount above claimed.

THE JACKSON RAILROAD

State, etc., ex rel. City of New Orleans vs.
the Judge of the Eighth District

Court, Parish of Orleans.

The Supreme Court yesterday, tbrouzb

J udge Howe, dismissed the application of
tne 1'ity Attorney lor an appeal or a man-
damus to Judge Dibble, to grant an ap-
peal from his order, allowing McComb to
bond the certificate of the city's stock in
the Jackson Railroad, which were filed
in the Eighth District Court. This de-
cision recognizes fully the right of Mc-
Comb to have possessioiTof said certifi-
cates on giving bond as ordered by Judge
Dibble. McComb having his certificates
is certainly entitled to either the money
which he gave tor them or to the enjoy-
ment of the same, so far as the city is
concerned. The city government should
determine this matter promptly, and not
keep $300,000 tied up iu the bank and re-

fuse McComb the property he gave this
money for.

As for the Railroad Directory, 5we do
not think it is any businessof theirs what
the city does with its stock, and if it sells
the same it is a higb-hande- d and arbitra-
ry act in the Directory to refuse to recog-
nize and permit the transfer to McComb
on the books of the company. The D-
irectory have no right to go behind the le-
gitimate and bona fide transfer. It is no
business of theirs to set up any defenses
against the sale, if the city approves and
sanctions tbe same. The Jackson Rail-
road Directory are not charged with the
control and management of the city's in-

terests. Their business is to perform their
own proper duties, which require that
they should see that all transfers of stock
should be recorded, and the holders of
certificates be given the evidence thereof.
