VIRGINIA.

An Actual Famine in Appomattox. Prince
Edward and Nottoway Counties.

Krom the Louisville Courier-Journ- of
Tuesday.
The undersigned beg leave to call

the attention of the benevolent in
Louisville and its vicinity to the cruel
destitution of the poor m the coun
ties of Appomattox, Prince Edward,
Nottoway, Va., aiB the adjacent
counties. Our partial attempts to re
lieve this destitution have only re
vealed to us its frightful dimension
ind convinced us that it amounts to
actual famine. We are besieged daily,
while at home, by aged and intirm
persons, by mutilated soldiers, by the
widows of (. ontederate dead, telling
the same piteous stone of no renin
iterative employment, no income, no
food, and no earthly resource tor ob
taining it. Their petition is for bread;
meat they have not seen lor many
weeks, and they say they do not
presume to exiiect it now. The causes
of this dearth are, first, the extraor-
dinary drouth ot lWiH, which on the
thinner hill tiirms ol the poor especi
ally, cut off the Indian corn (the
staple breadstuff of the region) almost
absolutely; the sacking of this zone
of country by the huge and omnivo
rous army ol Uen. urant, trom which
it has never recovered ; the paralysis
of enterprise bv the measures of the
Government, by which property own
era are disabled from giving employ
niem to tne juitoiinjr poor; aim not
least, the prevalence of petty thefts,
the disorder ot our society, which
have devoured the face of the country
bwki silent and gradual ravage, and
especially have nearly exterminated
the smaller kinds of live stock, those
kinds which are usually most quickly
replaced.

These canses have not only reduced
the destitute jtoor to famine, but
have brought the landholders, once
prosperous, so near to it that they are
unable, even when willing, to relieve
their suffering neighbors effectually.

The well-to-d- o farmers have, in
most instances, a stock of provisions
barely adequate for a mere subsist
ence until the wheat comes m, and
this in many distances purchased
from their scanty credit.

Our object is simply to give our
attestation to these fact, and the as-

surance of our personal knowledge
that the distress is real. Any sums
intrusted to us bv the humane will
lie promptly remitted to a faithful
agent, to V expended in flour for the
destitute. We shall make no person-
al application to any believing that
to generous Kentu kimis the knowl
edge ol the facts will bo the best ar-
gument.

On Thursday last, in the case of a
bill or petition filed in the United
States District Court by Isham J.
Fennel, in opposition to the discharge
of Thos. H. McGaJley in bankruptcy,
and presenting a claim for some $15,-ou-

at New Orleans, La, and indorsed
by McOalley, the bill of excliange

SOUTHERN RAILROADS.

What Congress Proposes to do with those
of thf m that are Delinquent.

From the Nashville llanner of Tuesday.

There are now pending at Wash-
ington two bills in regard to South-
ern railroads. One in the House of
Representatives introduced to author-
ise the War Department through the
Quartermaster-Genera- l to institute
summary proceedings to enforce the
collecticn ot claims here against the
Nashville and Cnattanooga,and Nash-
ville and Norttwcstern.the Nashville
and Decatur, and the East Tennessee
railroads. The other now before the
Senato of the United States, provid-
ing for a compromise favorable to the
roads in question. The first bill has
been discussed by able counsel before
the Judiciary Committee, but so far
as we understand the matter from
those familiar with affairs at the seat
of Government, Congress appears to
be disposed to a considerable anioun
of leniency to the delinquent roads.
On the other hand the Quartermas-
ter's Department is in favor of prompt
and summary proceedings against all
reads indebted to the Govwnment.
Suits against the Nashville and Chat-
tanooga, the Nashville and Decatur
and Nashville and Northwestern rail-
roads are now pending before the
Federal Court of this city, which
meets in next October. We may re-
mark that the prospect is good for a
compromise of these claims with-
out the roads n question
being materially interfered with,

The South is more dependent ftpou
its railroads lor the recuperation of its
agriculturial and trado interests than
upon anything else. Nor Ls the South
alone interested in their successful op-
eration. It is through them that we
are enabled to add our contributions
to the general commerce of the coun-
try. All portions of the country are
interested in preserving and main- -

ktaining our railroad interest. If sud
denly forced to pay their indebtedness,
or, rather to attempt to pay it, they
would be crippled, if not entirely
broken down. AU our channels of
trade would be disorganized and the
country would lose an immense deal
more by the stagnation that
would ensue than it could possibly
gain by the enforced payment of a
tew paltry debts lor paltrv thev are
compared with the great interests
involved.

A Grand Coup Wall Street is a Huff- -

Fisk Triumphant.

New York, May 23. The grandest
coup yet made by Fisk and Oould will
ere long astonish not only Wall street
but tne entire financial world, it will
be remembered that duriug the ses
sion of the Legislature the Stock Ex-
change applied for a charter in Al-
bany. hen it passed out of the
hands of the committee it was found
that the names of the incorporators
tiad ail been changed, and the w an
street brokers would have nothing to
do with it in that shape. Still the
charter passed both houses, and it is
now reported in well lnlormed circles
that Governor Hoftman will sign the
bill as passed, constituting the gentle-
men whose names were inserted in the
list alter it left Wall street sole incor-
porators of the New York Stock Exr
change, thus making that institution
the only legal institution for the sale
and purchase of stocks in New York
city, as the present Stock Exchange
has no charter. ttcfund the names
thus quietly inserted against the wish
es of ail street loom up in grand
proportions the names of Jay Gould
and James Fisk, jr., and the moment
their new institution has legally been
called into existence by the Governor's
signing ot the new Stock Exchange
charter, they become the legal arbi
ters of ail stock transactions, and can
disregard and overrule the contracts
now entered into among parties on
the regular Stock Exchange, where
the Erie is not called. The Erie mag-
nates will then be able to override al!
linancial arrangements in the old or
present board, as their new exchange
will then be the only legalized aud
chartered institution of the kind in the
State.
