The Gates Ajar.

From tbe Muscatine (Iowa) Journal, J 4th
Major Charles E. Fulton, a promi-

nent and highly esteemed citizen at
Ottuiuwa, recent mayor of the city,
died on the zttth of March under cir-
cumstances of a peculiar character.
We have read the statement given
below with profound interest. We
knew Major I ulton, having met him
in business circles, and, knowing as
we do, that he possessed a sound,
practical mind, we give full credence
to his dying words. He was not a
man to be deluded by any hallucina-
tion, or to be carried away in his dy-
ing hour by religious fancies. Tbe
following account was written to a
friend who was with him in his last
moments, aud was originally printed
iu the Ottumwa Courier:

After an hour's conversation with
the family and relations of the late
Major C. E. Fulton, I was impressed
that your readers, aud the commu-
nity at large who knew his every day
life, would be interested in an account
of his somewhat remarkable close.

I lis disease, acting almost wholly
upon his nervous aud circulatory sys-
tem, left his mind clear and of its
usual vigor to the end. And those
who watched by him, day and night,
i inform me that there was not one
hour during his protracted sickness
aud intense sufferings that reason
failed or that his intellect appeared
clouded. About three weeks before
his death, he had given up all hopes
of recovery, and conversed freely on
the approaching event, evincing no
fear or dread of death, and ouly g

life for the sake of his family,
aud repeatedly saying that the faith
that had been his through life was
sufficient for hour of death. Du-
ring the last days of his life he ar-
ranged his business and left kiud
words of affect ion anil advice to his
family and friends, with as great com

as in health he hau transacted

ami at lour o'clock had his children
brought and bade them a last fare-
well, then summoning his failing
strength uttered the following prayer:

Mr. McCann further states
that ho is confident that this keg was
not turned over to Gen. Upton or any
of the United States authorities. This
Riva referred to is, according to tbe
best iniormation, now in Italy ,haviug
immediately after the surrender gone
to New York and from thence to Ita-
ly, aa is supposed. From impressions
derived from various sources and the
infei onuw andeirenmutan tial evidence
afforded the committee by the various
witnesses, they cannot exonerate Mr.
Fisher from any criminal connection
with the actual appropriation of any
of this money reerred to, though his
after life from the time of the surren-
der, was one characterized by poverty
rather than riohes; but the committee
cannot come to anv other conclusion
than that through Riva and said Fish-
er, the State has ultimately become
loser to the amount of $50,000 in gold.
Whether any action should be taken
in this case is for the Legislature of
the State to say ; but t htyjomtuittee
are of opinion that, consrlving all
things, it would lie wisest to allow
this to go into that general account of
losses and degradation that has so
long burdenedthe State. The Com-

mittee were led, from the voluntary
statement of witnesses, to prosecute an
incidental issue with reference to some
wagons and mules belonging to the
tank of Tennessee, and brought to

Nashville by one B. Lanier, wbo says
that he came from Greensborough,
Ga., to Nashville, after the surrender;
that he had three mules of his own,
and subsequently bought of John A.
Fisher live more, making in all eight
mules, which he brought through
with him, and two wagons. Three of
these mules were seined by the Fed-
eral forces, and were never recovered
by him; the others he sold. Accord-
ing to the deposition of Mr. McCann,
Mr. B. Lanier owned no teams, and
that the teams referred to belonged to
the bank, and that he heard Mr.
Fisher frequently speak ot " bank
teams," and in the witness' own lan-
guage, he says: " I am confident B.
learner owned no teams." Mr. Stew-
art, in hie deposition, says the Bank
of Tennessee owned two wagons and
eight mules, which were brought
through from Augusta, Ga., by him-
self and B. Lanier, ana were left at
J. B. Parrish's livery stable, in Nash-
ville. They received a permit from
Gen. Upton to bring this property, be-

longing to the Bank of Tennessee,

It may lie proper tor the ooatMoittee
testate here, that it was the prevail-
ing opinion m the committee that
after the Htate embarked her school
fund in the banking business in the
Bank of Tenm-sHoe- , that it necessarily
lost its identity as a particular fund,
and could not be classed otberwise
than as a general tund and ae part of
the assets ei the Bank of Tennessee.
Keeognizing this, the committee
knew that it would be a useless un-

dertaking to attempt to identify any
particular portion of the assets of the
Bank of Tennessee as the school fund,
hence t hey have made a general in-

vestigation into the entire assets of
the Bank M Tennessee in this con-
nection, and have to report that their
investigation has laid bare an enor-
mous fraud, well conceived, aptly cal-
culated and promptly executed,

The laws in regard to insurance
companies doing business in this

sets of tbe bank, and not easily got
at, other hoods to the amount ot $20,-ou- o

were given to said company, who
left a power of attorney with John A.
Fisher, in order that he might trans-
fer these bonds to the bank.

The Insurance Company ot the Val-

ley of Virginia have written that they
were reimbursed or paid for their
bonds by the bank ; consequently the
bonds tiecame the property of the
bank. The committee find a law
passed December 12, lMJri entitled
"An act for the relief of bondhold-
ers," which said act was, in theopin-io- n

of the committee, procured to be
passed as part of the selleine to de-

fraud the State out of not only these
$20,000 of bonds, but others that were
obtained under and by foul and unfair
means. The committee And that all
these bonds issued to the Insurance
Company of the Valley of Virginia
have been renewed under the said
act of 12th of December, 1906, and
green or new bonds issued in their
stead. These bonds are as perfect,
with the exception of the cancellation
of the Comptroller, as the day they
were printed. The committee find in
the offices of the Secretary of State
and Comptroller a written notice from
Samuel Watson, Trustee of the Bank
of Tennessee, stating to both Secretary
of state and Comptroller that these
bonds referred to are improperly sit
of the Bank of Tennessee; neverthe-
less the same have been renewed, and
the State now stands responsible for
the amount. Seventeen of these bonds
were renewed by one John Osment,
who, being put upon oath, says that he
acted as the agent of one aterhouse,
of the firm of Waterhouse, Pearl
Co., of New York, that the bonds were
purchased sometime previous to the
passage of the act referred to, and
were purchased of one William H.
Tibbs, of Dalton, Georgia, and C. L,
Hardwiek, of Cleveland, Tennessee,
by the witness, Mr. Osment, and seut
to New York. After the paage of
the bill referred to they were sent
back, renewed and carried hack to
New York, by the witness himself.
The witness says that the said Water-hous- e

knew the bonds were in the
(country, for he got some of them at
the same time that Tibbs and Hard-wic-k

did. The witness says that the
said Waterhouse urged him to buy
these bonds in various letters, saying
that he "could use them after a little
trouble." Two of these letters the
w itness placed upon file, and the com-

mittee have thought proper to copy
them in order to show more fully the
combination of what the committee
cannot do otherwise than call villainy
to defraud the State.

Sew York, November 28, late.

Dear Sir: Yours of the 20th is at
hand and contents noted. You say
you will buy the bonds as low as you
can, but do not say what will be your
limit. You wrote me you could buy
them at $000 each, coupons ofi till
January 1, 1MU. I don't suppose you
will give over that price, and as much
below as possible. Do what you do
at ouce, and let us know what to de-
pend on. ' can have all matters ar-
ranged by taking time aud some risk.
