JUSTICE TO THE COUNTY.

Editor Appeal: Much complaint ia
made in the city against the Democracy
of the county, because tbe Radical ticket
in the election J oat passed ran ahead in
the county preeineta. Such complaints
do injustice to the white people of the
county. In that contest they did well
verv well, aa will be readily aeen by the
statement of a few facta, to which I call
the earnest sttentioeof our eity voxere:

1. There are a large number of negroes
in the country, a much larger number in
proportion to the population than in the
city. At the judicial election they were
required to vote tack man tn hi
own dittrict. This swelled tbe Radi-
cal vote In the county. Heretofore
A large number of these negroes have
v ied in the city. Thia time they all
voted at home, hence the result as shown
by tbe returns.

2. It is the busiest season of the year.
Whenever a farmer left borne to go to
the polls, his laborers, all negroes were
sure to follow. If by remaining at home
and setting the example to his bands
be could keep them at work on that day,
there was nothing lost to onr party.
He believed the whole negro vote of the
country would have swelled their major-
ity much more than it was. The beat
posted citizens ot the country think there
were at least 2,000 negro votes in tbe
country that were not oast. All of the
white votes cast would not have over-
come thia. Aa it is didn't they act wise-
ly who stayed at home wUA their hands t

3. Theeitixtna of the county, aa well as
those in the city, hsve had a aurfeit of
elections. They have been thoroughly
disgusted within the past year with the
multitnde of elections held. Ia it not so
in the city? How many of our beat citi-
zens stsved st their offices and counting
noons oii Thursdsy? At least two thou-
sand. They would have been required to
walk not more than a quarter of a mile,
and lose not more than one hour, and yet
tbey djd not vote. Doesn't it become us
then to look at home? Let us shake off
this lethargv, and thus set an example to
our country friend before we undertake
to chide them for a of
duty. As it is, we have won a victory
for which we cannot be too thankful, and
on a fair examination of the facta it will
be found that we are largely indebted to
the country for the reeuYla.

For the future success of the party,
then, I, aa a resident of the city, earnestly
and sincerely ask thai we cease complain-
ing against any one and thank all who
contributed to tbe result, both in the
country and city. Lei us work harmoni-
ously, and energetically together in fu-

ture, that we may always attain the same
success. A.
