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PENTECOST.

The Iswith and Christian- - Festival.

Next Sunday, the 6th of June, is the
Christian festival of Whitsuntide, or
Pentecost because it falls fifty
ilavs alter the feast of the Psssover). It

! is celebrated in the Christian Church in
oomiucmoration of the descent of the
Holy Ghost on the Apostles, ten days
after the ascension or Christ, when they
were gifted with the power of speaking
all languages, preparatory to going forth
to preach the gospel to the Gentiles (Acts
2nd, 2, 6). With the mode of oslebration
in the Roman and Anglican Churches all
are familiar.

It is also regarded as one of the three
great festivals of the Jewish year, being
celebrated bv the Israelite in commemo-
ration of the revelation of the law on
Mount Sinai.

On the fourteenth day of the month of
Nosan, in the Jewish calendar! which gen-

erally falls sometime in the month of
March L Occurs the festival of the Passo-
ver, which lssts eight days. The seven
weeks elapsing between the second day
of the Passover and the beginning
of Pentecost are called the Sephirak (or
the .!. . It derives its name
from the circumstance thst every evening
during that period, after the night ser-

vice., each individual solemnly pronounces
the following benediction: " Blewed art
ThouT oh Lord God! who hath sanctified
us with Tby commandments, and com-

manded us' concerning- - the counting of
theOmer" ( Numbers xxiii, 15); adding
thereto the number of dsys which have
elapsed since the sacred day of the Pass-
over, on which, according to the Rabbin-
ical authorities, the Omer was offered up
in the temple. This period is now con-

sidered by the Jews one of melancholy
and mourning, for it was during it that
forty thousand disciples, or rather
followers ol the high-minde- d Rabbi
Akiba, met their doom under the leader-
ship of Bar Roheba, by the swords of the
ruthless Romans.

Another tradition states that this num-
ber of disciples were swept away by a
pestilence. It was also at this period that
in 1U9H, a portion of the Crusaders com-
mitted the greatest outrages on the un-

fortunate Jews residing in places through
which these enthusiasts and fanatics
passed. The walls of many synagogues
in Central Europe and in the East still
resound during the Sabbaths of the Se-

ptum with melancholy elegies commem-
orating these calamities. No wedding is
solemnized, no festivity takes place, no
new dress is put on. A general
mourning prevails, and the men suffer
their beards to grow. The mourning is
only interrupted for onedsy, viz., on the
33dday of the Sephira, on which tradi
tion states me mortality ceaseu among
the disciples of Akiba, or what is more
probable the survivors were permitted
by the conqueror to bury tneir dead
brethren who had fallen during the
slaughter consequent upon the taking of
Ilelher isee any history 01 tue Jews wars
under Hadrian.) The day is therefore
kept as a kind of half festival all signs
of mourning being suppressed.

The expiration of the Sephiia is the
commencement of the festival of Fenta-oo- st

or the Featt 0 Week (hag hashsha-buot-h

; in the book of Tobit, the hagta
hepta hebdomadon, or feast of seven
weeks). This year (of 1869-70- ), the sec-

ond day of the Passover fell on April
Uith. Counting fifty days therefrom,
would make the first day of the Pente-
cost come on the 5th of June. It is a
season of great rejoicing and hilarity.
The synagogues are decorated with
wreathes of dowers and splondid bou-

quets; the flowers are strewn with the
calamus aromatic and other odoriferous
herbs, and the interior resounds with
hymns in celebration of the occasion.
The-priv- houses are not less gay ly d

thsn the synagogues, and mirth
anvgood cheer reign supreme.

We understand that extraordinary
preparations are being made for its cele-
bration this yesr by our Jewish fellow-citizen- s.

The same may be said of the
preparations made by the Christians to
celebrate " nierrie Whitsuntide." Picnics
snd open air festivals are planned and
will be held by both, and all hands are
bound to have a good time generally.

To their able, labored
and persistent efforts before the Supreme
Court, in the case of the State vs. Wm.
Staten, 16 Cold. 223, 283) commonly known
as the 'Franchise Case," and the case or
Williams vs. Boughner, involving power
of Governor to remove Registrars, more
than to any thing else was owing the re
sult which secured, our political emanci-
pation. To these two decisions the peo-
ple owe their preaent political freedom.
Cols. Freeman and Heiskell are the two
lawyers who boldly stepped forward,

OUR WESTERN COMMERCE.

St. Louis Makes War on Memphis.

Cause of the Invasion-Wh- en ana How the
Contest will End.

