How he Matte hie Etcape from the County

Jail.

Attoending Revelations Made by hie Fellow

Pneoaere.

Chargeo ef Official Corruption Against
Late County Officer.

For several days past It has been ru-
mored, or rather Doldly and openly stated,
by men high in authority, that the white
man Joaaelyn, whose case was noUe
prosed on Monday, the negro Joe Swann,
released on bail yesterday, and one or two
ot her late prisoners in the CDunty jail,
have made some very curious, startling
and important revelations as to the man-
ner of the escape from the county jail of
Thomas Leonard, the absconding and de-
faulting County Trustee.

We have made inquiry into the state-ments.-

these men, and have been put
in possession of the facts as detailed by
them. For prudential reasons we do not
publish them entire ax the present time,
but we feel Justified in giving the public
a synopsis of a part of the statements of
Swann and Jesselyn. If they csn be sus-
tained (and our informants think they
carafe the county 'Hirers lately in charge
of the jail, his jailer, turnkeys and others
had better be making tracks for more
congenial climes and a safer locality.

It is stated by these men, whom we
have mentioned, that on the night of
Leonard's escape the jailer, the turnkey,
and every other man connected with the
government and responsible for the
keeping of the jail and its inmates, ab-
sented themselves from their posts and
left the entire charge of the jail to Joe
Swann, the negro cook, himBelf a crimi-
nal serving out a sentence for a misde-
meanor L.

They further state that these faithful
custodiaus, in going out, left the front
gate of the jail building unlocked thus
placing but one barrier between the pris- -

any one else, until after tne election, they
(the prisoners) would have their food
topped, their cells would be kept oloaed,

and they would be subjected to various
other punishments. Cnder these threats.
of course the poor creatures kept their
mouths shut.

We can say no more at present, except
that the whole affair is undergoing a rigid
examination, and that in a few, very few,
days, perhaps hours, the balance will be
made public, and the charges thus pre
ferred, either qisproyeu or ruaue gooa.

Decision ot the Internal Revenue Depart
eat aa to Stamp on Bank Checks.

The following letter, addressed to Su
periutendent Dutcher, of New York, bv
J. W. Douglass, Acting Commissioner of
internal rtevenue, will be ol interest to
our commercial readers. It is dated May
inn:

ii nas been reponea to tnis office
that two cent stamps only are af
fixed to the official checks of bank
cashiers inNcw York cltv, when
drawn upon their own banks. You
will please cause inquiry to be made into
the correctness or this report, and Inform
me oi us result, tne two cent check
stamp a to be used when the check
drawn by one person upon another. A
check drawn by a person upon himself is
evidence of an amount of money to be J.paid upon demand or at a time certain.
and should be stamped at the rate of
promissory notes. The official check of a
cashier upon his own bank is the check of
the bank upon itself. Checks and drafts
drawn by one of the bank officers upon
another simply in settlement ef the
internal business of the bank, to balance
accounts, etc., are to be treated as memo-
