FEARFUL SLAUGHTER.

Outrage upon our Age aid Civilization The

Jewish Population of Roumania
Butobera..

Religious Frenzy of the so called Christiana
oaly Appeased whei all the. Jews ware

Murdered.

Constantinople, June L A fear-
ful war of religious intolerant has
broken out in the province of Rou-iiiaui- a,

a metropolitan province of the
Turkish Empire, in the south
Of Europe. For some time the
native Christians have manifested
a spirit of fearful vindictiveneas
against the Jewish population,
who have endeavored in vain
to obtain from the Government some
protection for the first outrage and
extortion. A secret movement has
been in organization for some time
for the extermination ot inoffensive
Jews, and the deep and deadly hatred
of the bigoted populace has only been
slumbering, n waiting vent , for its
fury, un ruuaay last, oy a precon
certed signal, the Christian populace
rose ana a fearful work or butchery
was inaugurated at an early hour.
The houses of all Jews were invaded,
and the occupants who were unable
to escape were massacred in cold
blood. The fleeing Israelites were
pursued through the town by the
armed mob and murdered wherever
caught. Men, women and children
were ruthlessly slain. The fury of
the populace was inflamed with re-
ligious bigotry, and only exhausted
itself for want of victims. In all the
principal towns the fearful work of
butchery prevailed, and thousands of
men, women and children of the re-

pugnant class were butchered. The
work of slaughter still goes on in the
interior, and nothing has been heard
yet of any movement by the authori-
ties to suppress it. The reigning
prince is absent from the province,
and advantage was taken of this to
complete tbe total extermination of
all Jews from the province.

Prince Charles is hurrying home,
and energetic measures will at once be
taken by the Sullan to suppress this
religious entente; meanwhile the fury
of the mob continues unabated, and
is finding fresh victims to glut its in
itiate frenzy.

M alone, N. Y., June 1. Last
night, between one and two o'clock,
tbe Deputy Marshal made a raid on
the old Catholic Church here, which
has not been used for church purposes
for some time, and found a hundred
Fenians in their uniforms sleeping.
The Marshal stripped them of their
uniforms and left many in their shirts.

Three hundred Fenians have left
for their homes, all from Rochester.
Albany and Brooklyn. One hundred
from Chicago and the West are yet
unable to make an arrangement for
their transportation home. John
Fennerly, a Fenian Center, is endeav
oring to procure them passage. (Joy
Hoffman has beeu applied to to lVet
tne western men passage to ttunaio,
whence they can work home on the
lake vessels. The town is quiet. The
remainder leave The
movement is ended.

Washington, June 1. Attorney
General Hoar said the full rigor of the
law would be meted out to O'Neill
and other captured Fenian leaders,
and that the administration was dis-
posed to release the privates, who were
the dupes of the leaders.

The Secretary of State received a
congratulatory note from Mr. Thoi-ton- ,

A space of
seventy-hv- e feet of tbe batture, about
four acres in extent, between Washington
and Poplar streets, tumbled into the
river, causing a general " smash ud
among Brown A Jones' coal fl sia, besides
frightening every one in the vioinlty out
of their very wits, and into the belief that
a first-clas- s earthquake was about to corns
off. The excitement for a time was inde-
scribable. The Des Arc's bell was rung
lustily, flatboatnien yelled and screamed
in affright the docks aud steamers in the
vicinity rolled and tossed like ships in a
gaie ol wind, and the alarm generally was
or a first-cla-ss character. Several of
Brown A Jones' loaded coal flats were
capsized and damaged, and it is stated
that their loss will exceed S15.000. The
fug boat Little Giant appeared on the
scene quickly after the cave occurred, and
rendered groat assistance In safely moving
several loose flatboats. The swell caused
by the cave completely swamped five
coal tlatsj-iu- d literally smashed them to
pieces wlgle under. They afterward arose
broken into worthless wrecks, and doated
off down the river.

The bar opposite this city, which a few
years since was an insignificant affair,
has increased by every rise ana fall of tbe
river, until it la now of huge proportions
and extends from the point opposite the
meuth of Wolf to the point a short dis-
tance above President's Island, a distance
of nearly three miles. Previous to the
last rise the point of the bar was but a
short distance below the foot of Beale
street. The ferryboat could then easily
pass around it and run up tbe opposite
shore to Hopefield. Now the bar looms
up all along the Arkansas side for the
distance above mentioned, and there is
no landing place below the point opposite
Wolf, while the main river is con fined to
a narrow space of lees than 1500 feet, and
toe swut current sweeps against this shore
from above Wolf river to Fort Pickering,
with a velocity that is really threatening.
In addition to the huge slice that went
into the stream at the upper part oi the
old Navy Yard ast Tuesday and the ono
yesterday, a half acre or so of the bluff
above Fort Pickering cracked off and also
tumbled in. If it keeps on in its present
mad career it will doubtless ere long take
off the levee in front of the oil v, and ne-
cessitate the Kraduur of the two bluffs
between Jefferson and Monroe streets, to
give us su indent levee room. The bluffs
should be shaved off anyhow, without
waiting lor old Father Mu-h- Seve to com
pel it. When Memphis becomes the cap-
ital of America, as she donbtless will ere
many winters pass over us, those bluffs
will be anything but an ornamental or
attractive feature of the sights of our city.
