ROUMANIAN MASSACRE.

Meeting of the Israelites of MemphisRes
alutions Denunciatory of the

Horrible Butchery.

Last night Memphis club Jdall was
filled at an early hoar, upon a call being
made that a mass meeting or tne Israel-
ites would be held, to take council and
advii in relation to the fanatical massa-
cre of Israelites in Hou mania. The meet-
ing was called to order, and A. E. Frank-lau- d

called to the chair. The following
gentlemen were elected vice presidents:
A. Seessel, Benj. Elaeman, L. Kremor, J.
Happek, Lou. Leubrie, J. Schwab, L.
Lehman, Sol. Heaae, E. Lowenstein and
Martin Cohen. Charles Shloia and H. C.
Mitchell were appointed secretaries.

The Chair then stated the object of the
meeting, by reading the European tele-
grams from the columns of the Ann
and also the sympathy expressed by the
good of all creeds through the editorial
article in the same paper.

The Chair then appointed a committee
of eleven on resolutions, t: L. K re-
in ar, A. Seeaael, J no. .Rice, Max Fried-
man, J. Schwab, J. Happek, Martin Co-
hen, O. H. Judah, Adolpb Loeb, Jo Rei-

ser. Sam Hesse.
Pending the absence of the committee

The committee presented the following
resolution:

Whebkas), it becomes neeessary, in view
of the late horrible massacre, committed
by the fc Christians of Roumania,
upon tbe luonensive ana uniortunaie is
raelites of that region, for alt good men
and Israelites to take such action in tbe
premises as will not only check such out
rages, by the incarnate fiends, but will
teach them that the advanced intelligence
of the nineteenth century determines
that all men, regardless of creed, shall
worship their uod according to tne aic
tates oi their conscience, under their own
vine and fig tree; and that iiurder, raiic
and rapine, under the semblanceor amis
nomer, recklessly termed Christianity,
cannot and shall not go unwhipped of jus- -

tire hence, it behooves an good men to
loin with the Israelites o! Memphis, m
aiding and zealously advocating the fol-
lowing resolutions, unanimously adopt
ed by the Israelites oi tnis city.

1. Justice shall be meted out to tne
assatinna of the innocent men, women
and children of the Jewish faith, who were
lately in, as they supposed, the hands of
a protecting government, but of which
government it may be said, license bas
been allowed, or criminal negligence, ex
hibited in the late unparalleled atrocities
upon a harmless, g portion of
their population, wuoae uuiv crime seems
to have been, tney wure jews.

2. We demand, of our senators and
Representatives in Congress, that imme-
diate steps be taken to notify our Diplo-
matic and Consular agents abroad to see
that a concert of action is accomplished.
that will have for Its object a speedy re-

lief to the persecuted Jews of Roumania,
a quick retributive punishment for the
authors of this monstrous assassination,
oion abhorrent and atrocious than the
terrors of the Crusades, the horrors of
tbe Palitinate, or the murders of the
Kalmucks.

S. That In calling upon our Represent
atives in Congress to take Immediate ac-

tion, we feel that a prompt response will
be made to our appeal, and that the same
pint that has " stepped to tne front " to

aid the Greek, the Hungarian and the
Celt, will be found to inspire our legis-
lators to such a course as will show to the
world that the United States Government
has an ear to hear and a band to defend
the rights of all oppressed people ; and in
caJJtng to an immediate and prompt

the murderers of the Isrsel-ite- s

of Roumania ; that Turkey nor other
countries, can with impunity commit ex-
cesses which the pen of humanity revolts
to notioe, and the heart sickens to con-
template.

Is conclusion, the Israelites of Mem-
phis earnestly ssk, at the hands of the
United States authorities, that telegrams
be sent to our Consul General at ( oust an
tinople, to require that a force be immedi-
ately used to suppress the outrages and
prevent the further slaughter of Israel-
ites; and if the Turkish Government
show tbe same criminal apathy ss that of
the Greeks, as heretofore, in the murder
of English and Italian noblemen, that the
United States hold them responsible for
dereliction of national duty, as the politi
cs! amenities that should regulate na
tions, not atone in their dealings with
each other.but a stern demand is made for
the protection of a people who have no
nationality, but whom the ivorld, through
its representatives, feel pround to pro
tect.

Tbe resolutions were received with
great applause and were unanimously
adopted. They were also ordered printed
m the daily press, and sent immediate, v

by telegram throughout the United States.
An Executive Committee was then ap

pointed: Adolph Lioeb, G. H. Judah, Hen
Lineman. A.tSeessel. L. Kremer. On mo
tion A. E. Frankland was added and
made Chairman of the Executive Cam
miltee. The meeting then adjourned.

Card from Mr. W. B. GreenUw Explaining
Operations f Stockholders' Meeting.

Editors Appeal: On the 31st of Mav the
stockholders of the Mississippi River
Railroad met together to hold their an-
nual election for Directors of said road.
On motion I, as a tax-pay- and stock-
holder, was tbruially elected Chairman of
said meeting, aud Isaac Morrison Secre-
tary. Shelby County Conrt was repre-
sented by Messrs. Walker and Jones,
Judge Hume F. Hill, the third member of
tbe Shelby county committee, not present.

We were proceeding to hold the election
when we were interrupted by au injunc-
tion forbidding the ssme. Like law abid-
ing citizens, we Immediately obeyed the
mandate of the Court and stopped the
election.

A motion was msde to adjourn until 12
o'clock next day, June 1. Messrs. Wslker
and Jones, represent ing Shelby county, op-
posed meeting at all next day, saving the
stockholders could do nothing while the
injunction lasted.
