DBMOCBA TIC PLATFORM.
Those who assert no principles

may be supposed to have none wor
thy to be asserted. That political
party may always be regarded the
safer which erects its platform and
stands squarely upon it. The sim
pier yet more comprehensive the
platform, the less it is complicated by
unmeaning phraseology, or rendered
intricate by the introduction of soph
isms, tne weaker will be its impres-
sion upon the popular mind, and the
more worthless it becomes as the ex
pression ol opinion. It has been the
boast of the Democracy, that their
platform has unilormly been simple,
earnest, and but a reflection ot the
Constitution provided for the direc
tion of our government. Save when
swayed by unwise counsels this has
been the nature and character of the
Democratic platforms, and they have
almost, or quite as often been the
harbingers of victory. At the

The power of
the Federal Government to tax bonds

- awricd and ii is demanded of
Congress 'that " a share of taxation
equal to the fair average amount
levitrd in each State on money loaned
shall be assessed and collected from
all inveslmente.in bonds." The Na-
tional .Banking law is sought to be
repealed, by which a saving of many
millions of interest will be secured.
These are the main features of the
Ohio Democratic platform. It ia one
on which all who love their country
and free institutions can stand without
a blush. It is anti-Radic- in every
particular, and may well challenge
that party and ite advocates to point
out anything better which they offer.
It is commended to all who oppose
Itadicalism. Come and enrol your-
selves under the Democratic banner.

That the Federal Government ia one of

limited powers, derived solely from the
Constitution.

That the grants of power made tbeiein
ought to be strictly construed by all the
dependents and agents of the Govern-
ment, and that it is inexpedient and
dangerous to exercise douDtlul powers

That the Constitution ot the t mted
States ia founded on the fundamental prin-
ciple of entire and absolute equality of the
States of the Union, and it is not compe-
tent for Congress to impose upon them
any conditions in respect to ; heir inter-
nal concerns whicii the Federal Constitu-
tion has not imposed.

That the liberal principles embodied by
Jefferson, in the Declaration of Indepe-
ndent, aud sanctioned in the Constitution,
which makes oars the land of liberty,
and an asylum of the oppressed of every
nation, have ever been cardinal principles
of tho Democratic utiib.,and eve ry attempt
to abridge the privileges of becoming cit-

izens aud the owners of soil among us
ought to be resisted with tho same Bpirit
Which swept tue alien auu aeumou laws
from our statute books; and in order
that we may more distinctly declare our
views of the measures and policy o i Uie
present Administration:

Means, as a gigantic rubbery of the labor
and industry of the country; that they
are solely designed to advance the inter
ests of a few thousand monopolies; and
that this should be no longer submitted
to; aud that uu caudidate lor Congress
nor for any other office is worthy of sup-
port who is not in favor of a low revenue
tariff which closely approximates to free
trade; that in the a, raug iia-ul ot any
revenue tariff ail the necessaries of life
should be absolutely free of duty.

Iteaotved, That the internal revenue
system ol the I utteu atates is uneuu ar-

able in its oppressive exactions: that it
should be immediately remodeled; that
its annoyances of stamps, and licenses
aud taxes upon sales and incomes should
be abolished; that tue tax ltseu snouiu
be collected by the Stale anu county otn-ciai- a,

aud that the multiplication of offi-

cers is wholly unnecessary except to eat
out the resources of the tu payers: and
that wo pledge ourselves to effect a thor-
ough reform in this particular.

Henolued. That we denounce the profli
gacy iu the present administration of the
federal IKivxniment; the corruption
which has entered all ltsollicial stations
the favoritism which, overlooking limes
for office, has aupoin'eu to positions
nublic trust the friends or tools of those
who control the public patronage; an
the imbecility which directs the destinies
of the Kepubuc without an apparent pur
pose, and manages its aflairs with sue
embarrasMmenl and disaster tu the ma
terial interests of its people at home, an
with such disregard of Uie rights and lib
erue ei its citizen abroad.

