"Total estimate for Collins' river
iiridge, Caney Fork bridge and Obed
River bridge, fflg,11jy but with no
certificate of any part of the work
mentioned having been done. The
newd statement, of June 2L, Wi9,
rertiiies that the value ot work done
upon Collins' River Bridge and Caney
Fork bridge is WPySOO. The third
statement, August St, 1 s6l, certifies the
work dene and value of the same, in
State bonds, on Collins' River and
Caney Fork bridges to be 6,1 V, and
that the tir-- t section of the road from
Mctfinnville to Collins' river, three
miles in length, is ready for track lay-
ing. The fourth statement, Novem-
ber 6, ls6t, certifies that the value of
the work done on Collins' river and
Caney Fork bridges is $102,099. The
tilth statement, January 1, Is70, cer-
tifies that the work on Collins river
and Caney Fork bridges has been
done according to contract.

CHARLES DICKENS DEAD.

The English Speaking People of the World
Plungid in Grief.

London, June 10. A very general
gloom was cast by the announcement
this morning of the death of Charles
Dickens. The stroke was sudden and
unexpected. Business is suspended
to a great extent and the nation
mourns. Mr. Dickens died from an
apoplectic stroke received while at
dinner on Wednesday night. Imme-
diately after the seizure he became un-
conscious, and remained so until his
death last night. During yesterday
part of his body became paralyzed.
At the dinner his illness was observed
by Miss Hogarth, who mentioned it
to him. He denied any serious affec-
tion, hut complained ot headache, and
shortly announced his improvement.
As soon as taken he was conveyed to
Gads Hill, where his sons and daugh-
ters were soon assembled. Sometime
previous to his death, Mr. Dickens
was heard many times to remark the
difficulty experienced by him in pur-
suing his writings, and said sugges-
tions did not come to him spontane-
ously as heretofore. His physician
warned him, when lately at Preston,
to desist from reading aud other men-
tal application, remarking that a dis-
regard of the admonition would be
at the peril of his lite. The Times
says millions will regard his loss as a
personal bereavement.

Lonikw, June 10, midnight. The
sad announcement of the death of the
great author, Charles Dickens, contin-
ues to be the topic of
conversation among all classes of so-

ciety. The mournful event has cast a
gbxjm over the entire community not
before experienced in this country
since the death of Prince Albert.

Her Majesty, lueen Victoria, to-da-y

sent a telegram to Mrs. Dickens ex-
pressing deepest feelings of condol-
ence and sympathy with the family
of the deceased, and deploring death
of the great mau as a national calam-
ity, as well as a great personal mis-
fortune. The friends of Mr. Dickens,
especially those in literary and
dramatic professions, are going
to Dean Stanley for permission to in-

ter the remains in Westminster Ab-
bey. The Prince of Wales is under-
stood to bave sent one of his house-
hold to call in person upon the family,
to express his deep regret at the
death. Friends of the deceased
have made an application to give
him a grand funeral. It is not
known whether the family will con-
sent to anything more than a private
domestic burial.

Mr Motley, United States Minis-- ,
has taken occasion to express to tm
family on behalf of the American
people the sense of his grief.

The London journals y give
great prominence to the life and char-
acter of Mr. Dickens.

Cable dispatches were received du-
ring to-da- y from Boston aud New-Yor-

asking for details of the sad
event. Mrs. Dickens is deeply-grieve-

at her husband's death, and
will gladly give assent to any plan to
do honor to her husband. It Ls un-
derstood that Mr. Dickens' new novel,
" The Mystery of Edwin Drood," has
been sufficiently completed to insure
the prompt publication of the story.

Many Americans in London have
been calling to-d- at the office of the
American Press Association, to ob-

tain the particulars with reference to
the death of Mr. Dickens.

The pall-bearer- s have not yet been
named, but are understood to be B.
W. Proctor, Barry Cornwall, Lord
Lytton, John Lathrope Motley, B.
Bockstone, Benjamin DTs.-ael- i, T.

The casual
ties in 1868 and 1869 were as follows
In 1868, IB passengers killed and 525
injured; and in 1869, 39 killed and
1060 injured ; in l-- 14 persons killed
and 3 injured, whi.'e crossing at level
crossings; and in 1869, 23 killed and 3
injured; in 1868, 49 trespassers killed
(eight of them suicides) and 4 injured ;

and in 1868, 97 killed (12 of them sui-
cides) and 20 injured; in 1868, 83 ser-
vants of companies or contractors
killed and 65 injured; and in 1869, 151
killed and 148 injured; from miscel-
laneous causes, 4 killed and 3 injured
in 1S6S; and 11 killed and 1 injured in
1869; making a grand total of 212 per-
sons killed and 600 injured in 1868,
aud 321 persons killed and 1232 injured
in 1869. There is a noticeable increase
in the casualties of both classes for the
last year for which we have heard no
explanation.
