Httdsoi Disputes Flippin s Claim to the
Judgeship of the Criminal Court.

Another Radical Howl.

6. That many voting places were
changed and others abolished by the
Ouoruni Court, and not by the County
Court, as required by law.

7. (qualified legal voters were not al-

lowed to vote for contestant; were ar-

rested and Imprisoned for offering to do
so.

8. False returns. (Very voluminous,
but a mere rehash of all the balance of
the Radical howls).

9. Over a hundred voters were not al-

lowed to vote for contestant in the First
Ward.

10. Same thing about Raleigh.
11. False and fraudulent returns from

White's station.
12. Returns not made within the time

prescribed by law.
13. That terrible "charge" of the sheriff

The following are the principal law
points given to the jury in the case of T.
Sherlo:k et al., owners of the steamer
United States, versus the Globe Insurance
Compscy, by Judge Taft, of Cincinnati,
on the hearing of that cause:

L The plaintiffs are entitled to recover
for any damages resulting from fire,

the fire was preceded by a
collision, and the fire resulted directly
therefrom, eves- - if the collision was
caused by neglect on the part of those
navigating the boat.

2. That if it appeared that the injuries
received by collision were of such a char-
acter that the boat could have been easily
repaired, and that the injury by fire was
an amoant exceeding 5--6 at her agreed
value, that if the loss by Are was $40,0110
leas the damage done by collision, and
that the boat was s total wreck which de-
fendants refused to do snything; it is no
detense to show that the plaintiffs used
such part of the wreck as they could
make available in building another and
different boat. Plaintiffs are entitled to
reco.-er-, with interest.

3. If the expense of raising the wreck
and bringing it to Cincinnati was due to
and caused by fire only, tben the net
value ot the wreck, alter deducting the
expense of raising, should be added to
the damage caused by collssien. and
deducted from the agreed value of the
boat.

4. If the jury find that oil of vitriol
is and that it was car-
ried in the manner prescribed by law,
they will not allow it to be any defense
on the part of defendants.

Capt. James May, of Davenport, now
about 70 years old, gives some interesting
reminiscences to the Democrat ot that
city. Among other things, he says: "I
know of very few alive who were with
me on keel or fiat boats in 1S25 and 182K.

I am the only one alive of the several
owners of the steamboats Shamrock, En-

terprise, Daniel O'Connell and some other
steamboats that I built and commanded
up to 1833. I am the only one now living
who were engaged in several enterprises,
in each of which several parties were co-
partners. In 18i. eight of us laid off the
village of Davenport; I am the only one
alive of that number. Some years later
four of us laid off the village of LeClaire,
of which I am the only one now living.
These, with many other instances of
similar character, inspire me with a spirit
of gratitude for the maniloid blessings
conferred upon me."
