We presume onr readers will be
pleaded to jieru.se it at the expense of
excluding our usual amount of etli
torial matter. We quote from the
iYmxtitutionalii as follows:

Mr. Stephens This w hole object of
the treatment of prisoners, wnicn nas

so prominent a feature in con-
sidering the conduct of the war on
loth sides, from the turn which has
lieen given to it, I may as well dis-ios- e

of here, at once and dually.
This I do by stating broadly that the
charge of cruelty and Inhumanity to-

ward prisoners, which has been so
extensively made at the North,
against Mr. Davis and the Confederate
authorities, is utterly without founda-
tion in fact. From Uie commence-
ment and throughout the war, the
whole course of Mr. Davis toward
prisoners shows conclusively the per-
fect recklessness of the charge. His
paaMijga on this subject, in the begin-
ning, clearly sirpear from what we
have seen, and that fully sustains this
statement. The efforts which have
been n industriously made to fix the
odium of cruelty and barbarity upon
him, and other high officials under
the Confederate government, in the
matter of prisouers, in the face of all
the facts, constitute one of the boMM
and baldest attempted outrages upon
the truth of history which has ever
lieen essayed; not less so than the in-

famous attempt to Is upon him, and
other high official on the Confederate
side the guilt of Mr. Lincoln's assas-
sination! Whatever unnecessary l'ri
vaiions and sufferings prisoners on
both sides were subjected to, the re-

sponsibility of the whole rested not
ux)ii Mr. Davis or the Confederate
authorities. It is not my purpose to
go into a full history of the .subject.
This would take more time than is at
all necessary. A few leading facts
will settle the matter.

Let it be borne iu mind, then, that
the Confederates were ever anxious
for a sjK'edy exchange, and that after
the interruption ol the exchauge un-

der the cartel first agreed upon, as be-

fore stated, another arrangement was
entere-- i into by the Federals, under
pressure of public sentiment at the
North, when the excess w;is against
them. This was, afterward, umrise
broken. It was broken, not by the
Conlcderates, but by the Federals
upon some pretext or other. Through-
out the struggle, Mr. Davis' conduct
and tiearing upon this point, not only
challenges the severest scrutiny of the
fair minded of this day, but will com-
mand the admiratiou of the Just and
generous for all time to come. In ad-
dition to what has been shown here-
tofore, what higher evideuco on this
point could be desired than that fur-
nished by his congratulatory address
to the army of Gen. Lee, for the mi"-- .

Mr. Stephens The horrors of Lib-
by and Helle Island, as well as of Sal-
isbury and Anderson vilie, so patheti-
cally set forth by many, and great us
they really were, were not his fault,
or in any way justly chargeable uj i,

Frof. Norton Whose fault was it?

Was he not at the head of the Govern-
ment?

of
Did he not know ot tbesesuf-fering- s,

and who but himself could be
justly responsible for them?

Mr. Stephens It was the fault of
the Federal authorities In not agree-
ing to, and carrying out an immediate
exchange, which Mr. Davis was, at
all times, anxious to do. The men at
the head or aflairs at Washington
were solely responsible tor all thee bysufferings. Upon these officials, and I
upon mem only, can these sufferings
be justly chargwa! Neither Libby,
nor Belle Iiland, nor Salisbury, nor .
Andersonvitle would have had a
groaning prisoner of war but for the
refusal of the Federal authorities to
comply with the earnest desire of the
Richmond government for an imme-
diate exchange upon tixiuiost liberal in
and humane principles.

Norton But if the fed
eral authorities did refuse to carry out
an exchange of prisoners, for any

hatever. this certainly did not
justify tlio Confederates in adopting a
regular systematic policy 01 nmo"
the unfortunate men taken by them
in arms, and of withholding proper
medical remedies and attention from
the w ounded and sick, nor mitigate,
In the least, the pavage cruel tlea which
were penetrated upon them by such
men as Win?

Mr. Stephens It certainly did not,
or would not have justified such poli-

cy or acts. But it is not true that
there was any such thing as the sys-

tematic policy, you speak of, either in
starving the well, or withholding
medial remedies and attention from
the sick and wounded. The policy of
the Comedd-ah- - in these particulars
was established by law. By an act of
Congress, passed soon after the war
was inaugurated, as I have shown, it
was provided that prisoners of war
should have the same rations in quan-
tity and qualityasCon federate soldiers
iuthelueid. Bvan act afterward passed
ill hospitals for sick and wouuded
prisoners wen put upon the same
footing with hospitals lor sick and
wouuded Confederates. This policy
was never changed. There was no
discrimination in either particular be-

tween Federal prisoners and Confed-
erate soldiers. Whatever lood or fare
ti,u iv.nfwlenite soldiers had, whether

