GEN. TUCKER.

The Grenada Houston and Okolona Rail-ma- d

Demoralized Coaditioa of
Memphis.

There was a time when MemphU was
distiagaislted for Its public spirit ; when
there was perfect cooperation among our
people; when only two prominent and
successful tradesmen stood aloof if any
great work of public benenoence wan
Nought to be consummated. When this
waa a village of tour or five thousand in-

habitants, and when all its assets, real,
personal and mixed, were worth only
Lin e, millions, there was no task too great
for its achievement. It was required that
we shun iii build a road to Charleston, and
this little city, then having only oue--

teiiUi of ite present wealth, invested m
the work as a corporation and through
persona! subscriptions nearly one million
dollars. Jo-da- y wuhii we ara wiu
to invest ouly one hundred thousand
dollars in a road which will give more
Health to Meniphia, lu proportion to lis
cost as ton to one than the Memphis
and Charleston road, it is almost impossi
ble to excite euough interest on the sub
ject to swure the attendance, when the
n. itrer is eoo.-.i- uiercuautB.
I'ntil Forrest's road Is built to Okolona,
this little road which Oeneral Tucker

to construct will give us direct
access to aome of the richest counties of
Mississippi; and after the Seluia road is
I'ouibleted lieneral Tucker's road will d
jioeit in Memphis the wealth or several
of the ru lieet counties ot matarn .Missis
sippi. Th counties through which the
road runs produce atniuaiiv to,ooo cotton
bales, and when population is made dense
by the road the annual products of the
same districts win be constantly aug-
mented; and so with sums annually
drawn from this portion of Mississippi
bv merchants of Mctnimis.
The people of Mississippi, along the

line of the Mobile and Ubio road, are most
anxious to escape from burdens it im
poses. (Jive them the means of building
this little highway from Okolono to Uren- -

ana, Bixly-nv- e miles, and they have i
choice of three markets Mobile, New Or
leans and Memphis. Memphis is nearest
of the three to Okolona, and Memphis is
the natural depository for products of the
. ortliwi'-- t . xchatiged lor inoso ot roam
era plantations. Therefore the anxiety
of Chickasaw and Calhoun counties to
have access to Memphis, now rendered
impossible by those who shape the policy
or the Mobile ana Ohio road.

STARTLING FACTS.

The counties penetrated by General
Tucker's road buy annually 93,500,000
worth of dry goods and groceries. Not a
dollar of this vast sum is expended
Memphis. Louisville and Cincinnati have
the whole of this trade. At fifteen per
cent, prouts, Louisville and Cincinnati
make from this source alone 600,000 an-
nually- Commissions, drayage, etc., on
30 000 cotton bales, say five per cent., and
there would be left with our tradespeople
?10,otn). May we notaaielv invest sioo.

0 in a road which will leave in this
city the lirst year after ite construction
750,000?

THE CAUSE OF CHANQE.
Rut our merchants understand all this.

They are not ignorant or uninformed as
to the sources of prosperity which have
blessed this and other commercial com-
munities. Our new Constitution which
has been pronounced the stnpidost crime
in the shape of organic law that ever
cursed a civilized State will never have its
bastard origin ascribed to mercantile

It contains a clause designed
to be prohibitory of railroad construc-
tion. Tennessee had just begun to
outgrow in wealth and intelligence
all her neighboring Siatos. Kentucky had
relatively gone backwards and Alabama
and Mississippi were distanced in the
contest, ail because of the railroad sys-
tem tif Teunessee. There came a war
which only augmented the necessity for
these great highways of commerce, and
more calamitous than war, more terrible
in its dostructivenesa ot the prosperity of
the State, of its intelligence and of its
cities, is this Constitution which renders
impossible in future that wonderful pro-
gress which characterized the early his-
tory of this city. Despite the moral force,
disastrous and ruinious, of this Constitu
tion, which plares the intelligent and
enterprising at the mercy ot the niggardly
and ignorant, let Memphis build rail
roads or the city is undone and its pros
perity impossible.

w HAT WAS DONE.

After a conversational speech by en.
Tucker, embodving some of the facts
above presented and many others. Major
Bykea enforced the views of Gen. Tucker,
with lingular success. It is certainly
true that those who aMended the mee ing
at of Commerce yesterday,
will approve the resolutions presented by

.onel W. K. Moore, which contemplate
a private subscription of $100,000 to the
(ireuada and Okalona road. To secure
this s committee of five was appointed,
at the head of which Messrs. Moore and
Frank White were placed.

The meeting adjourned, having cer--
laiulv gained much valuable information
which will be given hereafter, iu detail,
in the pages of the Api'Kal.
