MURDER.

Bryant Sanders Sfcat Down ! CtM Blsod
at Moscow.

The Somerville Fnleort of yesterday
has the following account of a murder
which was perpetrated at Moscow, on the
M. m U K. K., on Saturday evening last.
Tbe particulars as related to the Falcon
" by a perfectly reliable gentleman, who
was present at tne inquest neta on ire
body of tbe murdered man, are about a
followa: During the day Jerry Boll and
ivounger brother and Hrvant and liivnl
Sanders were in town trading and drlnk- -
tivr tree.lv with each other, all apparently

neiug on the moat friendly terms, until
late in ibe evening, when a quarrel grow
ing out or some trivial matter arose be
tween young Bull and David Sanders
and warm words ensued. Hearing the
angry- - words of tbe disputants, Hrvant
Sanders approached tbe spot, whether for
the purpose or engaging in the quarrel
or of separating the parties and thus pre-
venting a difficulty, is unknown, but
it is aaid that he had no arms with
him. When within a few feet, Jerry Bull
drew a revolver and presenting it at his
head remarked, with an oath, that Bry-
ant drew a knife on him sixteen years
ago, and he was going to kill him. He
then fired, the ball striking Bryant in the
forehead and killing him instantly. Da-
vid Sanders then rushed upon Jerry Bull
and a struggle ensued, when be was struck
oser tbe bead with a piatol by Jerry's
brother, tbe blow knocking him down
and inflicting a painful wouud.

Before an arrest could be made tbe mur
derer mounted his horse and rode rapidly
off in the direction of the Mississippi
line. He is still at large, and no steps
have as yet been taken to cause his arrest
or bring him to justice."

THE DEMOCRATIC EXECUTIVE COMMIT

TEE.

editors Avptal t It is universally
known that a committee appointed by a
couveuuua is uissoivea toe moment an
other body similar to tbe one which ap
poiniea 11 meets; ana while the pressure
of expediency might force a departure
from the rule, yet the circumstances must
be extraordinary and the popularity of
ine commutes great to warrant auch a
violation f both right and custom.

If I believed that such a state of facts
existed in our county, or even if the very
life ol oar party organization was not en-
dangered by the ac ions and personage of
onr present Executive Committee. I
would not say one word in regard to the
matter; but when to a knowledge ot their
lack of authority or capacRy, is added the
fact of a general deep and growing discon-
tent at them and their doings, 1 feel it my
duty to tbe party to speak freely and
openly in regard to the matter.

I he present ( ommittee were appointed,
1 believe, at the February Convention.
since that time we have had a full Coun-
ty Convention, iu April, and yet the Ex-
ecutive Committee did not resign, but
continue to hold by the assumed virtue
of their original appointment! What is
the end they propose for their term of
office? What is the goal of such usurpa
tion? Does Washington loom up in their
imaginations at the end of a lona official
existence, or do some of them dream of
our humbler Nashville?

I'.y the plainest rule of party organiza
tion, the moment tbe Chairman of tbe
April convention called It to order, tbe
authority of the existing Executive Com-
mittee expired by tho incidents of its
own creation. During the period of ile
sitting the convention had direct and
supreme control of all party affairs, and
wnen tuev aujouruert, unless they delega
ted their authority to some special per-
sons, it full back into the general mass of
the parly, to be brought forward only b?
a new convention. The lormer Execu
tive Committee had dissolved, and U
is as ridiculous for them to claioi
authority under their appointment by
tbe February convention, as it would
have been bad the ohairnian of that body
claimed to preside over the deliberations
of the one of April. There may have
been a mistake or oversight committed by
the convention in failing to appoint sucb
a committee before adjournment, but that
does not revive tbe former committee.
As well might the appointees of conven
tions held years ago ctaiiu to act by virtue
of their appointment. And however dis-
agreeable it may be to any one desiring to
use tne partuirgamzauon for tue attain-
ment of Congressional or legislative
honors, 1 am compelled to declare that
tbe persona assuming to act as tbe Demo
cratic Executive Committee have no more
authority than any other members of the
party, aud that all tneir acts aa such are
but usurpations upon the rights, the cus
toms and tne principles of the party.
For oue I protest against it, and believe
that to be tbe general sentiment on the
subject.

