MORE FRAUD.

The Edgefield and Keatucky Railroad-Repo- rt

of the Investigating
Committee.

The report of the Committee on
Railroad Investigations, on the Edge-
field and Kentucky railroad, recently
reatl in the House of Representatives,
conclude as follows:

The committee, in concluding
their report upon the Kdge field and
Kentucky railroad, would respectfully
call the atteution of the Legislature to
the fact of the issuance of the two hun-
dred bonds to J. T. Boyle, and would
say, that, in their opinion, the law
could not have been properly con-
strued as directing the Governor to
deliver said bonds to any other than
an otfictir of said KJgetield and Ken
tucky railroad.

The committee would also call the
attention ol the Legislature to the
very unsatisfactory condition of the
account of R. B. Cheatham, Receiver
ot said road. It will readily be seen
that the vouche-r- s presented by him
show the disbursement of $280,000 in
bonds, ana about in cash, as

presenting the $325,000 in bonds. D-
eceived by him, or that lie has tailed to
produce vouchers for $45,JO0 or $50,000
of said bonds; it will also be seen by
the statement of James Plunket, that,
iu his attempt to make a settlement of
aid n ci i ver's accounts, the debts ex-

ceeded the credibj some $4 ),O0O.
The committee would also call the

attention of the Legislature to the
account of the Receiver, John B.
Brownlow, showing that his account
is short some $1600.

The committee are unaWe to find
any law authorizing the making of
the contract of lease between the
Evansville, Henderson and Nashville
railroad and the Edgefield and Ken
tucky railroad, and are of the decided
opinion that the running of said road
under said lease by said Receivers was
wholly unauthorized, and that they
should be held to a strict account for
all losses that the State may have sus
tained by reason of their unwarranted
action and culpable negligence in the
discharge of their dutiesi that the
State was swindletl by the operation
is perfcetly apparent by reading the
testimony. The committee would also
direct attention to the statement of the
Receiver, R. B. Cheatham, of the dis
position ot his bonds, in many in
stances at from sixty to sixty-fiv- e

cents on tne dollar, while the testi-
mony of J. C. Warner shows that
many of them were sold at from sixty-nin- e

to sixty-nin- e and one-ha- lf and
seventy cents on the dollar.

The Committee) are cf the opinion
that the only way the State will
ever be ai to ascertain the just and
true condition of the accounts of said
Receivers, will be by a judicial in-
vestigation.

Thfj Committee would suggest that
the frge interest of the State, in said
read, deserves the attention of the
Legislature. The road, not paying
