Memphis, June 26, 1870. Tour oceo-xicm-

correspondent having been kindly
invited by tne officers or Holly Springs
Lodge, No. 35, P. A. M . to wftnaaa the
laying of the corner-aton- e of the new Ma-

sonic Temple in course of erection at that
place, left Memphis at 6:30 p.m. Thurs-
day, arriving at Holly Springs at 4:30
a. in., a tedioua trip of only tan hours to
go seventy-fiv- e miles. The completion of
the Memphis, Holly Springs and Okolona
railroad is a consummation devoutly to
be wished by all persons having business
in that beautiful little city small in size,
but vastly ahead of Memphis in public
enterprises, for the new court-hous-e near-
ly finished would be a credit to cities of
much larger pretensions, to say nothing
of the new town clock which has lately
Iswn placed in the cupola.

The day dawned br.Mjir and fair, with
every prospect of a continuance, and by
9 o'clock our country friends, in
every sort of vehicle, came pouring
in to witness the procession and
attendant ceremonies, aa well as to partake
of the boun'.ifnl supply of good things
provided by the ladies to refresh the
inner man. The Grand Lodge was opened
by W. M. James T. Kant, acting a. special
deputy under authority of tha Grand
Maater of the State, attended by Brother K.
P. Booren, Grand Lecturer. After appoint-
ing the grand officers nec penary, the pro-
cession was formed under the auspices of
lirolher R. McGowan, Grand Marshal,
with Brother Lancaster and (out of com-
pliment) the writer as assistant, and with
the escort of Holly Springs Commandery
No. 4, mounted, and led by the Old Mem-
phis brass band, marched to the Metho-
dist Church; wnere visiting lodges joined
the procession, marched to the site of the
Temple on the east side ot the square,
where the usnai ceremonies were per-
formed, and we must say we never have
seen them more gracefully and impres-
sively administered. Holly Springs Lodge
may be well proud of its Master, Brother
rant. He is a zealous, thorough worker;
knows the needs of the craft, and bow to
supply their wauls, aud in this he la ably
supported by the S. W., Bro. I. C. Levy.
When the ceremonies were concluded the
procession again formed, and marching
through the principal streets, soon arrived
at the beautiful grove selected on the
grounds or Jlajor W. M. Stricklaud, and
a more romantic place we have not seen
for a long time. Here we found a large
number of ladies and gentlemen had pre-
ceded us to listen to an oration from III.
Bro. Giles M. Hillyer, of Natchez, Miss.,
who was expected to be present, but failed
to arrive, and in his place the W. M., Bro.
Fant, ever ready, and at an hour's notice
gave a very beautiful and feeliug address,
during the delivery of which, however.
the clerk ol tne weather, not haviue
we supposed, been iuvited, opened the
"sluice-gateso- f Heaven" sad down came a
pouring rain, almost completely ruining
the bountiful display of eatables; not
quite, however, for the clerk aforesaid re-
lented in about hfteen minutes, allowing
the god of dsy to again assert his
supremacy, and after a short time
our fair lady friends had again spread
their tables and at the sound or the
trumpet they were at once filled by a
hungry crowd, not tbe least of whom was
ourseir. Holly Springs can boast of more
beautiful young ladies than any Southern
city, and at no time do they look prettier
than when administering lo the comforts
of hungry men. We were extremely for-
tunate, for we had the attendance of Miss
Sallie McC 1, Miss F y and Mr.
W r all to ourselves, and we weren't
a bit hungry after leaving the table, at
which, however, we did not linger, for
tbe clerk aforesaid began again his mut-tering- s,

warning us that there was " no
place like home," for which we at once
started, and stood not upon the order of
our rMng, fortunately reaching shelter in
u,ue to escape the down-pou- r which fol-
lowed. We accepted the hospitalities of
Sir Kt. Mc 'arrol, one of Holly Springs'
most substantial cillzena, and one
of the three surviving charter
members of Holly Springs Lodge,
No. 3. and at his hospitable mansion
passed a delightful afternoon and even-
ing, to the enjoyment of which his fair
daughters, by conversation, music and
(lowers, contributed in no small degree,
a reminder of which we have in the shape
of a most beautiful bouquet, which, we are

ytossv, we succeeded in brtnxinu
safely to Memphis with us. But I am
forgetting all about tbe bail, to which we
wended our way, to pass away the few
hours intervening before our departure.
