INCOME TAX

AaeJisratiaa of the In com Tax -- Stor-
Report.

Wasuinuton, June 27. The fol
lowing are tbe two sections reported
by Shermau and adopted by the ISen-at- e

as substitutes for the income tax
stricken out :

1. That sections 120, 121, ami
12S, act of June M, 14, and ameatlad
by theactsof July 13, 1866, and March
2, 1867, shall be construed to impose
the taxes therein mentioned, being
the taxes on Uie dividend of the cor-
porations and salary of Government
officers for and daring the year 18M,
and that all such taxes shall be col-
lected in the manner now hereafter
provided by law.

2. That i,,r the purpose of allowing
deductions from incomes from any re-
ligious or social community holding
al! their property aDtl the income
therefrom jointly, ami in common,
each of the persons of such society,
aud the remaanni; fractional number
of such persons less than five. Over
such groups of Ave .shall be held to
constitute a nunily, and a deduction
of one thousand dollars shall be al-
lowed for each of such families.
Taxes on incomes, gains and profits
in such societies now due and unpaid
shall be assessed and collected accord-
ing to this provision.

CURRENCY BILL.

Report of Committee of Conf-renc-

parted by Representative Gar-

field to tin House.

v ashinoton, June IT. Kepreeen- -

tative Garfield to-da-y submitted to
the House the report of the Commit
tee on Conference on the Currency
bill. The bill provides for the issue
forty-fiv- e millions of national bank
notes to the banks in addition to the
three hundred millions authorized by
tbe act 1864 the amount so pro-
vided to be furnished by the Banking
Association to the States and Territo-
ries having less than their apportion-
ment as contemplated in the appor-
tionment act of I860. The securities
for such circulation deposited with the
Treasurer of the United States shall
be of any description of bonds of the
United States bearing coin interest.
Applications for this circulation shall
oe made within one year after
the passage of this act, and' the
Comptroller shall issue it to banks
making application, giving preference
to those States and Territories hav-
ing the greatest deficiency.

No bank organized under this act
shall have a circulation exceeding
half a million of dollars-- .

A new accoaat of the increased cir-
culation shall be made as soon as prac-
ticable, based on the census of 170.

The Comptroller, at the end of each
month, is required to report to the
Secretary of the Treasury the amount
of ontstandingjsotes issued during the
previous month; whereupon the

of the Treasury shall
redeem and cancel a like amount
of three per cent certificates
issued under acts of March 2, 1867,
and July 25, 186K, by giving notice to
holders thereof that interest shall
cease after the day designated in said
notice, and that said certificates shall
no longer be available aa banking re-
serves. Upon the deposit of any Brood
interest-bearin- g bonds in the Treasury
of the United States In the manner
prescribed in sections 1 and 20 of the
National Currency act, it shall ha
lawful for the Comptroller to issue to
banks making such deposit circulatory
notes of different denominations, not
less than five dollars, not exceeding
in amount eighty per cent, of the par
value bonds deposited, which
notes shaj! bear upon their face the
promise of tbe association to which
they are issued, to pay on presenta-
tion to the association in gold coin of
the L nited States, and shall be re-
deemable, on such presentation, in
such com: The capital of any such
banking association is limited to .,,
million dollars.
