It waa suggested that Mobile
may possibly become a part of Missis-
sippi; that Alcorn and I be Regirter, two
great potentates of that world, now

Mkmphih, June 557, 1870.

So tbe Honorable Board of Mayor and
Aldermen, City of Memphis:
Your petitioners, the Chajiber ot Com-

merce ot this city, wonld respectfully
represent to your honorable body, that iu

e of tbe rapidly increasing
trade and commerce of our city tbe en-
tire wharf landing is wanted for commer-
cial purposes our regular packet steam-
boats loading and discharging tbeir car-
goes, ilatboata of produce from tbe upper
rivent, and the various commercisl pur-poae- a

that create a use for a wharf.
Added to this is tbe necessity of keeping
a portion of the wharf at all times ready
lor tbe temporary landing of steamboats
passing up and down the river; also the
accommodation of our regular packet
boats engaged in the transit trade) with
various rivers and cities, the number ami
wants of which are daily increaaing, and
which it is of vital interest to ourcilv to
foeter, protect and facilitate the trade of
the xatne by every means in onr power.
For t beee, and various other reasons that
will suggest themselvea to your honora-
ble body, we respectfully request that all
wharf boats of every class and description
within the jurisdiction of this city be re--
moved from the river lauding and wliarf.
Aud your petitioners, as in dnty bound,
will ever pray.

Htnolved, That the President of this
Chamber of Commerce be authorised to
sign the petition to the Honorable Board
of Mayor and Aldermen of Memphis, re-
questing tbem to remove all wharf boats
trom the landing within the limits of tbe
oil' ; and that the Secretary present the
same to the city authorities.

The presentation of this paper led to a
long and discursive discussion, for which
we have not spsce this morning, but may
give its substance hereafter. The partici-paiit- e

were Messrs. Hill, Manan, Laoey,
Robinson, Chrisuiau. Townseud. Can'.ain
Adams, and others. Mr. ..mm present-
ed the following substitute '.r the resolu-
tion of Mr. Hill, who linally moved lhat
all the papers be referred to a.committee,
to report to the next meeting of the Cham-
ber of Commerce:

merchants of this city, and

by the Memphis and St. Lonis Packet
Company in handling and taking care of
freight owned, to a great extent, tuid
shipped by merchants of this city, mem-
bers of tbis Chamber of Commerce, and
who pay into the Treasury a majority of
the tax on merchandise collected by the
pity, therefore

llexolvrd. That this Chamber of Com-
merce reoommend. and request the Hon-
orable Board of Mayor and Aldermen to
license sam racKei Company, or anv

heretofore, to ilie handling of Ireitrlit
shipped over their Une.and fioe of charge
to the

Messrs. Hill, Laoey and Neely consti-
tute the committee to dispose of"the ever-
lasting wharf boat ustion.

ANOTHKK MOWOPOI.T.
Mr. Wilde, ol tho house of Wilde, Col-

lins dr Co., said that he had seen ootton
dealers peddling samples about the
streets, and tobaeno men and others, who
only paid a license and the usual city tax,
ami thai be had gone forth with bis goods
and wares, from his bouse on the oomer
of Washington and Main, and that, when
he exhibited samples of bis groceries to
tbe trade, he was arrested ami lined. He
thought tbe discrimination unjust, and
the oily law wholly wrong. His case was
retorred lo Messrs. Schoolneld, Pelligrew
and Wilde.

Mr. Wilde offered the following resolu-
tion, on which the foregoing committee
will report:

Hciolvnl, That tbe President of the
Chamber of Commerce be authorized to
sign a petition to the Board ot Aldermen
to rescind section 07 of act levying taxes
for city privileges, passed February IS,
1K70, and the secretary be requested to
present same at tbe next session of the
Board, and urge action on same.
