The correspondence between the
Chamber of Commerce or this city
and that of Mobile, inaugurated by
the latter, has a deal of signlncance.
Through many years Memphis has
complained bitterly of the conduct of
those who shape the jolicy of the
Mobile and Ohio road. Jt has cost
merchants in Macon, Mississippi, two
hundred miles north ol Mobile, as
much money to have a package shi-le- d

from Memphis as Irom New
York, and planters along the line of
the Mobile anil Ohio road, south of
Corinth, find it impossible to ship cot-

ton to Memphis, or draw supplii-- s

from Hall cheaiiest grocery market in
tlie valley of the Mississippi. While
Memphis has suffered, Mobile has
not escaped detriment. Memphis has
Uvti forced to seek an independent
m.-an- s of access to the rich cotton
growing districts of Eastern Mis-

sissippi, and it is proposed through
Ooneral torrent's road, to give
Selma those advantages of access to
the gnxvry market of Memphis
which Mobile refused to accept. It
has been alhgcd, with what degree of
truth we cannot tell, that Mobile was
originally induced to prefer Cairo to
Memphis, as the northern terminal
city ol its j;reat railway, by Milton
Hrew n, whose antipathy to the people
ot Memphis grew out of political
(Musi's which many old citizens may

Chicago wrought infinite mischief to
this city, and Mobile has suflered
hardly less than Memphis. The road
itself, iustead of being profitable, is
practically the property of its bond-

holders, and none pity and all con-

demn that recklis, remorseless self-

ishness which characterized the man-
agement of the corporation through
many years past. Of noeetssity,
as happens to cities which would
nMpjn the natural course of
trade, railway managers have dis-

covered that the violation of commer-

cial, as of moral laws, is sureiy accoui-panic- d

by Axed, inevitable calamities.
The road itself is profitless, and Selma
and Montgomery and l'eusacola take
advantage of the selfish folly of
Mobile, and undertake to secure the
very ends w hich Mobile sacrificed to
the vainglorious pur'iose of com- -

K ting with New York for Ok' wealth
and traffic of I'hicago. If Selma
secure the completion of a direct road
to Memphis, and Mobile still rely for
c,re-atm- s uMin its Cairo trade, while
Stanton marches onward smashing
things from Chattanooga to theses,
forgetful of Mobile as tlie objective
jmiut of his campaign if these con-

templated ends lie coasummated and
Mobile remain inactive, the ven-
erable city a queenly euijo
rium of trade almost a century ago
must sink into utter iu.siguificanco.
There is a way of escape for
Mobile. It must have direct access
to the grain and bacon fields of Kan-
sas, anil of the new northwest. It
must make Memphis the point at
avhich tlie lruits and wealth of the
tiulf Coast, tad of the Indies, and ol
.South American States are exchanged
for products of a harsher climate be-

yond the Mississippi. Mobile must
compete with Selma and Savannah
for the trade of Memphis. The Gulf
must rise up against the CKvau.-Th-

way to victory is short, direct
and easy. It is only needful to build
a little railway line from Grenada to
Meridian, and the distance between
Mobile and Memphis is liwiied one-thir-

Infinitely better would lie an
original failroad between the two
cities. How cau it le built? This is
the question which merchants of
Memphis and Mobile, over a few bot-

tles of generous wine, may discuss
some day next month, very leisurely,
aud a graver theme never concerned
the two cities. This subject is further
discussed in our coLummcrcial column.

desirable than possible. The power
of the party attempting the task is
broken because of utter fciilure to at
tain its ends, and because it exasjier
ates the race having greatest intelli-
gence and the greater share of power
Another latal blunder which was a
crime, was the liberation of slaves by
"one tell swoop." Laws were en-
acted which made it dangerous to em
ploy a negro; and by law not only
were civilized whites sought to be re
duced to level with barbarous, un
lettered blacks, but these black sav
ages were invested at once, as far as
unhallowed legislation .could accom
plish the end, w ith perfect equality of
social, political and industrial rights,
and the lowest type of people were
invested at once with the worst iioHsi-bl- e

They became,
four millions ol them, by the breath
of Congress, jioliticiaHs and paupers.
The necessary result of Radical in-

sanity, injected iutoall thislegislatkiu,
the enactment of local laws against
vagrancy being prohibited, was that
the industrial system of the wbole
country were uprooted. Capital
in the North, as anxiously as
in the South, seeks labor.
In very truth Radicalism has
but one central idea and that is negro
supremacy. The currency, tax laws,
public debt, foreign relations, Cuba,
San lkiiningo, railways and public
lands, all constitute subjects of parti
san discussion in reference to which
Radicalism has no opinion, and no
defined policy.

tinction be'.ween the hero and states-
man fatal to his claims to fitness for
the place he occupies.
