I n the volume of the "Consti-
tutional view of the late war bettreea
the States," by Alexander II. Ste-

phens, the following aceonut tegivea
of the ejection of 1'resident and Vice-Preside-

of the Confederate States.
Pages .;e-i;- :

The next step va the election of
officers under that Provisional Gov-
ernment. The Provisional Constitu-
tion was adopted at a late hour on
Friday nigiit, the Kth. A motion w as
then mad' to go immidiately into the
election of otticers, but upon sugges-
tion that it would be bette r to aiiow
each of the State delegations time to
confer among themselves, it was ed

to defer the election until next
day, Saturday, the !lh. On tliat day,
as is known, Mr. Jefferson Havis, of
Missi-sipp- i, received the unanimous
vole of tiiesix States then present, for
the o thee of President; and in like
manner I was elected to the office of
Vies President. Mr. lMvis was not
at Montgomery. He was in Missis-
sippi. It v as generally understood
trom statements made by the Missis-
sippi delegation, as well as from oth-
ers who knew his (K'rsoual views upon
the subject, that he did not desire the
office ol President. He preferred a
military position, and the one he de-Bit- ed

above all others was the chief
command of the army, which the
States might deem it necessary to or-

ganize.

Stephens, if voa have no objection
how this about; how Mr. Davis
came to he chosen President, and you

W hen he deter-
mines upon any Hue of policy,
he pursues it with all his ener-
gies, openly and boldly, without re-
gard to opposition, and with very lit-
tle inclination to win by conciliation
those who differ from him, whether
in or out of his own party. His join-
ing the Constitutional Union organi-
zation in lh5e-5- it and other like acts,
had caused strong personal opposition
to him in the Democratic party, even
when there was no disagreement upon
a common line of policy.
