She gave up the weapon which
she had used a four-barrel- repeater of
the sharpe patent, apparently perfectly
new.

Her Character and Fwiune- s- HT Res-
ide ce in Memphis-te- n. Gaines

and the Fortunes ol Memphis.

The name ol Myra Clark fjaines w ill be
remembered while TrnwaMj liroisin,urelesn energy, unfaltering onndeuce in
the divinity that shapes otr ends, are
honored miiol, men. Amid all the vary-in-

fortunria inc. lent to her extraordinary
life, there was never a breath of calumny
that affected her fame. Her womanly
worth, palpable in tvery act, in every day
demeanor, in her intercourse with jurists
and statesmen, has ever been confessed.
Those who have lost most by her steady
toil, while she was he pi.-s- - and penniless,
save as she was rich in the exhaustless
resources ol tireless energy uud inflexible
purp.we, have been herstaunchest friends
and f.ssei ted most persistently her exalted
womanly wonn. vo have seen her un-
der circumstances that tesli d every qual-
ity of her head and heart. The writer
watched her fixed, resolute expression
of face whn the Supreme Court of the
I'nited States was pronouncing its opin-
ion n the winter of 1861, by which the
object ol a lifetime ol anxiety and toil
was attained. Shu w as as true, to herself
to her fame, to her strength off character
in that final, decisive hour, when many
millions of wealth hung upon the breath
Off fancy, as when, a few boum before,
-- h was the irayes: of a social circle in a
lashicnable hotel. Her conduct at Rich-moo- d

in tho winter off MB 1 was worthy
.'!' her fame. She refused to do more than
demand her legal rights, and that these
should lie xpoundeo in accordance with
the same principles that deiiued those of
other oMzemi of the Confederacy. A
l.ouisi mi Confederate court bad refused
to recognize the decision of the supreme
judicial authority of the l uited States.
Mrs. noes was daunted by no danger,
she ihraiik from no respon-ibilit- y, and
defied all opposition. Long ago her in-

vincible spirit was illustrated iu
A THRILMNd SPEWH,

in her own case made by Mrs. Gaines
herself. In the early part of its progress,
a question was b fore the court which it
was very important to Mrs. fla;nes, should
it be decided in her favor. Hut upousome
grounds, by a ruiiug of the court, the
Jo Ige relused to hear any argument from
her law yers. Oeueral Oaines appealed to
the court to allow him to speak to the
point involved. But no, the court would
not hear evt n General Oaines. Finally,
'revoked to exasperation at what she

e uiceived to be the injustice of the arbi-
trary ruling of the court, she demanded
ihe privilege of defending her case, and lor
one hour and a half, with such truth
and eloquence, brought before the cou.
such a i array of facts and law that tin
court, the bar and spectators were ali
overwhelmed She victoriously carried
her point.

ATTKMPTED ASSASSINATION.
Many years ago, two attempts were

made to take her life; one by shooting at
lier while she was standing on the verau
dah off her hoarding-h- o use on Canal street
At iiieMmi time she was violently as
saulted while walkicg with some lady
friends in a garden in New Orleans.
These attacks were made soon after the
commencement of her suit, and not long
after the death off her first husband, Mr.
Wm. Whitney.

A PROPHET AND (1ENERAL.

The interest manifested iu behalf of
Mrs. Gaines in her ellort to secure lier es-

tate arises in part from a lively recolloe-lectio- n

by our oldest citizens of the yir-tue- s

and goodness of her excellent hus-
band, and the remeuibraiice of the deep
interest he ever maniltsted iu Memphis
and the welfare ot her people during his
residenco here in lSXi-:- u lib. This cit3'
was then his military headquarters, anil
hie residence was at the big spring two
miles east of Memphis, in nil the good
and great men who have worked for the
growth and advancement oi Memphis, no
uie is more eutitled to the gratitude and

