This letter bears no date, and was in-

dorsed on tbe back, in the same hand
writing, as follows: "My address ia
Paul Kaase, care of Mr. (iaultier, wine
merchant, 612 Spruce street, St. Louis,
Mo." This memorandum followed, in-

tended evidently lor the bearer: "Goto
Mr. Felix, who keeps a bar and cigar
stand on Main street, somewhere near St.
300, in the lower part of town. He will
show the road to take to go to Fort Pick-
ering."

Mr. Castey, to whom the letter is ad-
dressed, ia a well-know- n and respectable
gardener, whose bouse, by a strange coin-
cidence, was not over a hundred and fifty
or two hundred yards from where the
body was found. Indeed it is on the bluif
immediately above the spot.

Tbe "Mons. Felix" alluded to in the
note n our old friend and well-know- n cit-

izen, Felix Leclerc, whose establishment
is on the west side of Main street, two
doors south of Uuion. He says that tbe
stranger never called on him for the di-

rections, and he baa no knowledge of who
he may be the letter mentioning the
given name Louis, only.

This is slL The jury, after a caretiil
examination, returned a verdict that tbe
deceased came to bis death by being shot
through the head with a pistol or a riUe in
the haids of some person to tbem n.

A'diiort Appeal : As yonr paper seema
to have a broad and extensive circulatlou
throughout the whole State, I deem It a
proper channel (If yon consent) to place
before the public the cause or causes that
have produced such a broadcast excite-
ment within tbe midst of oar (but s few
days since) peaceful and quiet neighbor-
hood.

In order, therefore, to set the public
right (for there still seems to he some
erroneous ideas afloat! relative to the ex- -
c.tement, I will give a few facta, in detail,
as they oeuurred. About the 15th of June
last, it was told to me that one Allen
Gardner (a colored man), who came from
Mississippi sometime last winter, and
lived on the Dodson place, now owned by
Mrs. A. M. Moore, snd not having an oc-

cupation to follow, cania to tbe conclu-
sion, I presume, to entertain his friends
by getting or attempting to get up a bar-
becue on tlie fourth of July. TI,e com-
pany who joined him were to be uni-
formed and masked. Learning, further,
that be had been previously serenading
around, masked and armed, with his
sword, and fearing that something might
occur to destroy the peace and harmony
of our neighborhood, I went at once to
Merrill Persons, one of tbe colored labor-
ers on the farm, and after informing him
what I had beard, I found that his fears
had been aroused to about the same ex-

tent. Uc then proposed to me that we
should get up a barbecue for our hands on
our place, in the grove, to be under my
control, on the same day. This was dot a
to keep all the hands belonging on the
farm from attending Gardner's barbecue.
Merritt seemed to be atraid to have
anything to do w.th him, for
fear Gardner wouU. injure him,
as he hail on one occasion threatened to
burn tbe ehureh, of which Merritt ia a
member, for not joining him or partici-
pating in bis barbecue. I named the mat-
ter to one John Hughs (colored), who is
our gardener, and well known in Mem-
phis, lie Hughs) remarked that be was
not afraid of him, and took the matter in
hand at once, and the few that bad gone
into Gardner's affair withdrew at once,
and agreed to remain at borne ou that day.
Allen Gardner then cursed John Hughs,
and said he had broken imo his arrange-
ments, but said he (Gardner) could find a
plenty of meathat would see bim through.

Things welt on in this way until the
27ih ot June, at night, when he was taken
off by some unknown persons. I learned
trom bis wife, Ann Gardner, that about
midnight some twenty-liv- e persons, with-
out uniform, unknown to sny of them,
knocked al his door and inquired for Al-

len Gardner. His wife stated he was
much frightened, and almost shook the
house. She also stated that she had
begged him to drop this thing, as it would
come to some bad end. His mother-in-la-

(Lucinda Little), told me this morn-
ing. 6tb inst., that neithej of them were
astonished at bis end.

Things went on thus until Sunday last,
when I thought the excitement was at an
end; but I learned, when returning from
church, that H bad increased to an alarm-
ing extent, and that the neighbors were
going to assemble in the roal just below
me for the proteciionof the neighborhood.
1 met tbem, and we went to work to find
out tbe beet plan to meet tbe emergency.
We agreed to keep a still watch through
the night, to be on the safe side, and meet
next morning for the purpose of investi-
gating the matter. This plan was fol-

lowed by Mr. C. A. Hill, W. Reynolds, J.
G. Wright and myself. We spent the
day (Monday) in the investigation. We
found Gardner and three others consider-
ably complicated. Their names and the
evidence I deem proper to withhold, as
there has been no arrest as yet. These
are the facts as near as 1 could reach them.
