BLOODY RIOT.

The Stupidity, lgoorance and Bigotry of
Orangeism the Cause

New Yors, July 12 —While the Orange-
mon were ocelebrating the annivemary of
the baitle of the Bogyne, at Eim Park, Lo-
tuy, they weare attacked by 300 Lrish la-
borers, whose anger bad besn rousad by
pxpresaious of the Ornogomen insuiting
to thoir oationslity and feith. The as-
sui Innts used stones and the implements
with which they had bean working, and
the Orangeomen defended themsslves with
thedr pistols,

Thores Grady wasshat in the head and
instantly killed; also John Brady, four-
teen vears old, together with a man,
namwe opknown,  Four others—Patrick
Carr, Thomas Murphy, Thomns Adams
and Namuel Smitb—were fatally injured,
and & large number of others were se-
verely wounded.
