When at work, and in fact generally,
t hey are around the crown
of the head, giving a ludicrous re-
semblance to a lady's chignon. Their
faces are almost invariably as smooth
and destitute of beard as a woman's.
They are quite short, but generally
plump and round-faced- , and their ap-
pearance not in the least repulsive.

After working hours, quite a num-
ber of them can frequently be seen on
the street, and they make the neces-
sary pure 111 hps of clothing, etc., at the
shires very quietly.

with evident delight. But not always
loes so enviable fate await them at

the hands of the softer sex. A day c r
two ago, as a little party of them were
leaving the print mill of Freeman

a bucketful of dirty water des-
cended from an upper story window,
fell upon the head of one of the Ori-
entals, who took it very meekly and
manifested no resentment. It is but
justice to the pruprieUirs, who hail
been courteously gratifying the curi-
osity of their Celestial guests by show-
ing them through a part ot the mill,
to say that they made every effort to
discover the offending girl, but in vain.

The gait of the Chinaman is a pecu-
liar halting, constrained toddle, re-
minding one of the locomotion of a
hen hoppled by the frugal swain as a
protective measure in defense of his
vegetable beds. When in a hurry
they swing their hands directlv fore
and alt, and as they generally go
tiamt-in-han- d, lite school children,
their appearance on tbe street is quite
ludicrous. The citizens usually re-
garding them as inoffensive and docile,
are disposed to give them all the as-

sistance needed in acquiring informa-
tion.

All danger of interference or vio-
lence on the part of the Crispins
seems to te over. Very many of the
latter have left town, and more are
going every day, in search of work
elsewhere. Others have taken up
with other employment and are now
working in the mills, driving teams
or farming. A few are still idle, and
art1 reported to" Tie receiving aid from
coders of the order. I heard indirect-
ly of one of these who declared that
he had refused an oflfer of six dollars
a day elsewhere; "for," he philosophi-
cally remarked, "the ten dollars a
week I draw will supiiort me here.
