There was a large and enthusiastic
meeting of our Irish fellow-citize- ns at the
Criminal Court room laat night. The
boil y was composed of the most influen
tial and respectable Irishmen in our city,
and their deliberations, though fervent
and enthusiastic, were characterised by
dignity, sobriety and earnestness. Each
one seemed to feel that an era waa ap
proaching which might offer a chance for
the display ot all of the long pent fires of
irisn patriotism and devotion.

The meeting waa called to order about
p.m , by Mr. Deyle, who nominated

Thomas Motiext, Esq., to the chair, which
wis unanimously carried.

On taking the chair Mr. Moffat made a
few nea: remarks, thaukiug the meeting
for the honor etc. Maj. Jos. Barbiere was
then elected .Secretary, on motion, de
during, that although he was the son of
a Frenchman yet as the Irish, French
and Spaui irda were descended from one
people he presumed he might venture to
serve.

On motion the Chair appointed a Com
inn tee of five to adopt suitable resolu
tions.

W hile the Committee retired tbe Chair
announced that according to agreement
Col. Geo. R. Phelan would now address
the meeting. Colonel fhe lan ommenced
by stating that it was necessary for the
objects and sentiments of this meeting
to be so distinctly understood that there
be no chance of mistake. That it was
positively not to array the Irish Ameri-
cans in antagonism to either France or
Prussia, but simply to consult as Irish
men as lo the probability ot Eng
land becoming involved in the
war, and to declare our faith
that "Eugland's foe is our friend, and her
diluculty our opportunity. This was
received with cheers. lie then went ou
to speak of the notorious fact of Ireland's
wrong and .suffering under Kngiish rule.
comparing its present condition wilh that
of tne days when, if uncivilized, they at
least were Irishmen free aud happy in
their own country. He dwelt upon the
weakness or f.ngland in comparison with
that .of other great powers, " that she was
but the bare punt, without breadth.
strength or capacity npou which the
glories of her former greatness east the
splendor of their recollections, and by
the mere glitter of their associations, dsx-zle- d

the minds of tbe doubting and in-

credulous." Declaring his heart ever was,
and would be filled with love to Ireland,
warning against the evil effects of dissen
sion snd factious quarrels among Irish
men, and advisiug that money and
not men was needed ifrom this country,
he closed bv s peroration declariug that

the giant fabric of the venerable Eng- -

ish constitution was already rocking and
eeling beneath the powerful blows of

Republican principles. The drum beat
hich encircled the world had grown
tat, sna the sun which never set upon

the crimson glories of her dag had grown
dim in the rising clouds, and mists of his
setting. Soon the final crash of her over-
throw, shall lesve but n lonely ruin on
the site of her glory, anc. from amid the
broken fragments of her destruction, the
long sought boon OI irisn independence,
should arise in beauty and strength, like
some tall palm which waves its verdant
shadows over the deserted ruins of Pal-
myra, on Baal bee." The close of CoL
Phelan's remarks were received with
cheers and applause.

Mr. P. L. Mitchell waa the next
spoaker, and delivered an eloquent and
forcible speech, frequently interrupted
by applause, iu which be indorsed Col.
rtieuus views, and in a clear resume
of European politics showed the impos-
sibility of England's remaining neutral
in the present contest. He expected
Irishmen lo be ready to seize the moment
when it should arrive to strike a blow for
Irish independence and declared his be-
lief that the opportunity would soon
offer. Mr. MitcheU took his soat amid
warm applause, snd the Chair then an-
nounced the reception of tbe report of the
Committe on resolutions, which con-
sisted of Messrs. Doyle, Sweeney, League,
Pendergrast and Heehan.

The resolutions were to the effect that
Ireland is no country's foe save her her-
editary tyrant, England, and that should
A become involved, the

would pledge their money and sup-
port to their brothers In Irsland. The res-
olutions were unanimously adopted.

Mr. Mulvihill being loudly called for,
made a neat and felicitous speech which
was received with applause, after which
tbe meeting sdjourned in the beat pos-
sible timlwr anilsdlsposition.
