tion and its special conditions, can
gain nothing, but can lose much by
taking part in European complica-
tions. Its politieRl pole-sta- r ought to
lea strict neutrality." Prince Leo-pai-d

will, therefore, be a Spanish
king, who will not cause tbe least un-
easiness to our powerful ueighlsirs by
his conduct or his affini ties. . us
have energy for an inslant, and, call-
ing reason to our aid, all daugers will
lie promptly dissipated.

The Madrid journals, to hand by

mail, publish the text of the circular
dispatch of July 7, addrtwsed by the
Minister of Foreign Atikirs to the
various diplomatic representatives of
Spain abroad, explaining the mo-
tives which actuated Mtrshal Prim in
offering the crown to Prince Leopold
tie llohenzollern. After explaining the
general situation ot the country since
the revolution of September,the docu-
ment goes on to say:

Public opinion, both in Spain anil
abroad, called imperiously for a ter-
mination of this situatiou. At home
every one was ardently desirous of
crowning the work of the revolution,
and to road the friendly governments
several times expressed, as your Ex-
cellency has no doubt hail occasion to
observe, their wishes for the consoli-
dation in our country of a definitive
situation which would dissipate the
fear of future complications. Such is
the fortunate success which the Span-
ish Ministry has the honor of sub-
mitting to the notice of the govern-
ment of through your Excellency,
and 1 do not doubt that it will
bo received by that court with
the liveliest satisfaction. The
cordial relations which happily
exist between tho two countries will
continue, I Hater myself, on the same
intimate footing, for the same spirit
and tbe same desire to maintain them,
will auimate the Spanish government,
The latter, so Ctr as its exterior rela-
tions aro concerned, has endeavored
until now to draw its inspirations
from public . pinion, as well as from
tbe welfare of the nation. Prince
Leopold, if he should happen to oc-

cupy the Spanish throne by the vote
of the sovereign Cortes, will be a con-
stitutional King, with the most demo-
cratic constitution of ail those I hat ex-
ist in the countries governed by libe-
ral institutions. His government
cannot, therefore, avoid to con-
tinue to obey the inspirations
of public feeling, which will not
be changed because a foreigner
comes to occupy tbe post ot first mag-
istrate. From the moment he ascends
the throne of San Fernando he will be
a Spaniard, and with that title he will
continue and will consolidate the work
of the September revolution iu an ex-
clusively Sjjanish point of view. Oc-

cupied principally with the political
regeneration of the nation at home,
he will observe tne strictest neutrality
abroad a course of conduct which
will permit him to devote all his
strength to the development of the
moral wiu material interests oi tne
country, and nothing will be able to
change the line which Spanish ioIiey
has tr.teed out for itself.

It is for that purpose that the gov
ernment of his Highness, employing
it- - free actum to prepare the mon
archical solution which was required,
came to a direct understanding with
Prince Leopold without for a single
moment' thinking that Its honor per
mitted it to make any compromise
with even the slightest indulgence ol
a European Cabinet. I call most par-
ticularly the attention of your Excell-
ent- to this point, because there is a
certain importance iu showing clearly
that the Regent's government in
this matter obeyed only its own
inspirations, and that no object of
national interest abroad, and still lees

EM. LAND'S INTEREST IN THE WAR.

In urging that every etTort should
be madeor the maintenance of peace,
we are moved more by moral consid-
erations than by tho; of traditional
koropean policy. We may say at
once that we care very little about the
balance of power, which within the
last two or three years has significant-
ly disappeared from the preamble to
the mutiny act. A war betweon
France anil Prussia would be a war
for the left bank of the Rhine, and
would no doubt be fought out until
the capactty of the one to conouer or
of the other to defend that debatable
land was fully decided. The military
result of such a war would affect us
but little. The time has passed when
it could matter to Kugland whether
any Western siwer possessed a few
siuare miles more or less, or the com-
mand of this or that fortress. Since
the last settlement of Europe, States
have come to maturity in the world
which threaten to dwarf the ordinary
members of the Kuropean system.
Russia and the l'nited States are the
powers which the next generation will
look upon as the most formidable.
Moreover, the interests and attention
of Lngland arechieny.concerned with
her own growing coloniits, and with
tho vast populations of Asia. The re-
sult ot a Franco-Prussia- n war is ot
little moment to us politically, but
we have an interest, in common with
the whole of i'.urope, that the two
most advanced nations of the Conti-
nent should not plunge into a contest
the effect ot which may be to divide
them for a generation by an enduring
hatred. How much the real strength
of civilization may lose by such a con-
vulsion it is impossible to foretell.
We can only be certain that tho im-
portance of Western Europe, the prin-
cipal field of human progress, will be
diminished, perhaps permanently, by
a fratricidal strife.

VOLl XTEEBS FOR FRISSIA.
The Consul-Gener- of the North-Germa- n

Union has issued the fol-

lowing:
Adispateh lo this morning's papers,

purporting to come from Herlin, states
that the North-Germa- n Government
DM issued circulars to all the Consuls
of North Germany in foreign States,
requiring them to forward immedi-
ately all Germans liable to military
duty, paying their passage and fur-
nishing them with such articles as
may be necessary; also, that they are
empowered to forward on the same
terms all volunteers who may wish to
tijjht for Germany. I beg to say that
uo such order has been received at this
office, nor is likely to be issued.

All those who are under obligations
to report to military duty have to do
so by their own means, when public
notice has beeu given of mobilization
of the army. No such notification
has as yet reached here. Those who
have come hither under a misappre-
hension and are without means, may
be supported by the Consulate. Under
no circumstances, however, will the
latter be converted into a recruiting
office.

France is now isplatcd. She has not
an ally; for I do not reckon Austria
as an ally. Let her budge, she falls to
pieces. Were Austria weak enough
to go to war she would disappear from
the map of Europe. Her German
population would become Prussians;
the kingdom of Hungary would ab
sorb the others. It is almost certain
Russia would join Prussia, and they
might induce Italy, by promising all
the possessions Austria still holds in
Italy aud Rome, to enter the alliance.
Obliged to keep a large army in Alge-
ria, another on the Spanish frontier,
something of an army at Rome, strong
forces near all the manufacturing cen-
ters, France would enter the war
ovorweighed. She might win Italy
to her side by promising Rome and
Austria's Adriatic posse-islons- , reeojn-pensin- g

Austria with Prussian terri-
tory. These measures would, how-
ever, make tlie Catholic clergy hostile
to the empire, and unite the Germans
with Prussia. Even were France suc-
cessful in this war, hated by Spain,
Italy, Prussia and Russia, you would
see these powers Europe, as 1 might
say wait for an opportunity to over-
whelm France.
