We are permitted to make the follow
ing extract from a letter from Carl Uuth
erz, our youug Memphis artist, date
Paris, July u, 1870: "in my previous
letter 1 told you of Yvon's ureal painting
for A. T. Stewart, As 1 expected, it was
very severely criticised at the exhibition
although the artist ia really considered
the greatest battle painter living. I doubt
much if any other French painter couh
have handled that subject with so tine a
result. The French school, at present, ia
loo severe anu realistic, i hey paint too
much lor doctors and anaiomiuls, which
makes them incapable of entering
into grand ideals without timidity. This
of course, gives tameness, particularly
n coloring. The painting that won the

grand medal oi honor in the exhibition
was me Dast day of Corinth, ' painted
by Tony Robert Flenry. The acene is
taken from the third day after the battle
w here Memnleus enters the city evacuated
by llsidetenders. lie orders the women and
children, lo become slaves, and after nil
laging the city by a signal of trumpets
all the male survivors are to be slaught
ered. The picture shows a group of fe
males in despair in tne foreground, sur
rounding a bronze status ol Justice, vain-
ly calling on it for protection. The
principal figure in the group is a young
mother with a baby on her lap, looking
the embodiment or despair, and at 111 all
beauty and life. Others in the same
group are clasping their hands,
one haa thrown herself down at the
base of the statue all showing a terrific
agony. But the most prouiinent ol all
others is a figure standing by the mother
and child, looking from under masses of
da. k hair that intensities an Impresaion
such as few artists ever portrayed on can
vas. She sees the distant legions ad
vancing and hears the trumpets of the
murderous soldiery. No pen can do this
picture justice, although very many
among the three thousand on exhibition
are as worthy of note, and perhaps In
some single point, better. None equal
tins in complete grandeur. I was con
siderably disappointed in the productions
of American artists sent here. They are
sadly iu need of some one to re-
deem them to keep up the dignity
oi my country, mere were a few
very pretty paintings, but nothing to
give me much pride in them.

THE CHINESE.

Addrew at tht Chamber of Commerce
the Subject this AftirtMM.

We are authorized to announce that J
M. Hixson.lEsq., of San Francisco, will
meet sucn citizens as may desire to ob
tain practical information in regard to
the Chinese, as laborers, servants, etc., at
the Chamber of Commerce, thia eveniug,
at 4 o'clock. jMr. Hixaon is thoroughly fa-

miliar with the subject, and it will be
to the advantage of all parties wishing to
secure labor to go up to the Chamber thia
aiternoon and hear him.

The St. Louis Republican, of the 24th,
speaking on thia aubject, says: "We are
informed on reliable authority tnat about
one hundred gentlemen, householders
of this city, have completed arrangements
for the introduction ot Chinese houae
servants into their families. The neces-
sary negotiations have been consum-
mated with the Chinese emigration so-
ciety in San Francisco, and the first in-

stallment of Chinese for St. Louis will
number about three hundred almond-eyo- d

sons of the flowery kingdom. The
housekeepers who have joined in this
movement recognize the fact that house
servants are exceedingly acarce, and that
there is a vacuum to be filled in this
species of labor without the least
interlerlng with any existing class of
laborers. They mnst have reliable
servants for washing, cooking and other
housework, and they regard the Chinese
as entirely capable of filling the void.
They have accordingly agreed with their
agents in California to pay them good
wages, certain stipulated sums, and to
afford them all necessary protection for
the term of years for which they are em-
ployed. On the other hand, guarantees
of good service are given by the Chinese
under forfeiture of contract. These ar-
rangements have been very quietly made.
Iu a short time the Chinese will come in
here just as quiety and at once drop into
the homes that have been provided for
them."

Why should Memphis be behind St.
Louis in this movement? The negroes
here are more worthless, if possible, than
they are there, good white servants are
almost impossible to find, and our house-
keepers are absolutely at the mercy of a
pack of lazy, idle creatures, not worth
their salt.

Mr. Hlxsons inthe city for the express
purposo of making contracts, and fur-
nishing reliable labor, and Is provided
with letters of introduction to some of
our best citizens. He will this evening
answer all qaoatlons on the subject that
may be propounded to him.

