For years previous to the arrest of
Beall aud his trial, between John
Wiikes Booth and himself bad ex-

ited the closest intimacy. They had
drank from the same cup slept in
the stine lied admired the same girls

spent convivial nights together, and
so ran their social lives into each that
like Damon and Pythias, they were
more than brothers.

When last we saw John Wilko
Booth in Chicago, at a lime during
the war, v. hen he, Artemas Ward, or
Charles F. Browne, and the writer
hereof, were iu the refreshment room
under McYicker's ThaaU r, as certain
men in Chicago rememter, he
then, as for years, a firm friend of
lieall. This friendship began long
before it never ended.

With the plan to abduct Lincoln
and hold him in some Isolated retreat
in the HouUi, till, for his release, all
Southern prisoners jn Northern hands
should be given up, Beall and others,
including poor Mrs. Surratt, were
familiar.

When Beall went as the special
agent of the South on a hazardous
oissiou, the friendship of Booth weul

with him.
At last Beall was arrested. He was

tried and sentenced to death. Then,
with him looking into the Kternal
mirror, our ehapter begins its ending.

Johu Wilkes Booth resolved to
make a grand attempt to save the life
of his friend Beall, and conveyed in-

formation ot his purpose to him, with
the whisper of hope a part thereof.

At this time Booth loved with
strange and tender devotion a daugh-
ter of John P. Hale, Unite 1 States
Senator from New Hampshire. He
worshiped her a, in hi mind,
the best and purest woman he had
ever seen. She admired him, but not
with that eternal-reachin- g wildmMs of
love his was for in r.

For the purpose ot our recital we
must draw aside a curtain to reveal a
glimpse of a family picture.

Booth loved her for her worth,
virtue, purity and goodness. But he
was reputed a gay man of the world,
and she feared to trust her heart aud
destinies into his keeping, though we
have reason to lelteve she greatly
admired him. And her father, looking
to the happiness of his daughter, as he
thought, was not quite willing Uie
alliance Booth desired should be
formed. But for the gifted genius he
had a liking and an admiration.

ne night in Washington after Beall
was doomed, John Wilkes Booth and
John P. Hale called on G. W. McLean,
of Cincinnati, who was then in Wash-
ington. They w anted McLean to go
with them to find Colonel John W.

Forney, and, with him in company,
call upon Lincoln.

McLean was unusually intimate
with Lincoln, and had more influence
with hi in than any other Western
Democrat. And he was cheek by
fowl with Fornev. Mcliean was to
vouch for Booth, with Hale and For-
ney to join in asking executive clem-
ency for Beall.

It was past midnight when the
carriage containinir Hale, Booth and
McLean left the hotel where the latter
was stopping, and wss driven to
Kornev's residence. Forney was in
bed under the influence of liquor.

After some little talk aud ex plana
tions he arose, bathed his head in ice
water, made a hasty toilet, and took a
seat in the carriage.

The party were then driven to the
White House, reachiug there about
two o'clock in the morning. They
were admitted past the guard, and
fouud President Lincoln m his room,
not yet retired.

Then came an explanation of the
MM ol the visit.

President Lincoln sat bv the side of
h i.;itor Male ami listemsl to the par
ticulars. Booth then aud there told
that once he was in a scheme to ab-da-

the President, not to injure him,
but to aid iu the release of certain
friends who could not be exchanged.
He told tliat all that was of the past,
so far as he was concerned.

And then he asked for the reprieve
of Beall, promising on his honor as a
man to ever aiier oe as rtMKi a menu
to Mr. Lincoln as man could be to one
who had rendered such a favor to
warn the President if it come to his
knowledge thai his life was in danger,
and to hold himself personally respon-
sible for the good behavior of Beall,
ever after.

It was a question of life or death,
lieall was doomed. No jiower save
the Executive could save him. Booth
pleaded with all the impassioned elo-
quence of bis nature, aud thousands
i'ii.. in thousands know what that was.

Senator Hale asked the pardon of
Beall as a favor to hi nisei i ami family.

Forney asked for it tor reasons then
and there given, as did McLean, and
the reasons we can give at the proper
time.

Booth told the President of their
long established friendship of his
li ve for the brave adventurous spirit
ol his love for the young man who was
doing for his people in the South just
what a patriot in the North would
have done for the cause and the people
dear to him.

I'resideiit Lincoln was greatly
moved, even to tears, and gave to
Booth his word of honor as a man
that he should be pardoned.

Then there was joy and happiness
in that room. B;xtli kissed the hand
of the President, and thanked him
with tearful eyes and choked voice,
even after his friends had taken their
hats to leave the presence of the Chief
Magistrate of the nation, who had
promised, and whose promise was by
Booth relied upon.

But alas for human promises ! Beall
was hung. The President did not
keep his word did not pardon him.
Seward, whose tiukliiur bell sent his
lietters to bastiles, "said it would not
do that Lincoln'- - duty to theBepub-liea- n

party demanded the execution
of Beall to keep tinted the sentiment
of the North for such blood.

Lincoln said Beall must be par
doned, for he had promised it.

