But an
other, in which the same English no
bleman is a prominent figure, which
lias rcen produce! in a journal de
voted to Cru making, and o hatching
stories at the expense of the Empe
ror's enemies, has elicited the most
emphatic evidences of the wrath and
vengeance of the Emperor.
