James Mowall, was a well-known
financial man, but afier some reverses
of his, Mrs, M. undertook to make
way for herself. She became known
in private circles a3 an accomplished
ponucder, and was urged to go apon the
stage. . This she did at the Park
Theater, on the 13th of June, 1545, in
tho eharacter of Pawline to the Claude
of the popular and admirable actor,
Mr. Wan.
