Effort of the New York Proas to Charge the
Crime Upon the Murdered Man's Son.

From lbs Philadelphia Age.
The recent attempt, in a leading

journal of New York, to connect one
of the sons of Mr. Nathan with his
murder, has caused uuita a commo-
tion, as well among the paper of
that city as among the people of the
nation."

in a city which would produce
such monstrous fruits.

The West India Telegraph Cable.

Kingston, J ., July 9. The tele-
graph Meet ha-- , at lt sailed from
hero, convoynl by her Majesty's
steamship "Vestal," Fnited States
steamship "Yantic," and a Spanish
gunboat. As regards the length of
time required for the submarine por-
tion of this work, this cable is only
exceeded by the British, Indian and
French Atlantic cables ; but as regards
the difficulties attending the comple-
tion of the enterprise, it is probably,
without any exertion, the most dif-
ficult ever attempted. The mere fact
that about thirty-si- x shore ends will
be required Ls sufficient proof of the
amount of trouble tebe anticipated.

The entire contract embraces about
3103 nautical miles of submarine cable
and 350 miles of land line, and the
whole system, when completed, will
connect Cuba with Jamaica and Pa-
nama, and with the major portion of
the Wt- -t India Islands.

Hie first portion of the work con-
nects Havana with the port of Bata-ban- o

by a land line: from thence a
submarine cable will be laid to Cien-
fuegos, and from thence to Santiago
de Cuba. From this important place
acable will be laid to Morant Point,
in Jamaica: from Morant Point two
cables will be laid one, the longest
section of all, to Aspinwall, N. G.;
the second will be to Porto Rico, aud
from thence to the South American
coast, touching at the principal
islands. The following list gives the
different sections:

Batabano to Cienfuegos, Cienfuegos
to Santiago de Cuba, Santiago de Cu-
ba to Morant Point, Morant Point to
Aspinwall, Morant Point to Porto
Rico, Ptirto Rico to St. Thomas, St.
Thomas to St. Croix, St. Croix to St.
Christopher, St. Christopher to An-
tigua, Antigua toGaudaloupe, Oauda-loup- e

to Dominica, Dominica to Mar-
tinique, Martinique to St. Lucia, St.
Lucia to St. Vincent, St. Vincent to
Barbadoos, St. Vincent to Grenada,
Grenada to Trinidad, Trinidad to Cape
Nassau.

The steamship "Dacia" and five
other vessels are employed in the
work. The "Dacia" has been fitted
up as the vessel from which all the
work will be done, the other vessels
ts-in- simply employed as carriers.
Her machinery is of the strongest and
most massive form possible to con-
ceive, and the picking up machinery
is very strong, and probably heavier
than that used on the "Great East-
ern" for the Atlantic cable; the drum
is overhanging, driven by internal
gearing. The steamer "Suffolk" will
lay the shore ends, and has been fitted
up for that purpose.

The able for the work is divided
into deep sea cable, --,V nautical
miles; intermediate. 130 miles, and
shore ends, 66 miles. Total, 3,153
nautical miles.

ST. THOMAS TREATY.

Grant's Friends Determined lo Run it
Through next Session of Congress.

From the Now York Herald.
A gentleman authorized to act as a

semi-offici- agent of the Danish gov-
ernment is in Washington now for the
purpose of stirring up a new agitation
about the St. Thomas treaty so long
aud so unjustly neglected by the
L nited States Senate, it seems prob
able that his efforts, united to those of
Senator Nye and otherinfluential peo-
ple, will result in bringing the subject
once more into prominent attention
when Congress reassembles. A tew
days ago, it will bo remembered, it
wa) stated in several newspapers that
toward the close of the late session of
Congress, Senator Nye offered a resolu-
tion, which he Intends call- -

ng up tor consideration next
winter, asking for all the in-
formation in possession of the Presi-
dent in relation to the St. Thomas
treaty. Senator Nye proposes to have
the treaty ratified next session. The
friends of the treaty contend now that
in spite of Sumner's opposition a fav-
orable report can be obtained from
the foreign relations committee and
that two-third- s of the Senate will
vote for it. How far their hopes are--

justifiable under all the circum
stances ol the case, i am unaoie to
ascertain, but from their confident as-

sertion, it probable that they
have something more than specula-
tion to work upon. In favor of re-

opening the question and urging rat-
ification they say, with some truth
and justice, that Denmark did not
offer to part with its possession,
but that it was only after repeated
solicitations by this government
that she consented to transfer her
territory to us for a pecuniary consid-
eration. All the preliminaries were
carried out by her in good faith, in-

cluding the free vote of the people for
the transfer, but the United States
Senate never acted upon the treaty,
because the Committee on Foreign
Reflations did not report it to that
body. And it now lies among the
musty records as neglected as so much
waste paper; that Denmark justly
complains of the indignity with which
she has been treated an indignity
after all that had passed, which was
not expected by one nation of another.
The weak voice of Denmark was in-

efficient against our Government, and
the fulfilment of the treaty was there-
fore not accomplished. Such treat-
ment would not have been practised
towards England, France or any other
)iowerful nation. It is a matter of re-
gret, they urge, that the truth has thus
to be spoken; but our national pride
and sense of justice should prompt us
to repair the loss.

One of the bills passed by Congress
on the last day of the session con-
tained a clause providing that here-
after no advertisement, notice or pro-!os-al

for any executive department of
the Government, or for any bureau
thereof, or for any office therewith
connected, shall be published in any
newspaper except in pursuance of
written authority for such publication
from the head of such department,
and no bill for any such advertising
or publication shall be paid unless
there be presented with such bill a
copy of the written authority afore-
said. This will break up a great
abuse which has existed in various
quarters.

took command, and after a very se-

vere fight, the position was occupied
by General Froissard, it being taken
by assault. General Traveris and
Colonel Renter are among those who
are wounded.

The Spanish Call for Help.

A moat significant commentary up-
on all that has been given out recent-
ly by the Spanish authorities at Ha-
vana, comes from Madrid, In the an-

Now, the question
arises, does it require an addition.il
lorce of fourteen thousand men to
finish up the work in suppressing
these insignificant bands of guerillas,
or has the powerful Spanish army,
already sent to Cuba, so terribly
r3duced by casualties as to need these
fourteen thousand to fill up their va-
cant ranks; or going to the main
question, arc we not to understand
that the stories about the insurrection
h iving died out were false? Whi--
ia it?
