Paris, August 12. Bodies of the

"Private letters say that Marshal
McMahon's treasure chest, containing
one million five hundred thousand

francs in good, was captured by the
Prussians.

London, August 12. Our special
correspondent from Paris, on Thurs-
day, writes: "Scraps of news about
the recent defeats are permitted to be
printed. At Relnchaffer the soldiers
had no cartridges left; they had been
without any for an hour,
and had made repeated bayonet
charges. The Prussians mowed them
down in masses. Ammunition was
on the way, being conveyed hy rail,
but was stopped at the station nearest
the battle field by the explosion of
bombs from the Prussians. Prussian
spies had signaled the train to their
friends.

The Prussian armies are reported
penetrating France In three great di-

visions, by way of Forbach or Metz,
by Weissenburg, and hy Mulhouse.
They evidently intend to cross the
Vfisges and make for Nancy.

The first thing the Prussians did
was to cut the telegraph lines and the
railway between Strasbourg and St.
Auverne. St.Auvernei.s the key of the
Vosges.and if the Prussians are really
there, as there seems to be no doubt,
the eastern railway of Franco Is
thrown wide open, and Saarbruck Ls,
of course, almndoned.

The French soldiers and officers are
furious at the want of organization.
On the tith inst. no coffee was distrib-
uted until 0 o'clock at night. The
soldiers fought, fasting after f he bat-
tle. There was no distribution of food
for four days, and the soldiers lived
upon potatoes gathered from tho neigh-
boring fields.

BELGIUM.
Antwerp, August 12. Advices re-

ceived from the seat ef war in France
state that a great battle is momenta-
rily expected.

Brussels, August 12. Last night
there was an enthusiastic popular
demonstration before the palace and
British Legation.

The Time this msrning says the
pride of France and her prestige de-
mand that those who brought this on
her must suffer for it. To be victori-
ous or discrowned Ls Napoleon's alter-
native on the next battlefield.

PRUSSIA.
Berlin, Aigust 12. The small

vessel which persisted in entering the
Oder, in spite of warnings of danger,
ran against a torpedo and was blown
up. The crew was saved.

Before his departure for the seat of
war, General Sheridan, accompanied
by an Adjutant, visited General dt

at the War Office, where he
was received with the attention with
which he has been constantly honored
since his arrival in Germany.

Berlin, August 12. The Bavarian
army has passed through Vosges and
bivouacked last night at Dumenren-gen- ,

near Saarlouis.
General Sheridan, of the American

army, has left for the King's head-
quarters.

The Oueen announces that she takes
personal charge of the wounded of
both nations, and their treatment will
be identical.

The French prisoners, as they pass
through railroad stations,receive noth-
ing but kindness. The citizens and
volunteers give them refreshments,
cigars, etc., and ladies enter the cars,
going from man to man, offering them
paper and pencils, anil volunteer to
write to their friends for them.

Berlin, August 12. A party of
French wounded have just come in,
all of them being forwarded to
Shoudon to-da- 226o French officers
and soldiers taken in Saturday's bat-
tle have arrived there.

St. L'i.loart, August 12. In the
battle of Woerth the first corps of the
W urtemburg contingent lost t otflcers
and 1 men killed. 327 wounded and
118 missing.

At Giesweiler the Wurtemburg
troops captured one mitrailieur, three
cannon, one staff carriage of the
Fourth division, 2200 prisoners and
oOU horses.

Boston, August 12. The steam

pleasure boat Grace Irving, with a
party of fifty on board, struck a srock
off Fort Warren yesterday afternoon,
ancf immediately sunk. All on board
were saved.

A Pittsburg Banker Commits Suicide.

B. Meatz, a well-know- n banker of
this city, committed suicide about ii
o'clock this morning, by shooting
himself through the heart. He was
found at 7 o'clock, seated in the wash-
room of his bank, with his pistol on
the floor. He left a letter to his wife,
in which he states.thatowing to finan-
cial embarrassment he took his life.
