The -- mail arrived, and all gathered
around tape eorjtoral, who read it tl.f
names and distributed the letters and
journals. It is not correct that the
Tenth, Eleventh and Twelfth came
here from Besancon. The first named
only came from that town, the
Eieveuth from l.angrea, and the
Twelfth had received orders from this
place before reaching the destination
at first indicated. The three remain-
ing battalions completing the contin-
gent of the Seine arrived this morn-
ing. Almost all the men here are
now armed with the converted breech-loa- d

ere.
Another communication from Cha-

lons, in the Siecle, M. Teller being
the writer, says:

On Xuebday the trains from Paris
went no further than Avricourt. The
rest of the line as for as Strasbourg is
abandoned. If the journalists who
pretend that the service is continued
aa in ordinary times came to Nancy I
should only have, in order to unde-
ceive them, to take them to a large
waiting-roo- which thedirectors have

laced at the disposal of the post of-c-e.

E At this moment it is a mass of
confusion, L.ya piled on bags, and
some hundreds of thousands of jour-
nals. This accumulation represents
the communications sent to the other
side oi Avricourt. Thus the whole of
Alsace knows absolutely nothing of
what is passing in France. Not one
letter or periodical reached it. Every-
thing sent to it i" provisionally stop-
ped at Nancy and deposited in the
caput mortaum of the station. At
Frouard 1 learn that since the morn-
ing twenty-eig- ht trains have passed,
carrying toward headquarters soldiers
and considerable quantities of artil-er- y

material. At Tuul the trains croBS
others loaded with field pieces, and
so on throughout the Kne. The inter-
val between the departures is ten
minutes. From time to time some
regiments of the line pass. We are
about to have at last what we have
hitherto been deficient in during the
three unfortunate encounters, a pow-
erful artillery force. At Reichshoffen
we had only a lew batteries to the
ninety pieces of the enemy, which
poured grapeshot on us during a ten
hours' combat. We will return the
compliment on the next occasion, and
the marvelous courage and spirit of
our troops wiil do the rest. A victory
may save everything, and that is why
we must have one.

A correspondent, writing from Metz
to the Dtbat, says:

Marshal Bazaine is a man to be de-
pended upon ; he knows the Prussian
tactics: he is aware that they do not
show themselves in the plains; that
they scoot perfectly; that they place
themselves in ambosh a- - sharp-shoote-rs

in the woods of France, the small-
est paths of which are as familiar to
them as to the goat-herd- s and wood-
men of the de partment, for they have
been studying the map of the country
for twenty years; he understands that
they proceed by enormous concentra-
tions; and be win act in consequence.
He is capable of repairing at a single
blow all the faults committed; the
arm v is convinced that he will do so,
and I share that opinion.

It will add to the history
of war a page more blaody than any
preceding one. If we are the con-

queror?", the field of battle will be the
cemetery of the enemy's army: if we
are vanquished, for at present every-
thing must be foreseen, considering
that the Prussians can r.ppose 400,000
men to our I40,t. or 100,000 which
probably they will not foil to do,
which they are doubtless doing at this
moment they will be so cut to pieces
that they will hardly dare to move
forward.

hach and St. Avoid. If Marshal
McMahon had continued his march
on Bitcshe he would have come upon
the enemy, who was already in pos-

session of Sarreguemines, Saralbe,
Kohrbaeh and the road w hich unites
the localities to Alsace ; be, therefore,
inclined to the southwest, not
having any other line of retreat.
After having pursued the Mar-
shal as far as Ingwiller, the
Prince Royal of Prussia seems to have

through Goetzenbruck,Cased Kohrbaeh, across the moun-
tains, leaving to his right Bitscheand
to his left Pfalzbourg, two little
fortressses which command, one the
defiles of the Vosges at the point
where they touch German territory,
and the other the road leading from
Saverne, in Alsace, to Saarbourg, in
Lorraine. This very bold movement,
carried oat over difficult roads, and
which ought to have taken at least
some days, considering the masses
to be put in motion, gave the Pirnce
the advantage of putting his right
at Bohrbach in communication with
the left wing of the army of
the North. From ilohfbacb, his
forces being disengaged, he could
either cut off the communication of
McMahon with the French headquar-
ters, if the General should remain at
Saverne, or else threaten Nancy di-

rectly, and throw upon Metz the
troops which protf-i-te- d the former
town. We learn likewise that his ad-
versary foresaw the danger which
threatened him. From Saverne the
Iluke de Magenta continued to fall
back on the capital of Lorraine. At
the same time that the Crown Prince
thus advanced across the Vosges, the
two other German armies commanded
by the King at the center, and by
Prince Frederick Charles at the left
wing likewise gained ground per-
pendicularly to the frontier to the
right and left of the railway from
Forbach to Met., pushing their skir-
mishers to Within three leagues of the
latter place.

The Sard, on its side, says :

As tar as can be judged by these con-
tradictory and not very ciear iuform v
tions. the army of Prince Frederick
Charles appears to be opposite the bulk
of the French forces, massed between
Metz and the Hied; the division ol
General Steiumetz seems to have ad-
vanced its outposts as far as Pont-a- -

Mousson, wiiere it i- - in communica-
tion with the Prlua Royal's right
wing, the latter advancing by the line
of Strasbourg to Paris, doubtless pro-
poses to turn the French positions,
which would thus find themselves
surprised, in front by Prince Frederick
Charles, to the right by General Btein-met- z,

and in the rear by the Prince
Kovat. In th case of a defeat of the
first by the French, the last would
find himself in a dangerous position,
phiced as he would be between
a victorious ermy in his rear
and the camp of Chalons in
his front. This latter is about tj
be considerably augmented by the
corps newly formed in Paris. On the
other hand, the corps under General
Steinmetz are apparently intended to
support, as necessity may arise, either
of the others. The information re-
sulting from several telegrams is that
the Germans have found, in the vari-
ous forts of kiie Vosges which they
have occupied, abundant stores, which
tact leads to the supposition that the
retreat of McMahon's and Failly's
corps was much more precipitate than
was at first supposed. We must add,
on this matter, that Bitsche, which
was also believed to be abandoned, Is
still In the hands of the French ; ac-

cording to news from a German source,
it is only occupied by a few companies
of the Guard Mobile. The Prussians
have contented themselves with ob
serving it with a small detachment.

PARTICULARS OF THE BATTLE OF METZ.

New York, August 30. A correspon-
