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The most extraordinary practical

of the aire is that w rought
n theopinioat and practice of crvil

engineers and railroad managers, as

to the proper gauge of thesa high
ways. In England ordinary railways
are almost as numerous as were com
mon roads tin v Years ago. 'inese
railroads were construct-- ' i at an enoj
ihous eost . and while the country hfa
i.oen enriched, and England aggrand
ized, the builders themselves hare
won no wealth, and only gratitude pf
the people. There are no more rail-

ways, such as were originally, to be
hereafter constructed in England,
France and Germany. Capitalists
have been taught that railways, cost-

ing in Europe from $,000 to 150,000

per mile, are wholly profitless. Not
the less true is the statement that
railway building in England aad on
t.e continent, is even yetia its in-

fancy. To construct them on the old
plan is simply impossible, and even
the American system of railroads, in-

finitely cheaper than that of Europe,
is now considered costly in India.
The Duke of Argyle and Lord Mayo,
and an English engineer named

have given this subject thor-

ough consideration and demonstrated
the fact, as Fairlie did practically in

Wales, that railways of the lightest
r 'iisLTueiion and narrowest gauge
may accomplish the work nee deemed
within the means only of the heavi
est rails, broadest gauge and most
ponderous locomotives. The great
est engineers employed by the British
masters of India, where cotton and
rice, the heaviest and most bulky
freights, are to be transported, have
pronounctd a three foot sauge am 1

for all the requirements 01 the long
lines in India. It is also stated in an
art.cle of the London Tone now be-

fore us thut on a gauge of two feet six
inches, the best engineers in England
assert that with Fairlie engines they
would manage the heaviest traffic
and travel in the world. It is

a curious fact that among the most
skillful engineers the gauge once
deemed the narrowest at all profitable
is now considered entirely too broad
for practical use. It follows that all
the talk we hear among stupid politi-

cians iu Washington, who proiose to
frce the (Southern States to widen
the gauge of our roads that Northern
c lies may compel the concentration
of Southern traffic and travel, is i

movement wholly in the wrong di
rection. In England there is one
railroad of only two feet gauge. It is

only fourteen miles in length, laithas
proven most profitable to sharehol
ders and useful to the public. There
are other like roads of two feet six
inches gauge. In Belgium there
is a road of three feet four inches;
in India of four feet; in Sweden and
Norway, several of three feet six
inches: on Mt. Cenis. one of three
feet ; ami now engineers in Europe,
who have given this matter most at-

tention, prefer a gauge of two feet six
inches Dr three feet. We recite these
facts to show how cheaply every vil-

lage in the vicinity of Memphis may
have direct railway communication
Willi the city. The common speed
on these roads, even where they are
very crooked, as in the mountains of
Wales and Norway, is from fifteen to
eighteen and a hall miles per hour,
and their cost Is only one-hal- l, or at
most three-fifth- s that of an ordinary
railway. The necessity for broad
gauges originated in the excessive
oscillation of locomotives on narrow
trackways. This trouble has been
obviated in improved machines which
combine lightness, great tractile
power and perfect evenness ol
movement. We can only ask
our readers to reflect that the

Magazine, the highest au-

thority in these matters, says: "We
are on the brink of a new era in rai-
lwaysthe era of the narrow gauge
railway an era of renewed activity,
when every village, almost every
farmstead may have its railway, and
if such an era be at hand, it is mainly
because the Fairlie engine, by its in-

creased power, by its adaptation to
curves, its economy in rails and
freedom from oscillation, has rendered
it possible. The new, and lighter and
cheaper roads will outvie in useful- -

ne-n- , as in diminished costliness, the
old broader gauge railways to Ik- con-

structed over short or nigged lines no
more.

A Wash i xuton correspondont,
with some quams of conscience and
evident hesitation, admits as to the
members of Congress that "there are
individual instances In the Southern
delegations of capacity and upright
ndherence to public duty." But this
is the utmost, and he calls attention
to the fact that in point of capacity
these delegations are far behind the

Great
interests which should have tempted
political ambition and the highest
instincts of patriotism, the re-

habilitation aud pacification of the
States lately in rebellion, the recon
struction of their financial and social
systems the development of their
natural resources all those momen-
tous questions of the new South have
been less considered by its delegates
in Congress than the question of some
petty or expected use in future elec-

trons, the best method of securing the
negro vote or of some other paltry
political maneuver for their own per-

sonal behoof. This is simple truth,
too patent to be overlooked. And
it to evident enough that if
the North is interested in having
an intelligent as well aa honest Con-g- r

ss, and one capable of looking w ith
a large view to the good of each
State for the common good of all, and
to the prosperity of the North through
the South, it is time to take off that
repression which leads to such a state
of things, and to encourage the South-
ern people once more to return to
Congress men and statesmen such m
have given their renown, and as they
still have to spare.

