FIRST REAL MOVEMENT FOR PEACE.

New York, September 11. A Paria
special of last nigtit says tbe prospecte
of peace are favorable.

Austria and Kussia have consented
to negotiate with Germany, and have
begnn by insisting on an armistice.

Rtraia and Austria have authorized
their envoys, in the name of all neu-

tral powers, to protest aaint any dis-

memberment of France. And if the
intervention secures the suspension of
hostilities, the attempt will at once be
made to adjust terms of peace.

Bismarck and Von Beast are in ac-

tive negotiation, but Bismarck, insists
as preliminary to all the arrange-
ments that three Prussian army corps
shall be encamped within twenty
miles of Paris as satisfaction to the
public opinion of Germany.

There is great indignation at Paris
at Eirl Granville's refusal to aid in
the peace negotiation. The cause is
said to be inspired by the Queen, who
approves William's recognition of
Napoleon as Emperor, and wishes to
make the Republic as impossible.
The Provisional Government, though
assailed by Red Republicans and

succeeds admirably, and the
conduct of the people of Paris is in
the highest degree orderly and praise
worthy.

THE BASIS OF PEACE .100,000 FRENCH

TROOPS READY.
New York, September 11. The

Tribune's special correspondent at
Paris sends by mail, via London, the
following dispatch, dated Friday,
which he was refused permission to
telegraph thence:

" ivertures have been made to Aus-
tria to obtain an anuistiisj from Prus
sia on a basis of territorial integrity.
Russia is understood to have onereu
her good offices to the French govern-
ment, and is now taking active steps.
Her assistance depends upon France's
acquiesence in the Russian Eastern
policy. It is believed here that Bis-

marck does not want Alsace
and Lorraine, and that the Eng-
lish press goes beyond the wishes
of the Prussian government.
The war office expects to have by

including troops of the
line, Nationaie Garde and Garde Mo-

bile. 300,000 men, connting the forces
at Lyons and elsewhere, but hastily
organized and imperfectly armed.
Troops and artillery arrived yesterday
from Mezieres, and are encamped on
avenue Imperatrice.

A DKMOCRATIC CONVENTION INDOR-

SES THE FRENCH REPUBLIC.
Chicago, September 11. The Dem-

ocratic County Convention yesterday
afternoon passed the following among
other resolutions:

Resolved, That the Republic of
France receives our hearty welcome
into the family of free nations; that
its people, endeared to us by tradition-
al ties, have our si neerest sympathies
in their release from thraldom; that
we commend the Administration of
the Federal Government for its recog-
nition so far as it is accorded
to the Republic of the French,
anil demand that the moral aid of its
support shall be given to the fullest
extent in behalf of the rule of the peo-

ple, inaugurated by the overthrow of
an imperial dynasty.

Jiesolvea, rnai ine innauiianis oi
Germany have our heartiest wishes
for their endeavor to bring about a
united country, and that we congratu
late them on their valiant conduct in
the pending war and trust that tbe
liberty which the defeat of the Em-
peror has given their sister state will
be indicated in their own persons, and
a grand German republic be the glori-
ous result of their efforts.

PREPARATIONS TO OCCUPY ROME.

New York, September 1L The
special correspondent of the Tribune
writes from Florence on tbe 6th in-

stant that the Cabinet council yester-
day were unable to agree on the Ro-

man question and determined to re-

sign, when a telegram arrived an-

nouncing the Republic In France,
whereupon the resignation was Im-

mediately abandoned and the whole
cabinet resolved to occupy Rome.
All tbe plans of tbe opposition were
disconcerted by thegovernment taking
Isad, and announcing its decision to
other powers. Ricasal has notified
thai Pope that Prince Napoleon haa left

Florence. The flrst step taken was to
strengthen the army, as French hos-

tility is anticipated should the Repub-
lic be overthrown. Three new classes
of troops will be called out, thus rais-
ing the army to 300,000. The forego-
ing intelligence is published officially
in Florence.

THE EMPIRE AND THE REPUBLIC.
London, September 11. Railway

It is rumored that the Prussians
hold the Northern railroad station at
Criel, where several other lines of
railroads meet.

It is stated that the greatest number

THE CAPTAIN.

Story of the Loss of the Great Iron
aad 500 Liven.

London, September 11. Admiral
MLine makes the following report of
the circumstances attending tne uis- -

anoearance of the iron-cla- d Captain :

1 was on board the steamer Captain
on the morning of the btn inst
Everything was in order. The sailing
trial beean in the evening. The
breeze was moderate, and the ships
carried their royals. At four p.m. the
breeze freshened, tbe Captain making
from eleven to thirteen knots. It
was observed that the sea bad washed
over her lee deck, her gunwale being
level with the water. I left the Cap
tain at half past three o'clock in the
evening, when she was twenty miles
off Finsotere. Revolutions were re-
sumed and continued from eight to
ten p.m.. the ships being at their
designated positions. A westward
course was taken at eleven p.m. when
the wind freshened and a gale sprung
up, our sails being reefed. The Cap
tain was close astern ofthe nag snip,
steaming steadily and gaining on us.
I noticed at a quarter past one a.m.
that she was six points abaft our
beam. For a lew minutes she was
still visible, after which a thick rain
shut her out from our sight. At the
break of day ten ships of the fleet
were to be seen, but the Captain was
missing. The squadron scattered and
proceeded to search for her, when
fragments of the wreck were found,
but no survivors could be discovered
