UOSTON BOOT AND SHOE MARKET.
From the New York .v. .. and leather

Reporter of tbe 8th, we take tbe following
report of the Kosion boot aud shoe mar-
ket. That paper ssys: " The market
presents no uew lealures worthy of no-
tice. The denial i for the week has been
moderate, and bul slight animation ia ob-
servable iu trade. There are, however,
some buyers here from the interior towns
of the South and West, whose presence is
encouraging, but w hose orders are small
in comparison with those given last
mouth. Tbe j ibbers nevertheless have a
monopoly of Ihe trade, aud are doiug a
tirst-ral- e business. A few buyers hsve
oouie in for gtssls the second lime this
season, but they seem iu no haste to make
large purei.ssea. UiporLa from the South-
ern markets are favorable for a late re-
quisition on the I. is;, as Iheir trade did
not commence eu early as usual, aud has
tieen carried on with great caution, but as
there ia a prospect of a fair price for oot
ton, of which Ihey are favored wilh a very
large crop, said lo approximate t,uuo,uuo
bales, we may reasonably anticipate a fair
quantity of orders from that section.
Prices remain firm for all seasonable
g's-sls- , and are likely to be equally high
for those yet to be made on account of
tbe continued high rales of stock and of
labor. The supply of goods on baud is
still sufficient for the demand, except in
some of the most desirable grades, which
manufacturers have been cautious about
makiug up iu advance, but they are not
preparing ou orders, which ooina in rather
freely. The fail trade bids fair to con-
tinue later than usual. By reference to
our tables it may be seen t Lai goods have
been scattered over a large extent of ter-
ritory, and deposited iu a large u umber
of towns, which is usual when heavy re-
tailer and small dealers come to obtain
their supplies from tbe jobbing houses.

The New York Jbdietm of the 8tb lost.,

in au article under the above caption,
says: Now lhal our dry goods merchants
are able to give an approximately correct
estimate of the extent of the trado done
by them during the month ol August,
we find the aggregate business to nave
been much greater than was anticipated
at any time during the month. Although
trade opened unusually late, the sales
thus far are reported as being quite equal

first bands. Domealic commission
men began selling about aa early aa osual,
and have had au active trade throughout,
but importers and jobbers "did very little
until after the 20th of August, since which
l;me they have had a spirited, though fit- -
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fol, trade. Last week was very active,
ami tne demand on an classes or our deal
era was unvarying, while tbe prospect for
a vigorous trade toward tbe close of the
present month was considered good. The
advance in printed calicoes, however, has
scteu as a check upon business, since ouv
era apparently deem It unadvisable to
purchase at the present prices, which they
doubt the ability of manufacturers to sus
tain. Such interruption to tbe trade in
any particular fabrics especially a fabric
so staple ss prints must necessarily ex-
ert a depressing influence upon tbe busi-
ness in all departments of the cotton
trade. There are few bnyera who come to
this market whoeepurcnaees ao not
Include large qusntities of prints,
and many of those from a dis-
tance who have not already visited the
market, delay their visits in anticipation
of an early decline in the prices of the
goods in question, and order only such
light quantities of staple goods as are re
quired to replenish tbeir stock for imme-
diate distribuiion. A majority of the
i'ii vers now in town hsve already nearly
completed their purchases, but such aa
are buying take all desirable goods freely,
with tbe exception of prima, lor tbere
is sriparently a general disissiiiou on the
part of buyers to purchase these goods

sparingly as me demand for immedi
ate consumption in tbeir respective lo-

calities will allow.
