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The Franco-Prussia- n war is at
length deemed a contest between ab
solutism and Republicanism. The
Prussian monarch, bitterly hostile to
the exisitnp order of things in Paris,
will never assent to the reign of the
people or recognizeny, save a mon-

archy, as the government of France.
Strangely enough, when the war be- -

g in this Prussian absolutist declared
that h did not wage war against the
French people but against the French
Emperor. In view of these facta, it
muit be very difficult for the master
of Germany to justify his present con-

duct before the judicatory of European
jxipular opinion. But it is not the
IVusRian monarch alone who is in-

volved in infinite perplexities by the
Unforeseen course of events in France.
Not a crowned head can rest quietly
on its pillow of down while visions
of liberalism, supreme everywhere,
chase one another in frightful dreams
that involve in light shadow the fu-

ture of Europe. There is not a monarch
who wouid not interpose, if tranquil-
lity could be.maintained in his own
dominions, to repress everywhere the
fspirit of popular freedom threatening
oven now the stability ol British in-

stitutions. The conduct of France
i itesthe spirit of independence in

Spain, and almost republicanizes Ita-

ly. Monarcbs are alarmed, and not
without reason. Napoleon saw the
storm coming, and is now dependent
for restoration to power upon
hisfellow monarchist, the Prussian
king. It is hardly possible that the
King'anticipated.triuniphs so sudden,
and never the (rapture of the Empe-

ror. Devoted to absolutism and an
exponent of the divine right of kings,
the Prussian monarch never dreamed
of substituting in France, a republican
for a monarchical form of govern-

ment. Such, nevertheless, has been
the unforseen result of the cunning
statesmanship of Bismarck and of the
military achievements ot the match-

less Von Moltke. How stupid are
the greatest warriors! How blind
are the prophets among statesmen !

An absolutist paves the way for
freedom and excites to revolt the
down trodden populace of fevery
monarchy in Europe. Prussia's king
may yet be forced to encounter a great
part of Germany arrayed in arms. He
dares not restore a Bourbon or an Or-

leans prince to the French throne. He
cannot, with security to his own pow-
er, assent to the existence of a repub-
lic in France, and it is only left for
the monarch who, two months ago,
declared that he was only making war
against Napoleon, to recrown this
same Napoleon. He dares not
recognize the republic. He may
destroy it and revivify the empire.
How long could Napoleon rule France
if he wield the scepter, not only as a
King, but as the puppet of a King?
Prus-iia- , if wise, will let Prance alone.
The war is already deemed one sim-

ply of absolutism against freedom,
and Germany has been thoioughly
imbued by philosophers, poets and
statesmen with devotion to the
broadest freedom of thought and ac-

tion.

Will France Yield ?

Tbe New York Commercial I.itt says
business is dull in most branches of trade.
We are learning by experience that war
in Europe is in no sense a blessing to us:
that social and commercial ties are daily
binding nations closer together, so that
men's hearts and interests prompt them
to cry out, "Let us have peaco every-
where!"' Men of every religious faith,
snd of no laith at all, inwardly e ho the
prayer, now nineteen centuries old, for
"Peace on earth!"

Business men, weary of this dullness in
trade, are asking. Will there be peace
soon? The future looks dark, because to
most meu it is incredible tbat France
should submit to a humiliating peace.
Yet it seems not improbable tbat, unleas
tbe .fortune of war speedily change,
France may consent to what would be
termed a humiliating psace. Why notT
Humiliation does not imply disgrace.
The humiliation of great and proud na
tions is often recorded in history, and
tbev have emerged without loss of great
ness, though, perhaps, with sou loss of
pride Kngland has twice marie a peace
with us, which, in view of our weakness,
might be called humiliating to her; yet
she was afterward none the less great, nor
less respected by us and all the
world. The terms of peace after
the Crimean war were verv huniui
ating to Russia; yet she was
never greater than now. The peace con-
cluded by our civil war might be termed
humiliating to the men of the South; yet
those who conscientiously submit to its
terms were never more respected than to
day. France may learn the lesson, tbat a
graceful yielding to the force of inevitable
events is often the duty of men sud na-
tions, and none would respect her the
leas, nor less samire tne courage anil

of her soldiers. Tbe great disposer
of events, the Prince of Peace, whose
authority is recognized by both the King
and the Emperor, urges all who sigh for
rest to come an 1 learn from his exsmple
the lesson of humility. Sublime paradox!
The nation which is tiuly grest will be
greater after the hard lesson is learned.

A SAD STORY.

The Empress la England.

A dispatch to the Herald says : At nine
o'clock on Thursnay night M. de Lesseps,
who was not recognized at the time,
walked into the Marine Hotel at Hastings
and inquired for tbe Prince Imperial of
France.

M. Dupre, the custodian of the Prince,
was summoned. After a brief conversa-
tion tbe gentlemen left the house, but
soon returned with two ladies, dressed as
Sisters of Charity.

One of these was the Empress Eugenie.
The Empress felt so strong that she was

suffered to see the Prince without notice
or preparation.

Her meeting with the Prince Imperial
was most sad and touching. The Prince
threw himself weeping into his mother's
arms sobbing, " O, man pauvre papa!"
The Empress behaved with extreme dig-
nity and tenderness.

No newspaper in Hastings yestojday al-

luded to the arrival of the Empress, the
secret being kept by common consent. In
the course of tbe day a messenger with
letters from them both, tor the Emperor,
indorsed by tbe Prussian embassy in
London, left Dover for Ostend on his way
to Wilhelmsbohe. Tbe Empress sect for
all the newspapers of tbe day immediate-
ly alter her arrival, and watched tho
course of events with the most lively at-
tention.

Last evening her majesty was indis-
posed, and a physician was sent for.

This morning Her Majesty made her
first appearance in public at Hastings.
She attended mass in the morning at the
Catholic chapel with M. de Lesseps, M'me
Thierry and the Prince Imperial. A great
crowd assembled about the chapel. As
she passed through the ranks of the peo-
ple all took off their hats with a general
impulse of respectful sympathy, which
the Empress acknowledged by gravely
bowing, aud the Prince by taking off his
cap. The Empress' face was full of sub-
dued but visible emotion.
