,ch ols 1 nave ever viMtea.

I oona-raiulal- the Board on the hnalthv
state of its nuances and on the spirit of
ocotiouiv. which has louud us reward in
an exchequer able to meet all proper de
mands and a credit superior to that of
any public body in the State; aye, supe
rior even to the credit oi we state itselt.
K few figures will show the healthy con
dition of tne treasury.

Our warrants are always at par, be
cause the Board psys in cash all its ex-
penditures. In 1867-- 8 there were kept up
in Memphis thirty-thre- e schools at an

of $52j867 63, an average for each
school of $1602. During the last year
i here were hfty-on- e scaools, at an ex-
pense of $54,027. An average for each
school of $1059, a saving of over thirty
three per cent. The indebtedness of the
Board at the close of 1867-- 8 the last re
port pnblished was $58,702 64. The
present indebtednes is $30,569 25;
an actual reduction of $28,133 3tf, to pay
this debt of $30,569 25, we have cash on
hand, $311 89; State warrants, $9761 32;
taxes due by city on former sasessments,
16,625 22; city bonds belonging to build-
ing fund, $20,000; city lodger per ballance,
$900; total, $87,608 13. Showing a balance
in our favor.of $57,038 88.

In addition to this, Board owns
buildings and lota and school furniture
costing, $125,181 15, of which latter

Gentlemen of the Board:

inclusive oi , near smnl
hundred tickela have been issued for the
admission of pupils into the publi
schools.

The sjcbool-room- s on Court, Market
street and at the Peabody are already too
full (though we are but at the beginning
of the second week of the session), and
applicants for admission Into these schools
are being t urn- d off; in fact, some pupils
already entered in the Court schools have
been transferred to others.

The four rooms on Market have 22
pupils, distributed as follows: Ituom No.
i has 6i pupils: room No. 2 hss 68 pupils;
room No. 3 has 52 pupils; room No. 4 has
1 10 pupils. These pupils all properly be-

long to the First ward, none, except a
few in No. 1, living north or east of the
bayou. Some of the larger pupils might
be transforrel to the Alabama schools,
but the A, B, C pupils cannot be, ss the
room of that grade in Alabama is too full
to receive them. Besides, parents wonld
not consent for such small children to
cross the bayou to attend the Alabama
schools.

Two addltltioml school-room- s are
needed in the lirst ward, snd many
desks are wantej for the Market street
school-room-

The Peabody hss 180 pupils, distributed
as follows: Room No. l has fifty-tw- o

pupils; room No. 2 has fifty-thre- e pupils;
room No. S has seventy-fiv- e pupils. In
the latter room throe pupils have to oc-
cupy the same desk. If the vacant rooms
ot this bul'dlng were fitted upjfora school
it wonld furnish ample accommodation
for the pupils attending there. Such

room is earnestly recommended
for the Peabody.

Thb Washington street schools (colored)
are too crowded, and to relieve them I
have had a temporary school opened a
tho late Advent chureh in Chelsea The
Board will please decide whether colored
schools shall be permanenty located at
this point. I think they are now needed,
and will be more so when the oouon J"ck- -

ing season is over, many colored children
being now profitably engaged in that bu-
siness.

I have made the following temporary
appointment of teachers, via:

Ad Enterprising Colored Man Attsaipls to
Secure His Winter's Grub from a Fifty
Acre Corn field, aad Gets Jagged for
His Pains,

say of twu or three bushels eich. lie
spent much of the night at this business,
c ut, nine his operations as much as pos
sible to the middle of the field. He was
so busy that he could not carry home any
of the corn that night. At an early hour
in the morning he quietly retired to his
virtuous couch, and slept after tho man
ner of an honest worker. At' or a time
the owner of the field, looking after his
interests as thev were being gradually de-
veloped by the beneficent hand of nature,
his hawk eye caught sight oi tno brogan
tracks of the nocturnal laborer.
The impression of fourteens on the
soft soil could hardly eacap
vision. He subsequently discovered his
shorn stalks, he lound the neaps oi ears,
and he suspected a bad design.

