Tne democratic demonstration or tne
people of London in Trafalgar

j uare, is one of the greatest popular as
semblages ever seen in the British capi-
tal. For nearly two hoars the streets
leading Clerkenwell, Bethnal Green
and Holborn were alive with successive
processions of workingmen's societies and
the Democratic associations of the metro-
polis. Each body of men, as it advanced
along the crowded tboroughlarea, pre-
ceded by bands of music and illuminated
by torches and transparencies, was fol
lowed by repeated cheers from the peo-
ple, who thronged the sidewalks many
hours. The shops on the line of the
procession were illuminated, and
from the window of many others
were suspended the gaslight the Hags
of France, England and America. I
counted no fewer than thirl v American
rlags displayed along the iitrand, between
Somerset House snd Trafalgar Square.
Bv eight o'clock Trafalgar Square was
one dense mass of people, from the front
of the National Academy around the
ststue of King Charles. Perfect order
prevailed along the route of procession,
and throughout the proceedings of the
evening. The banners borne by the socie
ties were inscribed with motto proclaim
ing the great doctrine of LIerty, Equal-
ity and Fraternity. One, in particular,
carried by a society from Hacknev, on
which was inscribed, "The United States
of Europe greet the Cnited States of
America with peace earth and
gojd will toward men,'' waa hailed with
rapturous and repealed cneers.

The meeting was presided over by Mr.
Merriman, who made eilective speech.
in the course ot which be alluded to the
fact that while the London press ridicules
and slights that republican movement in
England to which their own daily denan- -
ciationa of the worthlessoess of the royal
family gives constsnt encouragement
aod strength, the American press, three
thousand miles away, recognises its im
portance, and lends it moral support and

It! is, however, determined in the
policy that the German troops will occupy
the points already gained until such time
as terms of peace, if settled upon, shall
be ratined by tne chambers regularly
elected.

Letters from Cassel state that ex-E-

peror Napoleon has formally revoked the
decree by which the Empress assumed
the regency in Paris.

LETTER FROM BISMARCK.

Berlin, September 20. A letter from
Bismarck of the 11th instant ssys: " The
next phase of this wonderful war will be
the investment, and in time the hoped-fo- r

occupation of fans, and all hope of suc-
cessful resistance being then over,
after that there must be peace. Ths gov
ernment of France, or those in power,

boever Ihey may be, cannot desire
further slaughter, when all that can be re- -

itiiredit them is to give a certain abso
lute guarantee that the peace of Europe
will not again be disturbed by ambitious
aspirations or desires of their people; and
that the miseries which they themselves
have brought upon the two nations may
never again be repeated. I see 1 am
paraded in tba columns of the general
ournals as having stated what these

guarantees must be, and must not be. Of
arse these statements are mainly

r in. inres. n hen approached by gentle-
men of the press, I generally give them
civil answers. Their imagination does
the rest. You know what guarantees are
necessary to secure lasting peace. It is
rather udlitary, rather a political ques-
tion, that no overtures of peace can be
well received until the army is before
1'arLs; but the safety of Germany,
and the peace of the world

Germany will Dot oppose the
termination of Hi) war, from which -- he
will never retire until the legitimate
aspirations of her children are se
cured, and Germany safe from further
cruel and unnecessary slaughter."

HOLLAND.

Radical Tactics.

New York, September 20. The Na-
tional Executive Committee of the Union
League of America met yesterday, Gov.
