From
Nushville be eame 0 Memphis ot the in-
stance of General Travernleht and My,
Fapendisk, with whom he was nssacisted
in the publication of the Correspondent.
D1, Jourdan was born ol good family, and
through life has beon taithful to the tra-
ditions of his birth.

TanovemorT the South, charges of Ku-
Klux bave been made by the innocsnt

out the South. The uniform observance
of lsw, desire for peace, snd » return of
good order and prosperous times in order
to repair their fortunes on Lthe part of
thoss Istely engaged on the Confederate
side, has manifestly shown the impossibil-
ity of thelr lwing engaged in msay
measures caloulated to disturb the publie
tranguillity. They Aad mo motive 1o do
anyihing of the wsort, but the
contrary, On the other hand, the
mujority of the leading Radicals, being
boarpel-baggers, or men of Do COnse)usnCs
before the war, and who have been
thrown up as the scnm from the sgitation
of the waters, kad motives most power-
ful snd abundant the other way.

We roceived the above yesterday, and
with It s copy of an editorial on the war
whioh appearad in the ArpEAL of Sunday
#t, and & copy of an article from Frami
[ealie’s Jilwatrated Newspaper, ln which
Gnid Prumis charscterised as sl no
Lime cecupying un attitude of war against
Napalson, or of promising to discontinue
the war with the downfall of that unfor-
tunate monsrch, The Newapaper says
language of the King was different—
wae entirely military, and nowise diplo-
matie in character, It was used o quist
the French people, who ftearsd outmge
from the German armies; was substan-
tially to the effect that he warred only
sildlers, Dot against pesceable
zans; and, therefors, would not silow
sny outrage on people who remained
quietly at home with their families, with-
out wolebting the German troops.*
Journal ssys: * The French
people enthusinstionlly approved Lthe war
which Emporor cotmnmenesd ; and
Lvais Napodeon is sald to bave doclared
that ths power of Freseh opinion virta-
ally foreed bhim lule the war, Sinos his
lownfall, the warlike tones of Paris and
other clties doas not show any abatement,
The prostretion of the Emperor offered
fir epportunily for the French people,
through the Provisicaal Government of
the Repablic, to say, il they were inclined
Lo do sn, that *‘the war was the ex-Em-
perarts, pot theirs,' ™
To all this we will anawer:
only willing, but deslrous of doing jos-
tice to V'russis; and that in the comments
of Sunday sst, objected to by our corre-
spondenl, we but expressed an opinion—
Lhe legilimale lulerprelation of the news
of that day.

We give Prussin all the credit for
culluré snd general intelligence that
onr oorrespondent csn desive or will
claim, We balieve her'poople love and
dealre peace, aad we have a profound
convietion Abst in the present omse they
are deiven to act against their best judg-
wenl, by the smbition of a King whose
eharnglor for tyranny was fully proyen in
the mwporable year 1848

We wre also Sr from belioving the
Feapoh people without fsalts, While
shay & brave and geansrous, they
are oapable of the excess of frivolily,
Towuitthe vylews of their ambitious
rulers they have been soveral times ex-
oited to war upon their neighboms and to
brask the peace of Burcpe. 1o 1792 it was
Ao foarw and ambitions of the Direetory
ihat kept the wrmy employed; agsain it
waa the Consulate, and lastly the Empire.
Louls Phillipe found the French withs
craving tor war, snd confessed that his
throme toppled with the close of hostill
ties in Algeria, Napolson ITL, also found
wir essential to his security, His srmies
fought in Algeria, the Crimes, snd
inltaly. He mays he was foresd to
fight the Prussisns or surrender his
throns, Wedoubt this, IHis peopla did
potl dréam of war until Lhe first dread
note shook the earth and bade manking
prépare for Lhe saddest spectacis the
world has yet offered. The French with-
inthe last eighteen yoars had emulated
the example ot Eogland, and while the
Prussians were being educsted to

Blsmarck himself confesses that Prussia
was prepared “for war. No nstion can
prepare for war save st the expense of the
general industry snd general welfare,

The present war.wass begun ostensibly
to wrest from Prussis s promise that she
would not Interfere in the aflaire
of Spaln or week o put a Ho-
heuzoliern om the throne of that
oountry, and s0 secure a prepondersnce
of power ln Earope. That waa the pre-
text of France, Prusma, even aflsr she
has defoated France, and Iirrevooably
broken up her best armies, ooutinues Lthe
war, refuses Lhe overtures of peace by
the people, and declares It her purposs to
disinteyrate her territory, without the
troubls of u pleluscite to the peopis of
Lorraine or Alsace, such ashns been ex-
tendsd to the Homsps by the Italiun
General Cardonna. Hsd there been
no Napoleon on the throne of
Framee, there had been no war.
We believe the pressnt oontest to
be one between crowned heads, inigui-
tous in its lnception and prolonged by the
blind ambition and folly of an old man,
haunted by the bloody memories of "48,
and with so wholesome a droad of De-
mocracy that, in ithe person of the Jew,
Jacoby, he punishes It upon & slender pre-
text with Lrons and gyves,

The news we published yesterdsy morn-
ing fully bears us out, Bismarck is re-
ported o have refused Favre an armistics
except upon humiliating terms (the pos-
sesaion of Streabourg and Meliz), and un-
loss, a8 King Willlam ssaid, it could be
followad by the hnmilistion of a surren-
der at Paris akin to that which the first
Napoleon foroed fromn Prussia in Berlin,
Thus, it is not even ambition, but re-
venge, that actustes a King unwor-
thy to relgn over the couniry
whose Humboldi be refusss to honor
Even little Belgium Dbristles up
at the hard and unreasonable ferms of
Bismarck, ths press of that couniry uni-
versally condemn & prolongstion of the
war as little short of murder. Looking
st the war pews in the most favorable
light, we are forced to the conviction thas
every day's continuance of the struggie
makes against Pruossis, and brings publie
opinion more and more strongly for poor
France, a prey to invasion and threatened
by intestinal fend.
