with some loss. During the night Paris
was bombarded, shells falling inside
continually. Yesterday the French
determined to attack the newly
acquired batteries at Ciairuiont,
which were taken by surprise. The
day before they succeeded in penetra- ¬

ting the works, and a sharp struggle
ensued, during which the bayoneLs
were freely used. The French were
finally driven out by the Sixth Bava- ¬

rian infantry. During the attack the
commander of the Bavarians was
killed with a bayonet. At noon a
tenth sortie .from St. Denis was
made, under the personal superin- ¬

tendence of General Trochu. The
French were repulsed with slight
loss.

The sortie of this morning wss made
by a large fonv from Fort Yanvors,
between Ciairuiont antl Chatillon.
The encounter with the besiegers was
very vigorous and fierce, at the end
of which the French were driven back
almost to the glucLsof the fort.

The Superior Court ot Ohio has decided
in favor of the constitutionality of tbe act
ot tbe Slate Legislature allowing Cincin- ¬

nati to Issue b:nds to tbe amount of f 10,- -

000 000 tor a Southern railroad. The uuid
is intended to furnish Cincinnati with
Southern business; and not onlytbat, but
with an extension so far south that tbe
city will have the advantage of tbe ports of
Savannah, Charleston and Wilmington,
on the At Untie: Fennacola, Mobile and
New Orleans, on the Gulf, independent of

As the case now stands, tbe
railroad facilities of Cincinnati so com- ¬

plete north, east and west are limited to
one southern line, that extends bnt a few
miles beyond Lexiug'on, Ky., and warts
nlteen miles lor 4 junction with tbe
Knoxville branuh of tbe Louisville
road. This branch again is incom-
plete for forty miles north from

the northern line of Tennessee.
By filling these vacancies titty- -

flve miles there will be unbroken con- ¬

nection between Knoxville, on the Vir- ¬

ginia, Tennessee amf Georgia road, and
Both Louisville arid Cincinnati. At pres- ¬

ent the whole trade from Nashville, east
to Harper Perry, has no northern and
southern route. The Ohio, Cumberland
and Tonnnewe rivers monopolise and di- ¬

rect it. When once Km.x viiie is reached
there remain hut ninety miles of direct
construction between Marvvllle. In Ter- -
Dessee, and Walballa, in South Carolina,
to give unbroken connection with Charles-¬

ton. A road is planned between New
Market, on the Bine Ridge, Greenville
and Charleston road, and Aiken, on tbe
South Carolina, that will shorten the cur- ¬

rent distance via Columbia folly oce- -
tbird. At Knoxville, too, Chattanooga i.i
reached with its Memphis connections,
and with connections for Meridian, Jack- ¬

son, New Orleans and Mobile, that lack
but fifty miles to be finished.

;v .N.v.tii is doing now, at a cost of
ten millions, what Meinphiii will achieve
by the expenditure of five hundred thou- ¬

sand dollars. Lateral roads, like the
Mississippi Centra! and Mobile and Ohio,
have forced Cincinnati at last to make
this enormous expenditure of wealth. If
Memphis postpone the effort, she will
soon be too weak to make it, and the
trade and travel of the whole country,
east and west, will be diverted. We must
build the road to Holly Springs.

STANTON'S CHATTANOOOA AND
Nrw Orleans Road. Stanton did
not meet the interest on his bonds,
indorsed by the State of Alabama.
The stringency of the money market has
been extraoni'.i iry, and Stanton asked
for four months exteution, that be
might finish his road. The holders of the
bonds agreed, but Lindsay, the new Gov- ¬

Why. we do not clearly understand But
just now popoTar prejudices are much ex- ¬

cited in Alabama, and politicians are often
forced to do very unreasonable things,
The responsibility of the State would in
no wise have been effected, and her credit
would not have suffered m grievously as
it has. If Governor Lindsay proposes yj
sell the road, Stanton alone can be the
buyer, and Stanton need only bid four
millions, th amount of the first State
mortgage, to ... ire a road that coats
seven or eight millions. But there will
be no sale. U wouldn't begin to pay
anybody except Stanton. The State
would surely lose two millions, tbe bonds
which constitute the second mortgage, or
remainder of Stanton's debt to the Htate.
.The construction train on the Alabama
and Chattanooga railroad now runs to its
terminus, eighteen miles north of Tusca-
loosa. The passenger train stops at Dr.
Vance's, twenty-thre- e miies from Tusca- ¬

loosa. The Chinamen are just above us,
at Kennedale, and the grading squad will
be at Tuscaloosa t his week. These facts,
from tbe Monitor of the 10th, do not indi- ¬

cate any purpose on the part of Stanton
to abandon his road. He understands the
condition of affiira very well, no doubt,
aud was unwilling to subject himself to
a heavy loss in order to raise the sum re-
quired to pay interest. The road finished
will soon pay out, and once finished, it
can borrow all it needs. Alabama should
have assented to tbe proposed four
iinntbs' extension of the paper which the
State indorsed for him. Governor Lind- ¬

say has telegraphed New York, says tbe
Standard, that the suspension of payment
is only temporary, and, the Standard says,
