Many Question Discussed" What
Bona with the Board of Trade,

was

President Plnson, of the Chamber of
Csmmerce, after the reading of the min- ¬

utes, yesterday afternoon, proposed the
suspension of the regular order of buai- -

ness that many gentiemen present might
be inducted Into membership. The Presi- ¬

dent said that 'Change, as an adjunct of
the Chamber of Commerce, was now es-¬

tablished, and many were present who
proposed to become associated with the
conductors of this body of merchants.

The propositions of President Pinson
were approved, and the following paper,
written by Colonel Pinson, was read by
Mr. Secretary Trousdale:

QenUtmen: Since your last regular
meeting in November, applications hav- ¬

ing been made to the Secretary to open
the Merchants' Exchange for the regular
sale of articles of grain, produce and gro-¬

per sample or guarantee, I directed that
permission be granted to fairly try an ex- ¬

periment, which, if successfully carried
out aud entered into with spirit and
steadiness, on the part of the mercantile
community,could not but result in a more
satisfactory mode of transacting business
by wholesale, in saving of lime to all con- ¬

cerned, and to equalizing prices in our
markets. The first firm which exposed
their samples on our tables were Messrs.
Pepper, Otey & Dobb,who first made their
application, which was soon followed by
that of Messrs. Estos A Wallace. Al- ¬

though the Exchange was not attended
immediately, the fact that these samples
were so exposed,

WAS ADVERTISED
by the Secretary, which served to direct
the attention of the grain and produce
receivers and dealers to the possibility of
establishing a regular 'Change, and much
more interest was manifested in the mat- ¬

ter than I had ventured at first to hope.
A meeting of the leading receivers of

rain and feed was held at the hall of the
Merchants' Exchange, and several regu- ¬

lations were adopted for the transaction
of business on 'Change, for contracts and
delivery, to the terms of which I more
particularly refer you; ana it was also
determined to inaugurate 'Change regu- ¬

larly on the following morning,
the first effort

was made with complete success, which
has been followed by regular meetings
every morning at eleven o clock, contiu
uing two hours daily. The receivers of
grain also entered into a united pledge.
mutually binding theuisdves, snd each
other, not to make any sales jn the levee
before 'Change hours. The dealers in
these articles also held meetings, in
which they proposed some modifications
of the regulati'ina adopted by the receiv-
ers, to which you are most respectfully
referred lor more particular information
The result has been that the

SUCCESS ox 'change
is now regarded as fixed, and all Interests
and parties are nearly harmonized in ea- -

tablishipg the principles which shall gov
ern them in sales snd dealing.

I have given every encouragement per.
mined by the rules of lbs Chamber of
Commerce to this institution, and your
Secretary hss exoned every power he pos
msst'd to make it a success. Daily tele-
graphic messagea are now received and
read .n 'Change from the principal grain
and produce markets, and large amounta
of these articles change hands at every
meeting.

Mr, Chrisman
said that the State had a right to tlx a
license tax. and this excess over and
above tbe charge fixed upon real estate
was the merchants' license tax. A mem- ¬

ber asid that the question is whether the
State nas the right to demand the pay- ¬

ment of a license tax, end thus to evade
tbe provision of the constitution declar-¬

ing that there should be equality of tax- ¬

ation.
Tbe matter was referred to a committee

to ascertain whether the bill have passed
the Legislature, and it so, to prepare a

protest fgainst it. The committee are W.
R. Moore, L M. Hill, and E C. ChrUman.
