Kead evi
dence still further, which detailed the
diabol'cal desire of Poston to get the rope
that bung Schofield to tie round bis knee
for the cure of tbe rheumatism, and be
was particular about getting tbat part
which was round the neok of tbe dead
man.

dence, so far as we have gone, is over
wiiflmiug. as pointing out tbe guilt of

Some larora may nave a ileli
cacy about circumstantial evidence. It is
always a bugbear, this thing ot proving
actual and conclusive guilt upon oircuni
stani lal evidence ; but we will not ask you
to rest satisfied with that, ample and com- ¬

plete as it is, as irrevocably fixing the
guilt ot those prisoners at tbe bar. H

the ill starred Judge Wheeler, we learn a
few further particulan of tbe explosion
on board that steamer. She left New Or- ¬

leans Thursday morning with four cabin
passengers and a crew ot about thirty
persons all told, and had some &o tons
sugar and molasses for different points
along tbe Arkansas. Saturday nignt aha
arrived at Bell's Landing, some 40 miles
above Moksburg and three miles below
Goodrich's, where she tied up for the night
to allow aome alight repairs to be made to
her aafety-valv- She remained at the
bank all nigbt, cooled off, cleaned out her
boilers thoroughly, the second engineer
going inside. She was then pumped op
by hand, and about sunrise steam was
raised, when all at once, without any
known cause with plenty of water, and
steam at 120 both boilers exploded while
tne oat was yet ilea to the bank. The
concussion knocked down both engineers
who were on watch and upset the stove in
the engine-room- , setting the boat on fire,
and burning off her upper works. Mr.
Benton, at tbe time of the explosion, was
washing juat over the after end of the
boilers. He escaped with a sligM burn on
the thhrh, but fell to the main deck amid

pile ot rubbish, and then scrambled ont
over the forward part of the boat. Captain
Wm. Nowland had his thigh broken badly
and ia otherwise severely injured, and
fears are entertained tbat he may not
recover. The others iniuretl were named
in our dispatch published on Monday.
The wounded were left at the residence
of Mr. Green, near the scene of the
wreck, and were kindly treated. They
were expected np on the Marble Citv
some time laat night. There ia thirty feet
of water where the accident hapoened.