The merchant ol St. Louis hsvc pub
lished a circular signed by about one
hundred and fifty of the best houses of
the citv, lu which they assert their pur-
nose to oiler such inducements to the
people of Arkansas that the trade 01 that
State will be certainly monopolized by
SU Louis.

how st. Louis aone about thh task.
They propose to place light draught

boats on the Arkansas and White, ply-
ing between the towns on these rivers
and St. Louis. This movement of St,
Louis merchants has origin in the fact
that the steamers Wicks and Church
have so reduced freight charges from St,
Louis to Memphis, that small steamers,
fitted for the navigation of smaller
rivers, cannot compete with these stesm
barges. Frelgb'.s are transferred from
St. Louis to Memphis at charges so low
thst smaller vessels cannot enter the
field of competition at rates now defined,
and it is cheaper to forward freights to
this city by the Wicks aud Church, and
transfer such freights to boats bnilt for
the Arkansss, White and St, Francis
rivers. The question arises, whether St.
Louis is wise in this expenditure of 100,-uu- o

to be used in the construction of boats
fitted lor the rivers of Arkansas.

TBI POLICY OF ST. LOUIS.

Is It not the true policy of St. Louis to
bnild other large freight boats, aud thus
monopolise the trade of Memphis, the na-

tural point for the distribution of supplies
throughout Arkansss? Such hosts cannot
always reach Louisville and Cincinnati,
aud St. Louis, by reducing freight
charges on the Mississippi to a minimum
will secure, through Memphis, not only
the trade ol Arkansas but of the whole
interior of the States esst of the Missis-
sippi, tributary to Memphis. St. Louis,
by means of stesm barges, can inske
Memphis wholly tributary to that city.
On the contrary, in this effort to monopo-
lize the Arkansas trade of Memphis, it
would surmount obstacles almost insuper-
able.

WHAT MEMPHIS MUST DO.

If St. Lsuis reduce freight charges on
the rivers of Arkansas, Memphis must
resort to the same policy. St. Louis and
Memphis will swus in enrich-
ing Ihe farmers and merchants of Arkan-
sas, and St. Louis gains no more than
could be effected by a monopoly of the
trade of Memphis, and falls to secure the
greater trade of Memphis drawn from the
eastern side of the Mississippi. Should
not a committee of the Memphis Cham
ber of Commerce couler with one ap-
pointed in St. Louis to adjust these differ-
ences between the two cities about to
enter upon a contest which will prove
very costly to both.
MEMPHIS AND THE MISSISSIPPI HIV Kit

TRADE.
Very certainly freight charges from

Memphis to points below on the Missis-
sippi must be reduced. It costs as much
or more to transfer a barrel of Hour from
Memphis to Friar's Point than from St.
Louis to Friar's Point. We need another
M. J. Wicks or C. B. Church to deliver
cheap Memphis freights at Helena, Napo-
leon, Friar's Point and Vicksburg, and
lines of small boats on the rivers of Ar-
kansas to expel the fleet of boats coming
down from St. Louis. Last week a ship-
ment of whetstones was made from Little
Rook lorone dollar and til teen is. through
Memphis to New York. The charge from
Little Rock To Memphis was sixty cents;
from Memphis to New York, fifty-fiv- e

cents. Arkansas and White river steam-
ers must reduce their charges, or St. Louis
may accomplish its purposes. Until the
Wicks snd Church reduced freight
charges, Friar s roint drew its supplies
from St. Louis, aud now the charges be-
tween this city and river towns south of
us again force plantars along the Missis-
sippi into the St. Louis market. It be-
comes a necessity, which our merchants
oannot avert, to devise means which may
counteract the plans of St. Louis, which,
unobstructed, will prove utterly ruinous
to the richest trade of this city,

MOTIVES OP 8T. LOUIS.
St. Louis is impelled to the course

adopted by tnu fact that Kansas City and
Memphis propose to construct a road
across Western Missouri and Eastern Ar-
kansss, which will draw to the Mississippi
river at this point all heavy freights that
seek the seaboard. The cost of railway
transportation from Western Missouri
through St. Louis to the Atlantic coast is
insufferable. Deeming this scheme of
Memphis detrimental to St. Louis, mer-
chants of that city would counteract sure
results of its consummation by monopo-
lizing the whole trade of Arkansss. The
dsy is not distant when cheap steamboat
lines from this point to New Orleans,
freighted by railroads crossing Arkansas,
will prove more detrimental to St. Louis
than the absorption bylemphis of all
the trade of Western Missouri. If St.
Louis schieve its purpose there
are natural agencies and laws of
trade which must be ever operative
and finally triumphant, and each city
will wield only thai degree of influence
in the South aud West to which it is enti-
tled because of its geographical position.
All mere artificial agencies and re-
sources of trade may tie equalized. St.
Louis is richer than Memphis to-- . lay, and
its wealth may overcome natural advan-
tages incident to the position of this city.
Ws may thus be denied temporarily ad-
vantages that should arise from proximi-
ty to Arkansas. But St. Louis cannot
forever expend wealth iu generous sub-sidl- es

10 Arkansas steamers, aud when-
ever tho process is suspended, natural
laws resume operative force and control
the course of trade.