Htnotued. That land monopoly is oneoi
the great evils of our country and agaiust
the spirit of our institutions; tha. the
whole of our public lands ought to be
held as a sacred t rnst to secure home
steads for actual settlers; we therefore
denounce the recent action of Congress
in making grants to manimolh railioni
corporations, which are already too pow
erlul, and aaay become uangerous to
free people.

llewlved. That we nirard the act re
cently pasted by Coujjress to enforce the
Killeentii Aineumneiii as unconsiii u
tionai. nniUHl, and oppressive; an inva
sion of the riichts of ihe States, subver
siveof the best interests of the people
and therefore demand its
repeal.

Kcitotrcd, that the powers of the Fed
eral Government to assess aud colle
taxes oi wilie bonds of the United Mtat
is clear and uuiinostjoned, and we de
mand of Congress that a share of taxa
tion euual to the fair average amount
levied iu each stale on money loauc
shall !e ansesaed and collected from all
investments iu bonds.

Hexolrrd. That we are opposed Sj the
system of National banks and demandlhe
immediate, repeal of the law creating
fbeui; and that in place of the notes o
such banks treasury notes of the L'nitet
States shall le sulistituted.

Hexotved, That the Democracy of Ohio
sympathize with the efforts of all people
-- i rua-glim- for sell government . and we
deuounce the truckling of the Federal ad
ministration to Great Britain and Spain
and the efforts ol the party in power to
reduce whole Stales iu our Lmon lo a
condition of vassalage to the (Jeoeral
Government.

Hexulvcd, That the thanks ot the Dein- -

ocracv of Ohio are extended to our Sen
ator Allen U. Tuurmau, and the Demo
cralic Representatives in Congress, who
though in a small minority, have bravely
contended tor the principles of the Deui- -
ocraov and the interests of the peoplo.

licxotvcd. That upon the loregoing plat-
form wo tsirdiallv invite all the electors
of Ohio, without regard lo past differ
encea, to vole for the ticket this day now
iualed.

THE GUBERNATORIAL CONTEST

Letter froa General Wm. A. Quarles The
Fight to be made between the Dem-

ocratic and Radical Parties.

MKiii'His, June ;, lsTO,

JtklUors Aoiteul: I u your issue of the
4th inst., you refer to me as on

whose name is often spoken of in
connection with the next Guberna
torial contest," and express a desirt
that 1, together with the honored gen
tleman whose name you associate
with mine, should make known our
views in regarU to conventions, to
Democracy, etc.

It had been my purpose to sav
nothing- - tbroiiifh the public journals.
but silently to await the action of the
people, and to govern mv own con
duct and future relations with the
next State canvass by the indications
denvisj therelrom. The great ohiee- -

tive point being liaruiony of action,
rather than the advancement of per
sonal ends, or personal preferences,
the uuesliofi as to who shall be the
candidate is one of secondary im
portance. Is he a true aud faithful
man'.' Is his record one of stainless
honor and unimpeachable integrity?
If these questions can be atHriimtively
answered, so far as it regards the mere
jiirxomicl ol t lie eainliditcv the 'i'taii- -

ls sufficient. If, however.
mere personal preference is made the
test, harmony of action can never le
obtaintsi. and defeat is inevitable. Rut
fieyond and above this, there is safe
ground upon which all of us can stand
and defy at once all fractions elements
and the disciplined and unbroken
Iront of our opponents; and that

the ground of nrincinle not mere
shadowing theories of government,
bat wU mntureii, well atlined prin-
ciples, culminated from tbo experi- -
ene,; ot the past, aud uiselv adiiistetl
to the exigencies of the present.

Heretofore, I meun lrom 1Mb.",, the
people ano tne puonc men or Tennes-
see have, from the very necessity of
the cast , been compelled to be gov-
erned by policy; to advance stop by
step in the direction of right rule and
right legislation, until we have ar
rived at a point when policy must
sink and principle assume its ancient
sway and authority iu the laud.