,w.H r ruid. full or short, the Federal
prisoners shared equally with them.
Whatever medical attention the sick

li Confederate ildiers
had, the Federal prisoners in like con-

dition also received. When Ihe sup-

ply of the usual standard medicines
was exhausted and could not be re-

plenished inconsequence of the action
of the Federal Government In holding
them to be contraband of war, and In

their introduction by

oners of unquestionable truth
and veracity from Camp Doug-

las, Rock island, Elmira,
and Point Lookout, of numerous
instances which came under their im-

mediate observation of much greater
atrocity thau anything alleged against
Wirz. Xhese acts, many 01 wnicn
were of the ui-- t iuhuman and bar-
barous character, were perpetrated by
Federal subordinates having control
of Confederate prisoners at these
points. There may have been, there
Ion?, and I do not question but that
there were, great w rongs of this sort
on the part Confederate subordinates,
as then' certainly were on the part of
the Federals ; bat what 1 maintain is,
that such conduct never met the ap-
proval of the Confederate authorities.
They never, in a single instance, aone
Untied, much less ordered well de-

meaning and unoffending prisoners 01

war to oe confined in unwholesome
dungeons, and to Ik- - manacled with
cuffs and irons, as was repeatedly
done by orders from the authorities
at Washington, in utter violation ot
the usages of modern
afvilrsed warfare I But apart from
this uiarked difference between the
two governments in their highest offi-

cial diameter, in sanctioning and or-

dering acts of wanton cruelty, 1 insist
upon the im putable fad that but for
the refusal ot the Federals to carry out
an exchange, none of the outrages or
wrongs you speak of, and none of the
sufferings incident to prison life on
either sale, could have occurred.

!! together at Andersonville, in the
sickly region of Southwestern Geor-
gia, when-- , from the malarious intlu-ence- s

prevailing under a burning sun,
so many of them died, as mast have
Is-o- necessarily exected?

Mr. Stephens liirge numbers of
them wire taken to Southwestern
Georgia in 1864, because it was a sec-

tion most remote and secure trom the
invading Federal armies, and because,
too, it was a country, of all others
then within the Confederate limit
not thus threatened with invasion
most abundant with food, and all re
screes at command for the health and
comfort of prisoners. Thev were pu
in one stockade for the want of men
to guanl more than one. The section
of country, moreover, was uot regard
ed as more unhealthy, or more subjec
to malarious intitieni-es- , than any in
the central part of the State. The o
ncial order tor the erection of the
sttx'kade enjoined that It should Ik
"in a healthy locality, plenty of pure
water, a running stream, anfl, it ikssi- -

hle, shade-tre- e, and in the immediate
neiglilMirhood of grist and saw mills
The very telertion of the locality, so
lar trom neing, as you suppose, made
with cruel designs against the prison
ers, was governed by Uie most hu
inane considerations.

Your question might, with much
more point, be retorted by asking,
why were Southern prisoners taken in
the dead of winter with their thin
clothiug to Uuip Douglas, Kock Is
land and Johnson Island icy regions
of the North where it is a notorious
fad that many of them actually froae
to neainr

As air as mortuary returns afford
evidence of the general treatment ot
prisoners on both sides, the figures
show nothing to the disadvantage of
me lonieueraies, not withstanding the of
limited supplies of all kinds, and not-
withstanding all thatias been said of
the horrible sacrifice of life at Ander-
sonville.

It now appears that a larger num-
ber of Confederates dkd in Northern
than of Federals in Southern prisons
or stockades. The report of Mr. Stan-
ton, as Secretary of War, on the l'Jth

July IMtiti, exhibits the fact that, of
the Federal prisoners in Confederate
hands during the war, only 22,
676 died; while of the Confed
erate prisoners in Federal hands
ai.-W- died. This report does
not set forth the exact num-
ber ot prisoners held by each side
respectively. These tacts were given to
more in detail in a subsequent report of

Surgeon General Barnes, of the No
nited States army. His report I

have not seen, but aceonling to a
statement, editorially, in the Matittnai
Intel fiiiencer very high authority it
appears from the Surgeon General's
report, that the whole number of Fed-
eral prisoners captured by the Confed-Hte- s

and held in Southern prisons,
from first to last during the war, was

round numbers, 270,iiU0; while the
whole number oi (.Ainlederates cap- -'

rured and hki In prisons by the Fed-
erals

the
was, in round numbers, only to

iTJo.ooo. From these two reports ft
appears that, with oo.ooo more pris-
oners In Southern stockades, or other
modes of confinemeat, the deaths
were nearly 4000 less. According' to
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thee figures, the per centum of Fed
eral deaths in Iprisons was
under nine, while the per centum of
Confederate deaths in ..Northern pris-
ons was over twelve. These mortal
ity statistics are of no small weight in
determining on which side there was
the most neglect, cruelty ami mnu-uianit-