Now, I take it for granted, that aa tke
Committee is charged with the virtual
management and control of party affairs,
they should properly be the best men of
the party men of influence, ot expe- -

rienoe.of superior talents aud well known
to all classes of tbe people. Does any one
member of the present Committee pos
sess any or.eof these requisites?

Colonel i, J. DuBoee ia the head and
front of them in every respect. An an-
tagonist wbo should take him for a mark
from among the lot, certainly does tAem
more than justice. And yet, what are the
gallant Colonel's claims to tbe leadership
and direction of the Democratic party ?
Does it lie in the giant shadow of his mil-
itary achievements cast over Memphia by
the setting sun of Arkansas?

I gladly grant all he may claim on that
score from those he led in battle, but this
is no claim for political prominence, utter
lege, arma silent.

Is it on account of the influence of tbe
little evening paper he edits so well, or
of tbe vast amount of political expe-
rience acquired by snipping tor its col-
umns ?

I hardly think he would claim, or
cotii 1. the command ot the party upon
any such grounds; and I am sorry to aay
that I believe the public have never
given the Colonel credit for that fire of
genius which can supply experience aid
creates resources. r.veu if tney aid, the

discontent at his course and
proacriptive politics, the aeleat ot tne
party at tbe March elections by a gross
and palpal ie Radical trick, tbe alienation
of both the foreign and working ele-
ments, and the absurdity of an Imperial-
ist guiding the campaigns of Democracy
would be lough tacts so dispose of.

Tbe arrogance of still assuming to act
nti leader in the face of these plain facta
has raised a sentiment of censure agaiust
him. and be well deserves it, but were
the Colonel to retira gracefully to the edi-

He has sprung up with unhesitating as-
surance, in growth aa rapid and green as
Jonas' gourd, aud we find him push-
ing our seniors away grasping the party
helm witb all the rasli confidence ol his
raw and inexperienced youth, and ready
and eager to pilot the party amid the
storm of Radical opposition, intrigue and
patronage.

His sei vices became so well
acknowledged by the regiment that when-
ever a detail was made tor a scouting
party, the question, 'is O'Neill going to
lead it?' became of common occurrence,
A soldier writing from Bardslown, Ky
in August, 1S63, say s: 'We kuow of seven
rebels he has killed with his own hands
We know that he Las charged 2uo rebels
with thirty-thre- v men. We know be
charged two regiments of Morgan's com
mand with nny lain and took three of
their guns. Let every officer in thfser
vice do as well, aud the privates will soon
finish tne uuiance. His achievement
with Morgan's regiments we irive almost
in the words of Archbishoo Purcell. of
tincinnsii,' eic. 1 his braggart then goes
on to detail how O Neill did the great
deed, aud winds up with "Atorgnn broke
and ran. This was the last 0 Morgan on
the rtWrf." Tbe sketch continues, and
tells how he became captain in a nigger
regiment, giving up a command of white
men Iriahmen to do so. To any one
who knew anything personally of Mor-

gan, or of bis command, tbe utter absurd
ity of tne iiiuucunioouiniuB is ap-
parent to cause anytbing but a smile of
contempt. Think of a cowardly little
whelp, too pusillanimous to lead the men
whom he duped into one of the wildest
achemes ever conceived in the brain 0 a
madman, and who allowed himself, on
top of his oath, never to recross the fron-
tier alive, to be captured by two civil offi-
cers and carried back without a struggle
think of him routing two regiments com-
manded by John Morgan! Could Billy
brairiradocio iro further? We sympathise
with the wrongs of I reiaud, and hope that
soon the tyrant's power may be broken;
but we can assure our Irish friends that
auch stock aa O'Neill will never have a
hand in the breaking.