prai-- e of this ; pl than Oeuerai E P.
Gaines. Lje was the tirst to direct public
attention to Memphis as the best point in
tho Mississippi valley for a great rail
road center. In 1K3 he made a
map of this and the adjacent
States, jxiinting out the lv;st and most
practicable routes tot rai Iro ad ster in mat-
ing at Memphis. His map was printed
and extensively circulated at the time, a
a copy of which may now bo found iu the
possession of one ol our old citizens, and
an inspection of it will show how thor-
oughly he had studied in advance of all
other men tho subject of railroads, and
their relative importance and bearing
upon the prosperity off Men. phis. Nearly
every road aud projected road in the
Southwest is indicated on Gton. Oaines'
map, made in Memphis, ueariy forty
fl rs ago. At one time he owned a large
amount ol real estate iu this county and
city, and bad bo lived a few years longer,
wo'uld perhaps have made his permanent
residence here. He died at his military
head quarters, in the St. Charles Hotel,
New Orl..! S, iu lb'J. The purity of his
life, i h generous impulses and the uni-
form courtesy and kindness that charac-
ter!, d his utoreourse with cui.ms and
soldiers, w on lor him the ptfnost confi-
dence and respect of all classes ol the com-
munity. There are not many of his oo--:

nipoiaries now living. Greenlaw,
V . ,o u. Charles McLean, W. Park, A.
B. Holt, Eugene Mairevney, Cobb, Hol-

land, Dr. Frayser, R. Topp and F. Titus
are annum the lew remaining who were
cMceeM of Memphis wheu Gen. Gaines
made this city his home.

.Mils. i.AISKs' loHTl XES.

The above remarks have been suggested
by the newspaper account a of the Late de-

cision in favor ofMrs. Gaines by the Uni-
ted States Circuit Court in New Orleans,
Justice K idley oiesiding. This decision
places he( ill possession of all I he properly
awarded her by tho Supreme Court ol
the I'niied Stales iu lst7. The delay
in enlorcing the decree was owing
to Judge Duiell, the resident Judire, ex-
cusing nimself from enforcing tho decree,
ou the ground that ho was a party inter-
ested, having been made a defendant in
one of the bills filed by Mrs. Oaines. This
decision is all she expected or asked of
ihe court, and is to her a salistactory
guarantee t hat she will su recover her
entire estate; the property involved in

h s suit b"ing a portion of one hundred
aud thirty acres in the city of New Or-

leans, Ihe remainder g in the poses
sion of parties who were not embraced in
the just decided.

The uecree is full ami ample, as will be
seen by the following paragraph:

"And the court doth further order, ami
adjudge, and decree, that the complain-
ant, M ra Clark Oaines, as the legittma e
and only child of the said Daniel Clark,
aud uu.Vorsal legatee under his last will
and testament, is justly and lawfully en-

titled to the property aforesaid, so claimed
and held by the defendant L.iymeyer,

with all the yearly rents aud pro-nt- a,

accruing from the same, since the
same came into the said defendant's pos-
session, to-wi- t: On the 80th of Septem
ber, lSki, aud lor w hich the defendant is
hereby adjudged, ordered aud decreed to
account to the said Myra Clark Oaines."

The same decree is entered against tho
city o; New Orleans and the other de-
fendants in the cases then lie fore the
Court.

The Court peremptorily orders the
property to be placed in her p ssession,
tnus declaring that she basal last, alter
tlnrty-seve- years of effort, toil, perplex
ities and privations, sii'-- as few
individuals h ive ever t n lured, succeeded
in seciiniitr her rights by order of the
highest judicial authority in the United
Slates.

WHAT MIUH r HE HONE.

It has been said that in the hands ol a
eompf tent writer a volume of great in
teres! could le produced giving a his
tory of the litigation of Mrs. Oaines, from
Ju'y, lbod, the dutuof the liliug ot her first
tail, to tho tinal conclusion of tho Su- -
breroe Court of the United States, iu lMiT,
m her case against the city of New I r--
leans.

She was Isiru in New Orleans, the exact
nine is not clearly proved, but it was in
the year 104 or 1S0, and at the house of
Mrs. Harriet Smith. When she was six
or eight days old she was put in the
charge of Mrs R. M. Davis, and remained
with her until the date of the marriage
of Myra to Mr. Whitney. She was
brought up by the family of Col. S. B.
Davis, and was considered the daughter
of Mrs. Davis. A very short time pre-
vious to liermarrUge with Wh'tney, M-- s.