Editors Appeal When I
my communication publiahed
Sunday's issue, I did not

penned
in your
suppose

that any one who knows Cap-
tain y, and the position he occupies
as to " eligibility" to a seat in Congress
would raise a question in that regard. But
as your correspondent "A. B. C." has
thought proper to do! so, it is proper I
should roply. He asks, " if your corres-
pondent is correct, how can Captain
Lacey subscribe to the following oath"

If I understand the force of the Eng
lish language, and meaning and intent of
the act of Congress to which be refers, it
contains nothing which would make Cap
tain Lacey or any other man responsible
for the private sentiments contained with
in his own breast and which were not so
used or expressed aa to violate anv rule
or order of the military authorities, or
act or resolutions of Congress, Captain
Lacey had learned from experience before
coming to Memphis that great prudence
was necessary when coming in contact
with the military, .lie had lasted some of
tbefruiss of imprudent expressions before
coming here, in the destruction of his
property, and insults to nimseli aud
family by the military caused by the feel
lngs which it was believed he entertained

I did not intend to say more than was
contained in my first communication, in
reg'rd to what Captain .Lacey had dune
lor souinern people, out - a. a. v. n
made it necessary. While hia acts were,
tn niv certain knowledge, ot the moat
liberal kind and sympathising kind to-

ward those in distress, yet they were so
prudently bestowed that no act of Con
gress or military order was violated.
This course was necessary for his indi
vidusl good, and without it hu influence
and ability to do the many acta of kind
ness to BOUtnern people would nave been
lost, or destroyed. It shows the fore
sight, or what is usually termed
nhreicdnest, of Captain Lacey, in thus
keeping htmseir in the right position.
Would he not show equal good manage
ment aud ability in Congress, in behalf
of the eople of this district T

1 diJ not intend to suock tne modesty
of Captain Lacey by parading before the
public his many good acta, which were
bestowed when we were under strict mili
tary rule and at which time he could not
have thought of future reward; but "A.
B. C. compels me to enumerate some
whicn came within my knowledge. I will
say nothing of his kindness in individual
cases, to families of many of our citizena
who were absent during the rederal oc-
cupation of Memphis, but 1 will again re-

fer to his knewn kindness to Confederate
prisoners generally. My own brother,
when a prisoner, was a recipient at Cap-
tain Lacey's hands, of clothing and other
comforts, and for which I could not forget
him. He obtained a permit from (.eneral

He went to Washington, a his own ex
pense, and got the order countermanded
prohibit ing shipments of provisions below
Cairo.

gentleman we ever had in command here
during the Federal occupation. He took
an active part in having citizens relieveo
from that infamoua order, requiring them
to go on all trains to Coilierville because
the trains had been fired ou by Confede-
rate soldiers. He caused many private
citizens, of both town and country, to bo
released from the " Irving Block," who
were confined for trivial causes. These,
and many other things, were done tor the
relief of Southern people. Still they were
ho; done in contravention of law or mili
tary orders, and hence do not disquali-
fy Captain Lacey from taking the oath
referred to.

When iu the Legislature of Missouri.
and when the question of secession was
agitated, amid the greatest excitement
Captain Lacey declared in opposition to
the policy, but also declared, as did the
mmortal l.ee, that bis allegiance was due

to his Slate, and whatever it did he would
stand by it through good and evil. This
defined his position, and caused the Fed-
eral soldiers to destroy hia property and
maltreat nis lamuy ; uence ue ieu nis na-
tive State, and became a citizen of Mem
phis, and did not come here aa an adren
turer.

I think these things entitle Captain
Lacey to the warm consideration cm our
people. His position ia so well under
stood that no question would or could hi)

raised in regard to nis euginiitiy it elect
de to represent us in Congress. I know
he could and would take the required
oath without compromise of his good
name or feellnga.

The boom at Stillwater, Minneaota,
closed last Friday, and the active log
aeason tn.iy now lie considered at an end.
The season has been a most successful
one, prices having been good, and the
quality of tbe logs better than tbe aver-
age. There have been eighty days of ac
tive operation, during which time 504,854
logs, containing 136,146,933 feet, have teen
ruu through tbe boom. The Doomage on
these logs amounts to 2108,919 95. Out of
this wages have been paid to two hundred
men, at SI 75 to per day, besides board.
Of the amount rafted this year, some fifty
millions remained over from last year,
leaving about eigbty-si- x million feet that
was cut laat winter. The amount of logs
remaining back, that was not driven, ia
variously estimated at from five to eight
million, making at least ninety million
feet as tbe result of last winter's work in
tbe pineries. This is more than an aver-
age, but not near so much as was put in
for the season of l.soy, which was one hun-
dred and ninety million, the biggest win-
ter's work ever put in the St. Croix.