Seward said he must not w par
doned, or there would be strange re
veal men ts:

And so the President weakened,
withheld his pardon, aud poor Beall

ii tiered for patriotic devotion with his
life.

Whin Booth learned that Lincoln
had lied to him, and not kept his sa
cred promise, his face turned to the
iiallorot death, his lips oecanje wuite,
his eyes seemed ready to burst from
their Sockets, and hi swore by the
Eterual Ciod that he would kill the
man who had lied to him, and tji.it
his own right I and, then raised to
heaven, should avenge Una death of
his comrade. And it did.'

Booth called to his counsel but a
few friends, some ot whom wore in
Washiugtou, two of whom were not.
He luarjsl the President for his own
avenging, Lad to ithj-r- s was given in
charge to kill Seward at the same
honr, for his interference.

As we believe, under the directing
power of another world. Booth's hand
did avenge the death ol Beall. He
was the martyr to private feelings, for
he knew that almost certain death
awaited him, but he tared not for
that.

inflamed by revenge going like a
bolt of wrath to the President, he
fired the shot w hich sent echo after
echo do f! the long lane reaching to
the future.

He kept his word he avengud the
death ot ids friend, and a wondrous
Providence dealt then with him as the
world knows of.

But Seward livid. There was not
tliat "lightning" in the hearts of
those w ho were deputed to aid Booth
in bis avenging that tilled the soul
w ith the one who settled so terrible
in fall with the President.

And so died Abraham Lincoln, not
by i he hand of one who struck in be-

half of a nation, but by the hand of a
fiery, impetuous stage-walkin- g tene-
ment of chivalry. Had he kept his
word, he would not then and there
have died, no matter what his fate
afterward.

Paris, July 2t. The French papers

Pakis, July 2. The Journal Off-

iciate contains the following report
from the Ministers of War and Inte-
rior to the Emperor: The Govern-
ment has authorized the organization
of local national guards in the frontier
towns of the north and east, but the
Government thinks it necessary to re-

nounce the idea of organizing a gen-
eral national guard. Meanwhile it
believes that companies of French
volunteer sharpshooters established
more extensively than at present will
constitute a valuable reserve for the
protection of tbe national territory.
The two Ministers propose that the
engagement of the sharpshooters shall
be limited to the actual term of the
war, and that volunteers admitted
with these bodies 'shall be especially
charged with the local defense.

The following is the proclamation
of the Emperor to the army, on as
suming command in person:

"Soldiers: 1 come to take my place
at your head, to defend the honor and
the soil of our country. You go to
combat against one of the best armed
of European countries; but other
countries as valiant as this have not
been able to resist your valor. It will
be the same to-da- The war which
now commences will be long and
hardly contorted, for its theater will
be in places hedged with obstacles and
thick with fortresses. But nothing Is
bevond the persevering efforts of the
soldiers of Africa, Italy and Mexico.

ou will prove once more what the
French army is able to accomplish,
an i mabs t by the sentiment of duty,
maintained by discipline, and influ
enced by the love of country What
ever road we may take across our
frontier, we will find upon it the glo-
rious tracer of our fathers, and we will
show ourselves worthy of them.

Myers was executed
and in less than ten minutes the mob
charged the fence in force and com-
menced tearing It down, but when
they discovered it was too late to save
Myers they dispersed, swearing eter-
nal enmity to Governor Palmer.

MURDER.

Mr. Nathan, a Prominent Stock Broker of
York, Butchered la bin Bad-roo-

New York, July 29. Benjamin
Nathan, a brother-in-la- w of Judge
Cardoza, was murdered last night In
his room. The body was discovered
this morning. The head was beat n
to jelly with a ship carpenter's iron
tool, known as a "dug." The room
was covered with blood. Two sons
and a servant, in adjoining rooms,
heard no noise. The deased was a
native of the United States, aged
ftlty-si- x years. The Stock Exchange,
of which Mr. Nathan was a member,
offers $10,000 reward far the apprehen-
sion of the murderer. The murder of
Mr. Nathan has created excitement
abuost eoual to that of the Burdell
tragedy. Tbe scene of the murder
was an elegant brown stone mansion
near Fifth avenue. Tbe head was
covered with wounds, the face discol-
ored and swollen, his night shirt sat-
urated with blood, and his body and
legs smeared with it. The door aud
wall were also covered w ith blood, as
though then; had been a desperate
struggle, anil the bones of two or three
lingers of the right hand were frac-
tured, as though they had clutched
the assassin and been violently struck
to make him loosen his hold. The
wounds are nine in number, and the
skuu in all parts completely shattered
No arrests have been made, nor is
mere tne slightest clue to the perpe
t rut or of the deed. The general belief
is mat robbery only was intended,
but being discovered by Mr. Nathan,
beat him to death to prevent capture.
It is believed the murderers comfaled
themselves in tbe noose yesterday, aa
an tne uoors and windows were se
cured, except the front door, through
which they escaped. Mr. Nathan is
understood to be worth two millions
Coroner's jury impanneled for the
inquest.