Generally seaking, it may be
said with truth that want of fidelity on

late upon the subject Is to be attributed.
Nay, I may go further and say that but
lor the ellortu ot others, who had material
interest at stake, the boon of a Pacific
railroad no earnestly coveted bv the South.
so promotive of its growth, so indispensa
ble to its luture progress, so desirable as a
ualiouai work of internal tmprovouient,
would have been snatched away and
appropriated by the greed of rival corpo-
rations, who would have rendered the
legislation of Congress absolutely value-
less to the South. Indeed, the contest
which was presented in the uame of Gen
eral Fremont involved this issue, whether
or not a charter, avowedly meant by Con-
gress to inure to the benefits of the South
ern states, should be permitted, by reason
of its point of lemiinus, its gauge and
board of corporators, to subserve the pur-
poses alone of tno Middle and Northern
Stales, already provided with subsidies
for three through lines, or whether it
should in resl'.tv be what its name pur
ported, a Sonthern road, traversing the
States and territories on the thirty-se- ct nd
parallel, and giviug facilities, not other-
wise enjeyed, to one of the most pro
ductive regions ol the country.

been indeed tho establishment of a
.Southern Pacific railroad line. Whoever
will lake Ihe pains to examine will read
ilv see that it would have constituted i

groat trunk line through the most popu-
lous and fertile poiliou of the Southern
states, having connection nnrtnwara aud
southward to all prominent points, and
extending in a direct route lo New York
and other Important cities.

To have urged this magnificent eutor
prise forward to a completion would have
been to promote every material interest
ol the South, to multiply its resources
beyond ca dilation, to augment its popu
lation, weami itnu prosperity; in a worn,
to have given tho south the ouly through
line to the I'acihc from which It can de
rive any benefit whatever. Hut to the
South', rn exotic delegates, as a general
rule, these results were not apparent. At
another time I may give some account of
the measures taken to blind them; at
present it is sufficient to state lhat uearly
all of that portion of the Southern dele-

in 1M64, and in 1H6S made his ap-
pearance here in the character of United
Stales Senator from Alabama.

Mr. Benjamin V. Kice, of Minnesota,
fn listed as a private soldier in one of tho
Minnesota regiments during, the rebellion,
and soon after its close came here as
Cniud States Senator from Arkansas.

There are doubtless very many private
soldiers in our army who would
make excellent I'nited Ststes Senators.
1 f the Arkansas Legislature will try again
it can n ate a better selection. It cer-
tainly can And a man Iwlter acquainted
with the interests of the State than Mr.
Kioe.

Mr. William P. Kellogg, of Illinois,
served in an Illinois regiment during tho
rebellion, was appointed Collector of the
Ortof New Orleans in 1866, and in I88H

to k his seat hero as United States Sena-
tor from Louisiana.

Mr. C. B. Darrell, member of Congress
from the Third Louisiana district, is, if I
remember right, from Pennsylvania. At
the last Congressional election in Louis-
iana Mr. Darrell received only 8563 votes,
while his opponent, Mr. Adolphe Bailey,

lo.oi votes. The election was
regular; spiletly crmdncted and In every
respect legal. Mr. Bailey received 74U7
majority of the legal votes cast, but his
opfioneut, Darrell, was nevertheless ad-
mit ted to a seat in Ccugress, osten-
sibly on the ground that at a
riot which took place some weeks
previous to the election a portion
of Ihe uesrro voters were so frightened that
Uiey did not vote as they otherwise
would.

CENTRAL AM E.RICA.

State of Affairs hi Msxlcc, Guatemala &rd

Costa Rica.

From the New York Herald of the 31st
V - -

For some months past disorders of one
kind or other have been going un dose by
the boundary line of Mexico on tke Uiu-temall-

side. At one time these troubles
were nothing more than the raids of des
peradoes ou nn protected families. These
lawless pr ceedings resulted in plnader,
sometimes accompanied by mm tier; on
other occasions more lornuuahie move-
ments were contemplated, one of these
being nothing short of the invasion of the
Southern States ot Mexico, with the view
of forming anew republi , to be. composed
of Mexic in and Guatemalian States. The
idea of such a movement proving success-
ful seems preposterous at first eight,
but when we reflect on the condi
tion of both Mexico and .Guatemala,
the undertaking doee not appear so
difficult. Both these republics, torn aa
they are with internal dissensions, dis
tracted by internecine quarrels, weakened
by the treachery ol unprincipled leaders,
distrustful of the Boldiers composing their
armies, at all times stand eusy prey of
a no'tious and unprincipled men. And
as if domestic troubles were not enough,
these States hsve courted troubles from
outside. Mexico at the present time
shows no friendly disposition to this conn-tr- y.

The tone ot the Mexican press is
loud in its hostility to the United Slates.
In Guatemala a similar state of things ex-
ists. The relations between Guatemala
and Costa Rica are, to say the least,
decidedly unfriendly. This state of
feeling has been brought about
by the conduct of Guatemala. The treat-
ies of peace, friendship and commerce
Which existed between the two republics
since 1848 no longer continue. It is ex-
tremely painful to be cnmpMed month
aler month to chronicle nothing belter
for these countries than revolution, rob
bery, murder and all the attendant evils
resulting from disordered society in ill
governed States. No improvements may
be hoped for at present in many of the
Central American republics. Revolution
follows revolution so rapidly that we
almiart begin to think that the inhab
itants of these countries could not live
without the excitement resulting from
m u raer. revolution aud roblery.