The whole State would soon be peopled
up, and the rapid enhancement of the
lands and real estate inside or hve years
would be immense, and between taxes.
interest snd the new niado reveuue the

would soon ride out of debt.
In my mind there seems to be a groat

oversight, ou the part of all States, iu not
making that pioviaion, that would almost,
as it were by magic, turn their wild lands
into most beautiful farms, by ailing the
poor man to sett e them. In a ' ',v years
the whole State would become densely
populated with a thriving and energetic
set of farmers, such as would give credit
to any State that would hold out such
noble and charitable inducements.

The game of railroad speculation wonld
be then pretty well played out, and tn- -
stead of the State almost begging capital-
ists to build their roads through their
States, they in their turn (the railroads)
would seek t hit great privilege of running
their roads through the State, from the
very tact ofthe State being densely popu
lated. They would have something to
build a road, f jrthe different commodities
that wouid be raised from such a source,
would be immense; and then the travel
of its citizens would be something for rail
roads to contend tor. Capitalists would
seek an investment in those States for just
such roads as are now built ictfA the aid of
Suuc. Private enterprise would be en
listed in this groit principle of moving
Hli that is human and divine, lor in carry
ing that which not only supports the body
but strengthens the very soul oi men
must be divine.

THE CHAIN GANfl,

A correspondent in our paper yesterday
moruintr attacked the chain gang so
called. It was surely from Ignorance of
the true state or things that he did so; tor
the work done by the ganx during the
period of its existence lias already paid
over one hundred times tho cost of main-
taining it. As to "parading the criminals
m chains nothing of the sort is done
Once in a great while a ball and chain are
attached to some hardened criminal who
haa been frequently arrested for viola
tions of law, but otherwise the chain- -
gang look like any other "gang" of la-
borers. As to the "dt grading influences,
etc.," spoken of by "Facts and Items"
there are no persons put to work in the
gang but those who are beyond reclama-
tion any other way. Indeed if there be
any reasonable ground of complaint ex-

isting against the police officials and the
chain gang, it is that too much leniency
is shown to prisoners, and they are
treated too well. We venture to assert
that the food given the municipal prison-
ers generally (and the chain gang especial
ly) will compare favorably with that of
any not strictly first class boarding-bous- e

in the city of Memphis. There is more
of it pro rata, it is of a better quality and
healthier character, and it is belter cook-
ed than that of nine out of ten of the
"hash caravansaries" in which impecu-neou- s

clerks and WorkiDgmen generally
are compelled to eke ont a miserable ex-

istence. We speak from personal and
daily Inspection. The clerks and other
employees at and around the station-hous- e

prefer the food to the lunches set
by several first-cle- ss houses in tho neigh-
borhood, and eat it with a relish. As to
the hours of labor and rules to which the
prisoners sro subjected, we can also aay
that they are exactly those of laboring
men of all classes. On the whole, we
must commend the action of the police
officials in regard to the chain-gan- g and
the management ot affairs generally.

RAILROADS.

If merchants and property-holder- s of
Memphis would know haw tho trade of
this city is destroyed, they need only
contemplate the fact tnat the " Green
Line is now shipping wheat, in bulk,
from St. Louis to Augusta, Oa. It goes
by the Iron Mountain railroad to Bel-
mont, on the Mississippi, where it is fer-
ried across in cars to Columbus, Ky., aud
from th re. via Nashvillo and Chatta-
nooga, to its destination. The Nashville
road, or Nashville, owns the thirty miles
of railway from Stevenson to Chatta
nooga, and therefore the Memphis and
Charleston road can organize no "through
line," and no list of through freigut
charges can be made by it which may by
any possibility divert even a share of this
immense traffic, and draw it through
Memphis.