A. difference oi opinion between
em tjerftcof the same party may well

be tolerated as to mere policy, but a
difference of opinion as to principle
will as inevitably result in demorali-.atio- n,

disorganization and defeat as
that such a difference exits b. A propo-
sition so palp.i hie as this needs but a
moment's reflection to obtain the
assent of every mind. A parly
is a union of men, holding the
same elementary principles of f,

and organized for the
purpose of carrying these principles
into the legislation ol the country. A
difference of principles would, there-
fore, not only result in want of party
harmony, but still more fatally in
want of harmony of legislation.
From thin vif w of the matter,! readily

reach the conclusion that it is now
time that weshouid organize our party
upon principle, and, in making this
organization, any difference of opin-
ion as to mere ilicy which may have
obtained in the period of our exodus,
should not interfere in the least, or be
mane a test.

But what shall this organization
De T hhall it Is9 a mere Mtate ortrani
zation f or one platting us in line with
an organization already existing, bat-
tling tor principles similar to those we
entertain, and coextensive with the
I nioti ? It seems to me that the
question answers itself. .We know
that the only relief to be had from na
tional grievances is through national
legislation, our btate authority is heir
less emasculated. Then every indi
vidua! we add to the national organi
zation is that much support given to
tne mignty arm oi justice and truth, al-
ready upraised to strike off our chains
and unbind our bonds. In every State

ortn, in almost every State south
this organization exists exists, not in
a waning and drooping condition, but
in an tne freshness anrt vigor of per
ennial youth. In the two last State
elections North in New York and
Connecticut with defiant shouta and
invincible determination, this organi
zation has placed its victorious ban
ners upon the very battlements of the
foe; and Ohio, the young giant of the
west, has echoed the " war cry," ana
is even now marching on to the Iront.
Shall we, for whom this battle
mainly fought, for whom these noble
armies are v in tne Held, be re
creant? recreant, when the fray
grows warm and the hour grows red
with the fury of the tight?

Then let us place ourselves In line
with tne great .National Democratic
party, and push on the tight till the
victory be won, and!the brotherhood
of the people again restored. What
other national or even State organiza
tion now existw? .None save
the Republican. Need I say that
if the old Whig organization
had survived the war and that of the
party to which we have both ever be- -
longiHi, been last or absorbed, now
proudly and gladly we would have
placed ousBelves in its line and fought
under.its Hag? Would we be ashamed
of the leadership of the great men
who illustrated its purity and its pa
triotism, and whose names are the
bright jewels of the treasure house of
onr natioual tame? Woufu their
great ieatler Clay and their great ex
pounder, Webster, have stood idly
by at such a crisis? Rather would
the one have sounded the rally with
the clarion notes orhis eloquence and
gathered the clans from the moun-
tains and valleys of the South, to the
rescue of the other who ere this would
have taken up the sword and put on
all the mighty armor "which Archil- -
led alone could bear" in defense of
a Constitution healluniinated with the
brightness of his intellect and de--
tended with the matchless strength of
his logic. The Democrat who would
refuse hi.s support to anyone merely
because he tormerly belonged to the

hig party, would be recreant to the
high and solemn duties of the hour
and in all my association with the
people I have found no such man, nor
do i believe that many snch exist in
either of the old parties. The old
issues that divided these grand old
belligerents sleep in the grave of the
past, and he who for personal promo
tion would disturb their quiet repose,
is unworthy the name ol patriot, and
dcerves, ;ts lie will receive, the con
demnation of the people. The princi-
ples which mark the Democratic, as
a distinctive party, aud upon which
its present organization is based, re
ceive the sanction and support of al-

most every Southern man, and of so
large u minority ot the Northern
masses that it will require but a small
per centum of gains togivea national
triumph to the party. What we most
need in the South is to be reindoctri- -