But the great question in mis mauer
is, upon whom rest the tremendous
responsibility of all this sacrifice of

human life, with all its indescribable
miseries and sufferings? ihe facts, be
yond question or doubt, show it rtsts
entirely upon the authorities at Wash
ington! It Is now well understood to
have been a part of their settled policy
in conducting the war, not to ex-

change prisoners. The grounds upon
which this extraordinary course was
adopted were, that it was humanity to
the men in the field, on their side, to
let their captured comrades perish in
prison, rather than to let an equal
unmber of Confederate soldiers be re-

leased on exchange to ineet them In
battle! Upon the Federal authorities,
and upon them only, with this policy
as their excuse, rests the whole of this
responsibility. To avert the indigna-
tion which the open avowal of this
policy by them, at the time, would
have excited throughout the North,

laaod throughout the civilized world,
the false cry of cruelty toward pris-
oners was raised against the Confed-
erates. This was but a pretext to
cover their own violation of the
usages of war In this rusptct among
civilized nations.

Other monstrous violations of like
usages were not attempted to be pal-
liated by them, or even covered by a
pretext. These were, as you must ad-

mit, open, avowed and notorious! I
refer not only to the general sacking
of private houses the pillaging of
money, plate, jewelry and otner ngnt
articles of value, with the destruction
of booka, works of arts, paintings,
pictures, private manuscripts and
family relics; but 1 allude, beside
these things, especially to the hostile
acta, directly against property of all
kinds, as well as outrages upon

to the laying waste
whole sections of country; the at-

tempted annihilation of all the neces-
saries of lile; to the wanton killing,
in many instances, of farm stock and
domestic animals; the burning of
mills, factories and barns, with their
contents of grain and forage, not spar
ing orchards or growing crops, or the
implements of husbandry; the muti-
lation of county and municipal re-

cords of great value; the extraordi-
nary efforts made to stir up servile in-

surrections, Involving the wide spread
slaguhter ol women and children;
the impious profanation of temples of
worship, aud, even the brutish dese-
cration of the sanctuaries of the dead!

All these enormities of a savage
character against the very existence
of civilized society, and so revolting
to the natural sentiments ot mankind,
when not thoroughly infuriated by
the worst of pas-ion- s, and in open
violation ol modern usages in war,
were perietrated by the Federal
armies in many places throughout
the confict, as legitimate means in
putting down the rebellion,

Major ileister lou are severe
against the geueral conduct of the war
on our side.

Mr. Stephens Yes ; these are severe
comments, and I must ask you lor a
little indulgence to me in expressing
myself us I do. It is a sad thing to
me to think of these subjects, and a
still sadder thing to speak of them as
1 am compelled to do on this occa-
sion. Severe as these comments an1,
there is, however,uoUiiug extravagant
in anything which 1 have said. Itisall
most lamentably true! All that 1

have stated, and much mure, too, of a
like character, were woefully realized
by those who sufleed from the deed
of Sheridan's men in the Valla of
Virginia, and by those who came
within the range of the atrocities
attending Shermau's conflagrations
and devastations in hi--, "grand march"
through Georgia aud 'he Carol inns, as
well as by those who were subjected
to the merciless ravages of Wil-on- 's

aud Palmer's marauders afterward!
Facta which have come to my own
knowledge, establi-he- d by indisputa-
ble proof, verify the statement in lull,
both to the letter and spirit. Private
houses were sacked, pillaged, and then
burnt; and after all family supplies
were destroyed or rendered unlit for
use, helpless women and hungry ehil-dre- u

were left destitute alike of shel-
ter and food, i know men old men,

men who had noth-
ing to do with the war, further than to
Indulge in that sympathy which
nature prompted who were seized
by a licensed soldiery and put to bru-
tal torture, to compel them to dis-
close ami to. deliver up treasure that
it was supposed they possessed. They
were in many instances hung by the
neck until life was nearly extin-gulshi- d,

and then cut down with the
promise to desist if their demands
were complied with, and threats ot
repeating the operation to death if
they were not! Judge Hiram Warner,
oneoi the most upright and unoffend-
ing, as well as one of the most dis-
tinguished citizens of this State, was
the victim ot an outrage of this sort.
He bad had nothing to do with the
war; but it was suposed he had
money, ami that was what these
"tru.i tojal" "Union Restorers,"

were most eager to secure.
Specifications, however, are unneces-
sary. Instances of a similar charac-
ter are numerous and notorious. In
some cases, where parties resisted,
their lives, as well as their purses,
watches aud other articles of value
were taken !