Davis made known to her the true his-
tory of her parentage. It was thon, with

zeal and energy unexampled, as the
relation of her litigation will show, that
she commenced to assert her rights and
to establish the truth of her parentage.
Why she was kept in ignorance, up to
this dale, of the fact that Clark was her
father, has never been explained. Mr.
Justice Davis, of the Supreme Court of
the United States, upon this portion of
the history of her case, pointedly says:

To the discredit of the friends of Daniel of
Clark, this child grew to womanhood in
ntter ignorance of her rights and parent-
age, and did not ascertain until 18:H (then
not fullvl. since which time she ha been
endeavoring to obtain her rightful inher

one. " tnir to tn- - lapse ot tune, h was
difficult to reach the truth, aud necessa
rily tor many years she groped her way

"dirkness:but finally she was able to
show the great fraud perpetrated against
her."

WHO WAS DANIEL CLARK,

few lilies iu relation to the father off

Mrs. Gaines may interest her trieuds in ui
Memphis.

Dnniel Clark was corn in ireiauu, ami
came to New irieans in tne year inm.
He soon became one ol the most promi
nent merchants in the city. His fortune
then consisted in his talent, education
and energy. His letters and other writ- -

ingJi show hi in to have been a man oi
highly cultivated mind, and his perse-
verance and energy were unbounded. He
was a leader in all the great local enter
prises of his day. He wan the projector

' ind builder of Catral Carondv by
which vessels are admitted Into the heart
of the city from Lake Ponchartrain. He
was one of the first mrchmts of the city,
and h;s commercial reletions extended all
over ibis country, and his name was re-

spected, and his ships were known in al!
the important cities of Europe. He bad
a passion for acquiring land, and owned
vast districts.

HIS LAND SPECULATIONS.

Remarkable instances of his foresight
and judgment are given iu the location of
loauy ot his purchases, in many places
where these are now, the linnet sugar and
cotton plantations, when purchased by
him, were impenetrable cane brakes and
swamps. Neither the quantity, the price,
uor the location deterred him from buy-
ing. He bought one grant of over two
hundred thousand acres on Onachita
river, which then had not been seen by
twenty white men, a largo portion off
which is now under cultivation, and
valued at from ten to forty dollarsper acre. He was one of three part-
ners who purchased the Indian titleto the Bayou Eieuff country, a
dirtnot extending from near the
city of Alexandria to Cbienville, a dis-
tance of about thirty-riv- e miles, embrac.
ing at this day many of the yery boat and
most valuable cotton aud sugar planta-
tions in the Slate. When he purchased
it, it was a dense canebrako and tho ad-

joining country inhabited by Indians
only.

THE i HE AT SfUAR ESTATE.
Many other remote grants were pur-

chased by him whi"h are now covered
with cities, towns and plantations. His
transactions in city property and im-
proved plantations were also immense.
In 1M2 he sold to General Wade Hamp-
ton, of South Carolina, a pj m'ation and
slaves lor five hundred thomund dollars.
This property was known as the Hoinnas
plantations, and is now owned by Mr.
John Rumside, of New Orleaus the
largest producer off sugar in the world.

Mr. Clark was one of t lie mtsl noted
and influential politicians of his state.
He was I'nited States Consul at New Or-
leans before Louisiana was ceded to our
Government, and w as the br--- ; Represent-
ative from that State in the CottfrMaaof
the United States. There arc bwt it
any, living who can give any persoiPil ac-

count of him, tnt the written hi 'tory of
the times represent him to bo a man of
great popularity and intliienco among all
classes of his people. He was SSMCeecfU
in everything he attempted, and conse-
quently made a very large fortune, of
which he gave freely and cheerfully to all
benevolent and charitable purposes and
institutions.
CLARK 's EXECUTORS AND THEIR TREASON.

In 1H11 Mr. Clark made a will in which
he named aa his executors Chen and Keif,
his former partners in In
1813 he made another will, but hav-
ing lost confidence in Chen and Keif, he
appointed three o'her friends as his ex-
ecutors. In tho will of 1813 Myra, now
Mrs. Gaines, was acknowledged to be his
legitimate child, and by the terms of the
will made his universal heir und legatee.
Mr. Clark died in August, 1813. His last
will is supposed to have been destroyed
in a very few minutes afler his death, by
parties who were intorested in the provi-
sions of the one of IKU.

The w ill of 181.1 had been shown and
read by Clark to his friends who were
named as his executors, and to others, hy
wliom its contents were proven, aud the
will admitted to prolate by the Supreme
Court of the Stale of Louisiana. Under
this will the decision of the Supreme
Court off the United Stales has been
made iu favor of Mrs. Gaines.