The Southern Pacific road, from Mar
shall, Texas, as provided lo be built in
the act pending in Congress wbeu that
body last adjourned, win have tour, cer
tainly three, branches, which should be
independent roads, feeding it from the
east. The one from New Orleans, the
second from Yicksburg, the third from
Memphis and the tourth from Cairo,
through Little Rock and Fulton. The
purpose of those interested in the Cairo
and Fulton road will be to make their
line part and parcel of the

route, that through trains from
Saa Diego and San Francisco may be di
rected solely to Cairo and Cincinnati. To
effect this purpose will be the aim of not a
few who will attend the approaching
Convention In Cincinnati. Among the
incorporators named in the charter of the
Transcontinental Company are two gen-
tlemen of this city. Governor
Alcorn and J. C. Stanton, the
Alabama Railroad builders, are large-
ly interested In the Yicksburg and Meri-
dian road, and if any line east of Marshall
secure preference as part of the "through
route," Stanton will very probably achieve
this end for his Chattanooga, Meridian and
Yicksburg road. In very truth, the great
Southern Pacific road should not be su-
bordinated to the peculiar local purposes
of any city. Lut each have fair
and equal rights defined tn Congressional
and State charters, and Memphis will fear
no rivalry. Our Eastern connections will
soon be perfect, and then the West will
be drawn hither by an irresistible force.
Meanwhile Memphis, as soon aa per-
fected credit will admit of it, must main-
tain supremacy in this central valley of
the Mississippi by the perfection of a rail
road system In Arkansas as fautless as
this which blesses us east of the Mis-
sissippi. Itwoald be well for the Mayor
and Chamber of Commerce to send dele-
gates 1 3 Cincinnati who understand these
questions.

Judge Woopruff, of the United States
District Court of Texas, has given a de-
cision affirming the constitutionality of
the statute allowing towns to issue bonds
in aid of the construction of railroads.

The Real Estate Bulletin, one of the in-
stitutions of the city, adverts to the ne
cessity for the construe . ion of a Southern
Pacific road by Southern men. It signi-
fies very little who achieves this task.
Northern men have wealth and credit,
and if they expend it' in constructing
railroads and receive Southern bonds and
lands, the trade pleases us well. It be-

comes their interest to populate and en-
rich a State whose bonds they own and a
country in which they are landholders.
If the South orSouthern capitalists build
these roads we have gained a road and an
enriched country, but have imported no
capitalists and have failed to exchange

for gold. It is further true that noSaper association of Soutberu men
has wealth or credit enough, or sustains
those relations to capitalists abroad which
would enable them to accomplish hercu-
lean tasks involved in the eenat ruction of
a highway to the Pacific. Stanton, of the
Chattanooga and New Orleans road, haa
infinite advantage, for this very reason,
over Southern buildera of railways.
While other roada In Alabama stand sltll,
this of Stanton progresses with unparal-
leled rapidity. It does not signify who
maj build, but who can build soonest the
Pacific road. If we would have Govern-
ment aid and liberal land grant there Is
nothing like Boston aud New York rings
to buy Congressmen. And. just
here, we may add parenthetically, we
discover an overruling necessity for
Congressmen of peculiar training and
habits of thinking as proper representa-
tives of the South. Of windmills we have
hid enough, and of corrupt Incapable
sooundrelism mors than could be borne.
Just now, however, the great question
that affects this Pacific road Is whether it
shall be begun at Cairo, as the coming
Cincinnati Convention msy Insist, or
whether Memphis, Ylcksturg, New Or-
leans and Cairo shall each have linea con-
verging at Marshall, Texas, whence the
great trunk line will bend its way to-
ward tho western ocean. Cincinnati.
despite the fact that the North haa two
richly endowed Pacific companies, may
endeavor to make Cairo the initial point
of the road, and its gauge the same with
tnat oi roaas converging at Cairo, instead
of conforming It to the gauge of railways
of the South. New Orleans, Vioksburg
and Memphis have a perfect community
of interest, and the three cities, and all
Sta'es west of the Mississippi and south
of the Ohio, ahould stand aide by side in
this convention.