nated.
In the turmoil and smoke of a great

revolution in the almost life struggle
since our people, as I have said, have
hud to look more to the policy of the
hour than to any political creed, and
this remark is especially applicable to
the young men whovure boys when
this revolution began. With charac-
ters formed in "times that tried men's
souls," "purified wis by fire," what
may not the nation expect
at their hands in the develop-
ment of ita grand and almost
fabulous resources? These constitute
the life-guar- ds of the "Arch of the
Covenant." Into their hantls it is
about to paws, and shall we not look
over its table and see that no false
priest has interpolated or corrupted
its text. The great doctrines which
constitute differences
between the Democratic and Repub-
lican parties can easily be found;
none of them, like the Sybiline leaves,
have been destroyed. They have
been, anil still are, in the hands of
th- - faithful, and but a few days ago
received the sanction of the purest
and most patriotic meu of Ohio.
Upon this platform of principles we
might, in my humble judgment.
stake our State canvass, and proudly
maintain the next national contest.
1 will ask you, JW?ssrs. Editors, to
publish this platform in the issue of
your paper in which this appears, as
presenting an epitome of "political"
doctrines as pure in their substance as
in the strong &axon language in
which they are e( ressed. So much

I submit if any expression of opin
ion in regard to State policy would
not bo premature, in view of the fact
Uiat the new Constitution has
just oeen puoustieu anu none
of us have given it that
mature consideration which its
importance demands, or can be ex-
pected to point out, in.so short a time.

This much, however, may safelv be
ventureu, inut tne suite should lie di
vorced from the internal improve-
ment schemes, to which she has been
so long wedded, aud her interest pro
tected from the manipulations of
rings and lobby brokers. I would
pay promptly and in good faith every
dollar lor which the State is legally
bound, but claim for the State the
same right individuals have to protect
themselves lrom frauds, imposition
and unauthorized acts of agency.
I'his whole subject is now before the
Legislature of the State, aud the wis
dom of that body may find, before
the assembling of a convention, a safe
wav from the wilderness of our finun.
flal situation. But principles, how-
ever pure and right they may be, are
dead things wmiout tne vivifying in
fluence ot party, anil the work of a
party is dead work without or
ganization. As well might you
exjiect an army to win victories
without discipline. The Republican
party is thoroughly organized, thor
oughly disciplined, its line is rarely
broken, or, if broken at ail, almost
mmeiiiatel v reformed ; and it a party.

with all its damning heresies and
errors, can wax so strong, by mere
power of organization and discipline.
what may we not expect from organi
zation in the promulgation of princi
ples having the interest ot tne whole
people in view, and meeting all the
exigencies of our situation? I know
our recent triumphs over this party

tho fetaw nas given us great
heart, and I fear, too great confidence:
it will not do to underrate its power.
it is still a live party, tun ot energy.
full of capacity, full of boldness of plan
and execution. But parties must have

ieir candidates as well as their
reeds., anil as there must almost al

ways be a great diversity of opinion
as to who the candidate shall be, and
it is inconvenient, if not impossible,
for the masses to meet and make a
nomination, it has been found con-
venient to elect delegates to repre-
sent the masses in convention, and
all men of true party fealty must,
and should submit to the umpirage of
this body.

I believe, Messrs. Editors, I have
now complied fully with your re-
quest in placing before you my
views as to party and conven-
tion, national and State poli-
tics. In the short compass I nave
given myself, these things could be
out glanced at, not elaborated, and I
claim no merit for them but that of
frankness and sincerity.

As to my being an aspirant for the
high position you mention, in one

sense I am, in another I am not. If
my name or my services can be made
useful to the party; if greater har-
mony can thereby be obtained, or in
any other way the Interests of the
party subserved, I have no light
and no inclination to withhold it.
But if it is to become an
element of ducord; it it is
to weaken one feather's weight the
power of our Influence, I am not
an aspirnnt, but a willing and earnest
follower of the chieftain who shall
bear the banner in the fight.

In conclusion permit me to thank
you for the words of compliment you
so gracefully and kindly fiestow upon
me. I should be most happy to be-

lieve that L deserved them. Applied
to the distinguished gentlemen you
o nine in the same connection, they are
a it words of fitting and appropriate
eulogy ; to me, the generous prompt-ingo- f

a comrade and friend.