Major Ileister As to the burn-
ings and conflagrations, and the de-
struction of private property, if they
are to be set down as evidences ofar-ag- e

warfare, these outrages were cer-
tainly not perpetrated exclusively by
the redorMS, or confined to their
side. The ConfWierates did a good
deal of this kinu of work themselves
in Maryland and Pennsylvania, to
say nothing of otiier places.

Mr. Stephens That, to a limited
extent, is also most lamentably true!
But these acts of the Confederates
were, as is well known, committed
upon the avowed principle of retalia
tion.

they were most reluctantly compelled
ultimately to resort.

is recogniztd in such cases by
the.most civilized nations, though it
be savage in its character.

most earnestly hope, you may be as

sured, that the country may never be
cursed with another. If the. (resent
and ftrture generation in all the
States will bat profit, as they should,
by the experience of the fast eight
years, they certainly never will be
again so cursed. The only way,
however, in which tills experience
can bo rendered profitable to those
who now live, as well as those who
shall come after us, is by fully and
clearly understanding and studying
the facts and truths which marked
and characterized these most preg
nant events from the beginning to the
end, and by rigidly practicing the les-
sons which they inculcate. Many
questions ignored and principles re-
jected by tne leading public men in
the federal councils of this day, must
be considered and reconsidered. The
Government, under different counsels,
must be brought back to the princi
pies upon which it was established, if
a repetition of this great scourge is to
be hereafter averted. This is also my
deliberate judgment. The only way
In which wars are to be avoided in
this country, is for rulers to abstain
from usurpations of power., Magna
Charla was trampled under foot lor
centuries in England; but its princi-
ples died not they lived on, and
though at the coat of the terrible
scourge of many sanguinary conflicts,
Ultimate!" triumped. So it may be
expected to be with the ever-livin-

imperishable principles of American
free institutions.

But what I had in mind to say a
moment ago in this connection, and
in conclusion on the point now under
our immediate consideration, is, that
however horrible wars naturally and
necessarily are iu themselves, yet, iu
modern times, un.br the tempering
and redeeming influences of the Chris-
tian religion, civilized nations have,
by common consent, agreed upon cer-
tain customs and usages to which they
conform in this resort, savage as it is
at best. These are the usages of civil-
ized nations to which 1 alluded, and
which were so wantonly violated by
the Federals, not only in their course
upon the subject of prisoners, but in
the other acts 1 mentioned.

Now, what I affirm is, that in no
instance that I am aware ol through-
out the lali war did the Confederate
authorities countenance, much leas
sanction or order a violation of a sin-
gle one of these recognized Christian
and humane usages, not even in the
retaliatory burnings in Maryland aud
Pennsylvania, and elsewhere. A com-
parison between the acts ot the two
governments in these particulars dur-
ing the whole conduct of Uie war, w ill
forever clearly exhibit on which side
in the contest was the higher standard
of "moral ideas," and with it the
higher type of civilization, if you will
excuse me for saying it, at this period
in the common history ot the people
of the United States, so far as these
were indicated by those who con-
trolled the conduct ol public affairs on
the respective sides.

However disastrous the results were
to the Confederates; however exten-
sive the misfortunes, losses, sufferings
and sacrifices which attended and be-

fell them in this secoud bloody con-
flict for the sovereign rights ot local

on the part of the
peopte ol the several States of this
Federal Republic whether compooed
of thirteen, thirty-three- , or any other
number; however utterly they failed
to maintain this important principle,
to which all that is truly great in the
former history of the States is mainly
attributable, and on which alone ail
sure hopes for general peace, pros-
perity and happiness, with good gov-
ernment for the whole In future, must
be placed; however fruitless uieir
efforts and blasted were their fondest
anticipations in their highest objects
of patriotic aim ; however deplorable
their present condition is, berelt ol
their estates aud outlawed by the
Government; and however worse the
condition still to come may be lor
them, yet, notwithstanding all this,
thty have left to them that which Is
inestimable iu value, far above riches,
wealth or power, and of w hich no op-
pression or tyranny can deprive them,
and Utat is a public character which,
after having passed the severest or-

deal that can "try men's souls, stands
forth with that morr"jjrandeur which
is ever imparted to Tne reputation ol
States as of individuals, by upright-
ness in conduct, itftegrity of purpose,
truthfulness in words, aud the "crown-
ing glory'' of unsullied honor.
